Schedule A is a widening of SE Oak St which will preserve as much of the existing street as possible. 
Schedule B is a full reconstruct of SE Oak St which will remove the entire street and build a new street. 
Schedule B will improve the drainage of the surrounding properties and fit better with the existing 
driveways. 
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Staff presented both Schedules to the Transportation Committee. The Committee recommended the 
Schedule B option. 



This project is currently identified in the City's Bicycle and Pedestrian Work Plan. The improvements 
will be made to SE Oak St. from SE 12th to 18th Avenue. The streets will be widened to 36 feet wide 
between the curbs and will include sidewalks. 
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This project was identified and included in the current and proposed budget. A portion of the project has 
also been approved for funding through the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program. 
The remaining funding for this project will he drawn from several sources as indicated below (Schedule 
B).

• Street Maintenance Funds 
• Storm Sewer New Construction (quantity)

BACKGROUND 

In February, 2006, Washington County transferred jurisdiction of a portion of NW Hornecker 
Road to the City of Hillsboro. The identification of the right-of-way as NW Homecker Road is 
inconsistent with the City's street naming system. 

City staff is requesting that the street segment, as shown on the attached map, be renamed NW 
Connell Avenue. Renaming the street NW Connell Avenue will increase safety and make the 
City's street grid more consistent. Staff would note that this change would affect one property 
owner who is currently addressed on NW Hornecker Road and appropriate actions would be 
taken to transition this address to NW Connell Avenue.

This Opinion is the decision of the Planning and Zoning Hearings Board 
approving with conditions this application for a zone change for a 3.64-acre site from SCI 
Station Community Industrial to SCBP Station Community Business Park to provide for a 
dental clinic, on the express condition that no use, tenant or combination of tenants and 
uses on this site may generate more than 93 p.m. peak vehicle trips. This determination · 
shall be made, and trip generation evaluated, prior to the issuance of all building permits 
on this site. This decision is based on the Apri126, 2007 Staff Report, as supplemented 
by the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and conditions of approval set forth below. 

II. Subject Property, Proposal and Applicant: 

The land subject to this zone change application is a single lot generally located 
south of NE Campus Way, west of NE 71 st Avenue, north of NE Cherry Drive and east of 
NW 2291

h Avenue (TL 3700 on Map 1 N2-35BB), with a street address of 6950 NE 
Campus Way. The property is currently zoned SCI Station Community Industrial and 
has a Station Community Planning Area (SCPA) Comprehensive Plan designation. The 
site is developed with a single 45,000 sf flex space building used by the applicant 
(Willamette Dental) for storage and for its company headquarters. The objective of this 
proposal is to convert part of the existing building (the applicant suggests 4,000 sf) to a 
dental clinic to be used primarily for training purposes. The proposal, however, seeks a 
zone change for the entire property, with no specific size or location for the dental clinic 
within the building. Medical and dental clinics are permitted uses in the City's SCBP 
zone. Of the 14 zones that implement the SCPA Comprehensive Plan designation, only 
the SCBP and SCRP zones allow dental clinics. For a number of reasons discussed in 
the applicant's narrative, the SCRP (Station Community Research Park) zone is not 
appropriate for this site or use. 

The only limitation suggested for the size or location of the proposed dental clinic 
space, or for that matter the only limitation proposed for use of the entire property or the 
existing building, is a limitation on over-all p.m. peak hour vehicle trip generation from 
the site that is low enough to ensure compliance with Transportation Planning Rule. The 
Transportation Planning Rule imposes the following relevant requirements on zone 
changes such as this one: 

(1) Where an amendment to a functional plan, an acknowledged 
comprehensive plan, or a land use regulation would significantly affect an 
existing or planned transportation facility, the local government shall put 
in place measures as provided in section (2) of this rule to assure that 
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allowed land uses are consistent with the identified function, capacity, and 
performance standards (e.g. level of service, volume to capacity ratio, 
etc.) of the facility. A plan or land use regulation amendment significantly 
affects a transportation facility if it would: 

(a) Change the functional classification of an existing or planned 
transportation facility (exclusive of correction of map errors in an 
adopted plan); 

(b) Change standards implementing a functional classification system; or 

(c) As measured at the end of the planning period identified in the 
adopted transportation system plan: 

(A) Allow land uses or levels of development that would result in types 
or levels of travel or access that are inconsistent with the functional 
classification of an existing or planned transportation facility; 

(B) Reduce the performance of an existing or planned transportation 
facility below the minimum acceptable performance standard 
identified in the TSP or comprehensive plan; or 

(C) Worsen the performance of an existing or planned transportation 
facility that is otherwise projected to perform below the minimum 
acceptable performance standard identified in the TSP or 
comprehensive plan. 

(2) Where a local government determines that there would be a 
significant effect, compliance with section (1) shall be accomplished 
through one or a combination of the following: 

(a) Adopting measures that demonstrate allowed land uses are consistent 
with the planned function, capacity, and performance standards of the 
transportation facility. 

(b) Amending the TSP or comprehensive plan to provide transportation 
facilities, improvements or services adequate to support the proposed 
land uses consistent with the requirements of this division; such 
amendments shall include a funding plan or mechanism consistent 
with section ( 4) or include an amendment to the transportation finance 
plan so that the facility, improvement, or service will be provided by 
the end ofthe planning period. 

(c) Altering land use designations, densities, or design requirements to 
reduce demand for automobile travel and meet travel needs through 
other modes. 

(d) Amending the TSP to modify the planned function, capacity or 
performance standards ofthe transportation facility. 
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(e) Providing other measures as a condition of development or through a 
development agreement or similar funding method, including 
transportation system management measures, demand management 
or minor transportation improvements. Local governments shall as 
part of the amendment specify when measures or improvements 
provided pursuant to this subsection will be provided. 

OAR 660-012-0060 

According to the Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) provided with this proposal, as verified by 
the City's transportation engineer, the limiting factor on the intensity of use of this site is 
the p.m. peak hour capacity of several near-by intersections. 

According to the applicant's TIA, so long as this site generates no more than 93 
p.m. peak hour vehicle trips, the net effect on the adjacent impacted intersections will be 
no greater than could occur under the existing zoning, in which case this zone change 
would not violate the Transportation Planning Rule. The applicant suggests a condition 
of approval that requires the City to monitor and enforce this trip generation limit 
whenever a building permit for tenant improvements or a land use development permit is 
sought. According to this suggestion, trip generation for the entire site would be 
calculated each time a building permit or development application is submitted to ensure 
that the total p.m. peak hour trip generation for the site does not exceed 93 trips. 

Medical and dental clinics appear to be the most intensive uses allowed in the 
City's SCBP zone in terms of traffic generation. According to the applicant, and as 
confirmed by the City's transportation engineer at the hearing, conversion of the entire 
45,000 sf building to dental clinic would exceed the 93 p.m. peak hour trip generation 
limit (generating about 151 p.m. peak hour trips). According to the applicant, if as much 
as 15,000 sf of the building were devoted to a dental clinic, 32,000 sf to office use, and 
13,000 sf to warehouse, theoretically the total trip generation for the entire site would not 
exceed the 93 p.m. peak hour trip limitation and therefore not violate the Transportation 
Planning Rule. According to the applicant, this indicates a substantial and safe buffer in 
the affected intersections that could accommodate an intensification of use at this site 
before there would be a Transportation Planning Rule problem, i.e., before the predicted 
trip generation from this site would exceed the capacity of any affected intersections. 

Ill. Local Procedure and Applicable Law: 

The City duly noticed and held a public hearing on this application on May 2, 
2007 before the Planning and Zoning Hearings Board (the Board), consisting of 
Chairman Daniel Kearns and members Brenda Gustafson and Walter Hellman. At the 
commencement of the hearing, the Chairman made the procedural statements required 
by ORS 197.763 (5) and (6) and 197.796. No member of the Board had any ex parte 
contacts, conflicts of interest or biases to report. There were no procedural objections or 
objections to the participation of any member of the Board in this matter, and no person 
requested a continuance or that the record be kept open. The Staff Report listed the 
approval criteria, which were recited by City Planner Genny Bond during the hearing, 
and recommended 2 conditions of approval. The applicable approval criteria are set 
forth in Section 114(2}, governing zone changes, which requires the applicant to 
demonstrate compliance with all of the following: 
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1. The request must conform with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and 
Zoning Ordinance; 

2. Where more than one designation is available to implement the 
Comprehensive Plan designation (e.g., R-7 vs. R-10), the applicant must 
justify the particular zoning being sought and show that it is best suited for 
the specific site, based upon specific policies of the Hillsboro 
Comprehensive Plan. 

Additionally, the following Comprehensive Plan goals and policies have been implicated 
as applicable approval standards in this matter: Urbanization Implementation Measures 
A(1-6), J, Economy Goals A-E, Economy Policy B, Public Services and Facilities Goals 
A-E, Public Services and Facilities Policy D, Transportation Implementation Measure C3, 
and the Station Community Planning Area Goal. 

IV. Summary of the Proceeding and the Record: 

The subject site, surrounding area and availability of transportation and public 
utilities are described in the Staff Report, and these sections are adopted and 
incorporated herein by the Board. The applicant was represented at the hearing by 
Michael Goetze, Willamette Dental Director of Support Services, Michael Robinson, 
attorney with Perkins Coie, Marty Stiven, land use planner, and Michael Ard, 
transportation engineer with Lancaster Engineering. Mr. Robinson expressed the 
applicant's agreement with staff's proposed conditions of approval, and he explained the 
rationale for the condition limiting the site to a maximum of 93 p.m. peak hour vehicle 
trips. No one else requested the opportunity to testify on this matter, and the Board 
closed the record at the conclusion of the May 2nd hearing. The record contains the 
application and supporting materials, the April 26, 2007 staff report and an audio 
recording of the May 2, 2007 hearing. 

V. Discussion, Conclusion and Decision: 

The Board concludes that the application adequately responds to and addresses 
each of the approval criteria, based on the applicant's narrative, the site plan, and staff 
report in the record. The Board adopts and incorporates herein the Discussion section 
of the April 26, 2007 staff report and adopts as its own the applicant's narrative 
addressing the zone change criteria, including the applicable comprehensive plan goals 
and policies. With regard to compliance with the Transportation Planning Rule and 
staff's proposed Condition 1, the Board agrees that the City will be required to monitor 
compliance with the 93 p.m. peak hour vehicle trip maximum and require this and all 
subsequent tenants of the site to provide a trip generation analysis for the entire site 
every time building, land use or development permit applications are submitted. In 
particular, the permit applicant must clearly identify the tenant or use and the amount of 
square footage devoted to that use. From this, the applicant must also provide 
documentation about the predicted trip generation (especially the p.m. peak hour trip 
generation) for the new tenant/use and the site as a whole based on the then-current 
version of the ITE Trip Generation Manual. Parking demand and available on-site 
parking capacity shall also be documented and reviewed as part of every building permit 
application. 
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On this basis, the Board concludes that the application meets all of the applicable 
approval criteria, and it is hereby approved subject to the following conditions: 

1. The uses on TL 3700 (map 1 N2-35BB) collectively shall generate no more than 
93 p.m. peak hour vehicle trips, as predicted by the latest version of the ITE Trip 
Generation Manual. Compliance with this maximum trip generation limit shall be 
reviewed and confirmed as part of every building permit application for tenant 
improvements and every land use permit or development proposal on this 
property. Additionally, parking demand shall be reviewed as part of every 
building permit application for tenant improvements and compared with available 
on-site parking capacity. If p.m. peak hour trip generation exceeds 93 vehicle 
trips (total for the property) or the parking demand is predicted to exceed the 
number of available on-site spaces, the permit (including building permits) shall 
be denied or conditioned to ensure that the trip generation and parking capacity 
limits are not exceeded. 

2. If any future redevelopment or change in use of the site qualifies as a land use 
action as defined in Implementation Measure B of the Transportation Plan, the 
City may require the property owner(s) to construct road improvements toNE 
Cherry Drive as determined appropriate by the City Engineer.

RE: Request for Approval of a Zone Change- ZC 4-07: Willamette Dental 

REQUEST 
The applicant, Mike Goetze of Willamette Dental, requests a zone change from Station 
Community Industrial (SCI) to Station Community Business Park (SCBP) on a property 
approximately 3.64 acres in size. The property is designated SCPA Station Community 
Planning Area on the City's Comprehensive Plan land use map. The subject site serves as the 
headquarters and warehouse for Willamette Dental. The purpose of the zone change is to allow 
approximately 4,000 square feet of the structure already occupied by Willamette Dental, to be 
converted to a dental clinic for training purposes. 

SITE DESCRIPTION 
The site proposed for the zone change is generally located south of NE Campus Way, west of 
NE 71 ' 1 Avenue (an unimproved right-of-way), north of NE Cherry Drive, and east of NW 2291

h 

Avenue. The property can be specifically identified as Tax Lot 3700 on Washington County Tax 
Map 1 N2-35BB and is addressed as 6950 NE Campus Way. 

The site is developed with a 45,000 square foot warehouse type structure which was 
constructed in 1996-1998. The building's front entrance is at the north fal(ade, and the rear and 
delivery entrances are at the south fal(ade. Site access is provided via two existing driveways 
on Campus Way. The site has housed the headquarters and warehouse for Willamette Dental 
since 2006. The site is improved with landscaping at the perimeter and around the building, and 
with paved off-street parking. The south edge of the site has a landscaped berm which provides 
a buffer to NE Cherry Drive. With the exception of the berm the site is essentially flat. 

NE Cherry Drive is classified as a three-lane Collector and NE Campus Way is classified as a 
Local Street on the Hillsboro Transportation System Plan (TSP) Functional Classification Plan 
Map. 

The City of Hillsboro Goal 5 Significant Natural Resources Inventory identifies no Significant 
Natural Resources and/or associated Impact Areas on the site. The Clean Water Services 
(CWS) Sensitive Areas Pre-Screen Map indicates no sensitive areas on or near the site (see 
attached map).

This area was laid out in urban lots within the usual street grid 
system, with existing industry being interspersed with both residential dwelling and commercial 
establishments. This has made expansion of existing industry and establishment of new 
industry difficult and prevents efficient industrial development patterns from occurring in this 
area. In addition, industrial use west of the central business district detracts from the visual 
appearance of retail areas and inhibits business expansions in this direction. Therefore, if 
Hillsboro is to become economically less dependent on Portland and other cities, then sufficient 
land must be designated industrial in other parts of the Hillsboro Planning Area and sufficient 
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public facilities and services made available to attract industry and allow for the development of 
efficient industrial land use patterns. 

Section 10 (111) Policies (B) (2). Sufficient land shall be designated industrial on the 
Comprehensive Plan Map to:

The applicant's findings in response to the above goals and policies are found in pages 12-22 of 
the application narrative. 

APPROVAL CRITERIA 
Zoning Ordinance No. 1945, Section 114 (2) specifies the approval criteria for a proposed zone 
change as follows: 

(2) Before the Hearings Board grants a zone change, they shall require that the applicant 
demonstrate compliance with the following criteria: 

a. That the request must conform with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and this 
Ordinance; 

b. That, where more than one designation is available to implement the Comprehensive 
Plan designation (e.g. R-7 vs. R-10), the applicant must justify the particular zoning 
being sought and show that it is best suited for the specific site, based upon specific 
policies of the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan. 
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Section 114(1) of the Zoning Ordinance lists conditions that may be attached to a zone change 
approval: 

(1) Amendment of this Ordinance by amending the zoning map may be contingent upon 
compliance with conditions found necessary to accomplish the purposes of this Ordinance 
and implement the goals and policies of the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan. To that 
purpose, any of the following conditions, stipulations or limitations may be attached to a 
zone change approval: 

a. Street improvements within/abutting the development 
b. Street dedication within and/or abutting the development 
c. Joint use/access agreement 
d. Improvement agreements for the installation of necessary on-site public facilities 
e. Utility easements 
f. Landscaping 
g. Off-street parking 
h. Storm drainage improvements 
i. Off-site public improvements when the rezoning and subsequent development will 

contribute significantly to the need for such off-site improvements 
J. Development Review approval by the Planning Commission; for projects in zones or 

locations for which development requirements and design standards are specified in the 
Zoning Ordinance 

k. Screening, fencing 
I. Limiting access 
m. Surety/performance bonds 
n. Non-remonstrance clause 

The applicant's narrative and plan set is attached for the Board's review. 

APPLICABLE STATION COMMUNITY PLANNING AREA LAND USE DISTRICTS 

There are 14 zones which can implement the Station Community Planning Area (SCPA) plan 
designation. Tables 1, 2 and 3 of Section 136.1V. (attached) list uses which are permitted or 
which may be allowed conditionally. Dental clinics are not allowed as permitted or conditional 
uses in the SCI zone, but are permitted in the SCBP and SCRP zones. On pages 3-6 of the 
application narrative, a list of the SCPA zones is provided along with analysis which addresses 
the zone applicability with regard to a dental clinic. In addition, the applicant has provided an 
addendum dated April 13, 2007, which corrects certain errors in the zoning analysis. Staff notes 
that the applicant describes the zoning to the north of the site as SCI; however, that parcel 
received City Council approval in April, 2007, for a zone change to SCR-MD (Station 
Community Residential - Medium Density), in order to allow development of a new middle 
school at that location. The applicant has corrected that point in the addendum dated April 13, 
2007. 

The definitions of the SCBP and SCRP zones are provided below. 

Station Community Business Park (SCBP): 

The SCBP District may be applied to property identified for development of high quality, 
business environments in areas generally within 5,200 feet of a LRT station. Business 
parks in the SCBP District may incorporate light industrial, flex space, research and 
development, and office uses. Retail and service commercial uses are permitted in the 
District but are limited in size and scope to those primarily serving the permitted uses of 
the District and the nearby community so these activities do not become a dominant use 
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in the business park. In executing the campus plan of the business park, individual 
projects will incorporate development and design elements to create a visually pleasing, 
transit-supportive and pedestrian-sensitive, yet auto-accommodating environment. 
Development regulations within the District recognize that as the distance between the 
LRT station and an individual project increases beyond one-half mile, the degree to 
which a pedestrian-oriented environment is required is lessened. Nonetheless, streets 
and their related rights-of-way throughout the District will be functionally designed to 
accommodate vehicular, transit, bicycle, and pedestrian demands. A residence for a 
security guard or caretaker is allowed as a conditional accessory use in the District. 

Station Community Research Park (SCRP): 

6 

The SCRP District may be applied to property located within approximately 3,900 feet or 
more of a light rail station site identified primarily for research, development and testing 
laboratory uses; educational uses; medical research and clinical uses; and high-tech and 
bio-tech research and applied technology uses; some or all of which may be or may be 
associated with major institutions. The SCRP District is also intended to foster and 
support the development of industries resulting from or associated with the basic and 
applied research, development and testing laboratories and programs of the institutions 
and organizations located in the District by encouraging and allowing incubator 
establishments within the District, and by allowing compatible accessory industrial uses 
supporting the District's major institutions. Industrial establishments which are not 
accessory to the major institutions of the District, but are compatible with the institutions 
and the station community, may be permitted on a limited basis. Commercial uses 
primarily serving the owners, tenants and users of permitted research park uses are also 
permitted. In general, residential uses within the District are restricted to high density 
residential uses directly related to and supporting one or more major institutions within 
the District. All development within the District must be a part of, incorporated in, or 
coordinated with one or more approved Concept Development Plan(s) to encourage a 
transit-supportive, pedestrian-sensitive campus environment, and to prevent conflicts 
among the mix of uses and activities within the District. 

In contrast, the definition for the current zoning on the site, SCI (Station Community Industrial) is 
as follows: 

The SCI District may be applied to property developed or planned for light industrial, 
manufacturing, and associated office uses is located within approximately 3,900 feet of a 
light rail station site. The SCI District is intended to assure land use designations 
affording the opportunity to create and retain manufacturing employment opportunities 
within walking distance of light rail stations and near feeder bus or shuttle lines between 
the stations and nearby employment centers. The SCI District encourages campus 
development that is transit-supportive in design. Commercial uses directly related to or 
primarily serving the owners, tenants and employees of permitted uses are allowed on a 
limited basis. A residence for a security guard or caretaker is allowed as a conditional 
accessory use in the District. (Amended by Ord. No. 4545/4-97.) 

The applicant had noted in the zoning analysis table that the SCR-HD Station Community 
Residential - High Density could not be applied to this site because this is a zone which can 
only be applied within 1,300 feet of a light rail station. Staff notes there is no spatial restriction 
on the SCR-HD zone, and the applicant has corrected this point in the April 13 addendum. 
However, as noted by the applicant, the SCR-HD zone does not allow dental clinics and thus 
would not meet the applicant's objective for the addition of a training clinic to the existing 
Willamette Dental building.

The applicant explains within pages 6-11 why the SCBP zone is the best suited for the site. The 
applicant argues that the zone change is necessary because the SCI zone does not allow the 
addition of a dental clinic to the site, and the SCRP zone by definition is geared toward larger­
scale institutional development and has historically been applied within Hillsboro only to a single 
large technology and research park. The applicant argues that the SCBP zone allows a broader 
range of smaller uses and higher intensity of development, in keeping with the intent of the 
SCPA designation. Staff also notes that the SCBP zone is currently applied to the Synopsis 
property to the east of the Willamette Dental site. 

Transportation and Access 
NE Campus Way is identified as a Local Street on the City's Transportation System Plan (TSP). 
The south side of the street is fully improved to City standard including gutter, curb, planter strip, 
and sidewalk. This road right-of-way currently measures 60 feet and 30 feet from centerline, so 
no right-of-way dedication would be required. Access to the site is provided via two driveways 
on Campus Way. NE Cherry Drive is designated a Collector on the TSP, and is fully improved 
with the exception that no sidewalk is provided along the north side. The requested zone 
change to allow addition of a dental clinic to the existing developed site does not constitute a 
significant change to the existing uses on the site, thus it does not trigger requirements to 
construct a sidewalk at the site's Cherry Drive frontage. 

Of particular note, the applicant has provided a traffic impact study from Lancaster Engineering 
in the application materials, which assesses the existing and projected operational capacities for 
the intersections near the subject site. The study concludes that the intersections of NE Cornell 
Road at NW 231•' Avenue, and NE Cherry Drive at NW Cornelius Pass Road, will operate over 
capacity by the year 2020 based on existing background traffic conditions, notwithstanding the 
additional vehicle trips anticipated from the proposed zone change. The study includes findings 
on page 20 which state that a zone change as proposed on this site would have a significant 
effect on the operation of the roadway system, as defined under the Transportation Planning 
Rule, specifically at these two intersections if the maximum development allowed under that 
zone were to occur on this site. In other words, if the entire 45,000 square foot building were to 
be converted to a medical/dental clinic the resulting increase in traffic generation would have a 
significant negative impact on the roadway system operation, thereby violating requirements of 
the Transportation Planning Rule. However, the applicant's traffic engineer states that a limit on 
the sizes and types of uses allowed on the site would result in a net impact to offsite roadway 
operations equivalent to the impact which could be created under the current zoning, thereby 
complying with the requirements of the Transportation Planning Rule. The applicant's traffic 
engineer has determined that a "trip cap" of 93 total evening peak hour trips for the entire site 
under the proposed zoning would result in compliance with the Transportation Planning Rule. 
The applicant's traffic engineer proposes that a trip cap be established as a condition of 
approval of the proposed zone change. The engineer describes how, under this cap, the 
existing building could potentially accommodate up to 15,000 square feet of dental clinic, 25,000 
square feet of office space, and 5,000 square feet of warehouse space, which would yield trip 
generation of 93 total evening peak hour trips. This trip cap is included as a recommended 
condition of approval for this application. The City's Transportation Planning Engineer has 
reviewed the applicant's traffic impact study, and concurs with the findings in that study and with 
the adoption of this condition.

1. The uses on Tax Lot 3700, Map 1 N235BB, shall generate no more than 93 vehicle trips 
during the evening peak hour, as determined by the latest version of the Institute of 
Transportation Engineers Trip Generation Manual in effect at the time building permits 
are issued. 

2. Any future redevelopment or change in use of the subject site which constitutes a land 
use action as defined in Implementation Measure (B) of the Transportation Plan, may 
require that the property owner(s) construct road improvements to NE Cherry Drive as 
determined appropriate by the City Engineer.

Issue 1: Page 1 proposed the ultimate square footages of the dental clinic, office 
space, and warehouse space to meet the 93 ADT trip cap; the parking calculations 
provided on page 22 assess parking minimums and maximums based on the initial 
proposed square footages, but not the ultimate. (I calculate min/max parking 
requirements at 107/214 for the ultimate scenario, so the existing parking will meet 
the need). 

Response: 
I agree with your assessment and have provided the calculations based on the land uses 
allowed within the trip cap as follows:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP, A PORTION OF HILLSBORO 
ZONING ORDINANCE NO. 1945, AS AMENDED, BY CHANGING THE ZONING OF A

WHEREAS, the City of Hillsboro Planning and Zoning Hearings Board held a public 
hearing on the proposed zone change on May 2, 2007, and voted to recommend to the City 
Council that the subject zone change be granted, based on the findings adopted by the 
Board as Opinion No. 1644, dated May 30, 2007, and 

WHEREAS, the City Council hereby adopts the findings of the Planning and Zoning 
Hearings Board as its own in regard to this matter, and 

WHEREAS, based on those findings, the City Council hereby determines that the 
zone change conforms with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Ordinance, and 
the particular zone recommended is the best and only zone suited for the subject site. 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF HILLSBORO DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. The following described tract of land is hereby rezoned from R-7 Single 
Family Residential to A-1 Duplex Residential: 

Tax Lot 21 DO on Washington County Tax Map 1 N3-36AC, Section 36, 
Township 1 North, Range 3 West, Willamette Meridian, on record as of 
January 19, 2007, a copy of which is attached hereto and thereby made a 
part of this Ordinance. 

Section 2. Approval of this zone change is subject to the following conditions: 

1. Future development on this site shall conform to and comply with the 
applicable standards in Sections 21 through 27 of the Zoning Ordinance, 
except where one or more variances are approved under Sections 106 to 
111. 

2. Prior to issuance of building permits, the applicant shall apply for and 
receive Development Review approval for development and construction 
on the site as specified in Section 133 of the Zoning Ordinance, and/or 
land division approval under the Subdivision Ordinance No. 2808. 

3. Prior to issuance of building permits for new construction on the site, or 
approval of a land use action as defined in Implementation Measure B of 
the Transportation Plan, the owner shall construct right-of-way 
improvements to NW Freeman Avenue as approved by the City Engineer. 

4. The applicant shall provide a Clean Water Services Service Provider 
Letter to the City prior to issuance of permits for any new development on 
the site, and any new development shall comply with and otherwise 
implement any conditions required by the Letter.

This Opinion is the decision of the Planning and Zoning Hearings Board 
approving with conditions this application for a zone change from R-7 Single-Family 
Residential to A-1 Duplex Residential for a 8,796 sf parcel. This decision is based on 
the April 25, 2007 Staff Report, as supplemented by the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of 
Law and conditions of approval set forth below. 

II. Subject Property, Proposal and Applicant: 

The land subject to this zone change application is an 8,796 sf lot, currently 
zoned R-7 Single-Family Residential with an RM (Medium Density Residential) 
Comprehensive Plan designation. The lot is generally located west of NW Freeman 
Avenue, south of NW Garibaldi Street, north of NW Jackson Street and east of NW 
Yonia Court (TL 2100 on Map 1N3-36AC), with a street address of 445 NW Freeman 
Avenue. The parcel is currently developed with a single-family home, which is proposed 
to be removed. The eventual development plan is to combine this parcel with 
approximately 0.5 acre south of the site and subdivide the consolidated 0.7-acre site into 
10 duplex lots (5 duplex buildings of 2 units each). However, only the zone change and 
not the eventual development plan are before the Board at this time. Tom Fellas is the 
current owner of the site, who is represented in this application by Alpha Community 
Development. Only one zone (A-1) implements the RM Comprehensive Plan 
designation, and all of the lots on both sides of NW Freeman Avenue have this Plan 
designation. The lots south of the site on both sides of NW Freeman Avenue are 
currently zoned A-1; otherwise, this lot is surrounded on three sides (west, north and 
east) by lots zoned R-7. 

Ill. Local Procedure and Applicable Law: 

The City duly noticed and held a public hearing on this application on May 2, 
2007 before the Planning and Zoning Hearings Board (the Board), consisting of 
Chairman Daniel Kearns and members Brenda Gustafson and Walter Hellman. At the 
commencement of the hearing, the Chairman made the procedural statements required 
by ORS 197.763 (5) and (6) and 197.796. No member of the Board had any ex parte 
contacts, conflicts of interest or biases to report. There were no procedural objections or 
objections to the participation of any member of the Board in this matter, and no person 
requested a continuance or that the record be kept open. The Staff Report listed the 
approval criteria, which were recited by City Planner Genny Bond during the hearing, 
and recommended 4 conditions of approval. The applicable approval criteria are set 
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forth in Section 114(2), governing zone changes, which requires the applicant to 
demonstrate compliance with all of the following criteria: 

1. The request must conform with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and Zoning 
Ordinance; 

2. Where more than one designation is available to implement the Comprehensive 
Plan designation (e.g., R-7 vs. R-10), the applicant must justify the particular 
zoning being sought and show that it is best suited for the specific site, based 
upon specific policies of the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan. 

Additionally, the following Comprehensive Plan goals and policies have been implicated 
as applicable approval standards in this matter: Urbanization Implementation Measures 
A(1-5), I and J, Housing Policy BandY, Housing Implementation Measure M, Economy 
Goal C, Public Facilities and Services Goals A-E, and Public Facilities and Services 
Policy D. 

IV. Summary of the Proceeding and the Record: 

The subject site, surrounding area and availability of transportation and public 
utilities are described in the Staff Report, and these sections are adopted and 
incorporated herein by the Board. Sine Adams and Kristin Van Loo, of Alpha 
Community Development, appeared at the hearing to present the project and answer 
questions. Ms Van Loo expressed the applicant's agreement with staff's proposed 
conditions. Tom Fe lias also testified in support of the proposal. Testifying in opposition 
to the zone change request were Mike and Vanessa Foumal, Faith Ross, Lynette Reed, 
Beth Stimpson and Virginia Buell. The issues and objections raised by these people are 
discussed in the next section. No one else requested the opportunity to testify on this 
matter, and the Board closed the record at the conclusion of the May 2nd hearing. The 
record contains the application and supporting materials, an April 25, 2007 staff report, a 
May 1, 2007 letter of objection from Sandra Buzzetti, and an audio recording of the May 
2, 2007 hearing. 

V. Discussion, Conclusion and Decision: 

Collectively, the opponents objected to this zone change based on the increased 
residential density that would come and increased traffic, fears of higher traffic speeds, 
more on-street parking, school crowding, public safety and crime concerns, reduced 
neighborhood stability due to apartments that might be developed and generally 
decreased property values for the surrounding neighborhood. 

While it is clear that the proposed A-1 Duplex Residential zoning would allow 
increased density and apartments, there is no evidence that the negative impacts feared 
by these people will come to pass, and even if there were, those effects are not 
necessarily tied to the proposed A-1 zoning. If that were not the case, then \hese 
arguments, with nothing more, would always be sufficient to deny a zone change from 
lower density residential zones to more intensive residential designations. Increased 
density of people and vehicles is a predictable consequence of this proposed zone 
change. However, the Board received testimony from the applicant's representatives 
that the NW Freeman Avenue right-of-way is already over-sized at 60 feet, instead of the 
normal 54-foot right-of-way and the current street width is already fully developed to the 
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planned standard of 32 feet. Consequently, the street is already fully developed, and 
there is no credible evidence that the local street system would be inadequate to handle 
the minor increase in density and traffic that would result from this zone change. 
Regarding on-street parking and perceived traffic speeds, there does not appear to be 
any reason why on-street parking would be prohibited, but that is a matter for the City 
street department to determine in the future. The Board recognizes that traffic speeds 
are often excessive on overly wide streets, but that on-street parking serves as an 
effective traffic calming device to reduce speeds. Finally, the assertions that local 
schools are crowded are not supported by any evidence or corroborating statement from 
the School District. 

On the whole, many of the issues raised by these witnesses do not pertain to the 
zone change criteria that control the Board's decision in this matter. Even if that were 
not the case, these fears are not supported by any evidence, and therefore are not a 
legally sufficient basis for us to deny or condition this zone change application. On the 
other hand, most of the issues raised relate to the actual development proposal for the 
consolidated 30,000 sf A-1 zoned lot that will result. Accordingly, the proper forum for 
these concerns is the subdivision or development review process that must occur before 
the site can be developed. 

A final and perhaps even more compelling reason justifying this zone change 
proposal is that only the A-1, and specifically not the R-7, zone implements the 
property's underlying RM Comprehensive Plan designation. Among other things, the 
applicable zone change criteria require the Board to find that the proposed zone is 
consistent with, and represents the highest use allowed by, the Comprehensive Plan. 
Because only the A-1 Duplex Residential zone implements the RM Comprehensive Plan 
designation, only the A-1 zone is allowed on this site. 

The Board concludes that the application adequately responds to and addresses 
each of the approval criteria, based on the applicant's narrative, the site plan, and staff 
report in the record, as supplemented by the foregoing findings. The Board adopts and 
incorporates herein the discussions provided in the April 25, 2007 staff report and adopts 
as its own the applicant's narrative addressing the zone change criteria, including the 
applicable comprehensive plan goals and policies. On this basis, the Board concludes 
that the application meets all of the applicable approval criteria, and it is hereby 
approved subject to the following conditions: 

1. Future development on this site shall conform to and comply with the applicable 
standards in Sections 21 through 27 of the Zoning Ordinance, except where one 
or more variances are approved under Sections 106 to 111. 

2. Prior to issuance of building permits, the applicant shall apply for and receive 
Development Review approval for development and construction on the site as 
specified in Section 133 of the Zoning Ordinance, and/or land division approval 
under the Subdivision Ordinance No. 2808. 

3. Prior to issuance of building permits for new construction on the site, or approval 
of a land use action as defined in Implementation Measure B of the 
Transportation Plan, the owner shall construct right-of-way improvements to NW 
Freeman Avenue as approved by the City Engineer. 
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4. The applicant shall provide a Clean Water Services Service Provider Letter to the 
City prior to issuance of permits for any new development on the site, and any 
new development shall comply with and otherwise implement any conditions 
required by the Letter.

REQUEST 
The applicant, Alpha Community Development, on behalf of property owner Tom Fellas, 
requests a zone change from R-7 (Single-Family Residential) to A-1 (Duplex Residential) on a 
property approximately 8,796 square feet in size. The property is designated RM (Medium 
Density Residential) on the City's Comprehensive Plan land use map. The purpose of the zone 
change is to bring the site into conformance with the Comprehensive Plan designation, as A-1 is 
the only implementing zone for the RM designation. 

SITE DESCRIPTION 
The site proposed for the zone change is west of NW Freeman Avenue, south of NW Garibaldi 
Street, north of NW Jackson Street, and east of NW Yonia Court. The property is specifically 
identified as Tax Lot 2100 on Washington County Tax Map 1 N3 36AC and is addressed as 445 
NW Freeman Court. 

The site is developed with one single-family detached home, surrounded by mature deciduous 
and coniferous trees. The site has a curb-tight sidewalk and street lights along its Freeman 
Avenue frontage. The site is essentiaUy flat. 

NW Freeman Avenue is designated as a City Local Street on the Hillsboro Transportation 
System Plan (TSP) Functional Classification Plan Map. 

The City of Hillsboro Goal 5 Significant Natural Resources Inventory identifies no Significant 
Natural Resources and/or associated Impact Areas on the site. The Clean Water Services

APPLICABLE PLAN POLICIES 
Section 2 Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(1). Urban services necessary for 
development include adequate water, sewer, and fire protection. The documentation of the 
availability of these needed services must be current. 

Section 2 Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(2). Whenever feasible, the installation 
of sewage trunk lines shall occur prior to the development of the affected urban area. 

Section 2 Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(3). Public streets, new or existing, 
which are proposed for access to a particular site proposed for development, shall be developed 
in accordance with the transportation element of the Comprehensive Plan. 

Section 2 Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(4). Other essential services, including 
school districts, Police or Sheriff's Department, water districts, and transit agency, must be 
proven to be available to a proposed development within five years of a development approval. 

Section 2 Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(5). The infill of vacant, bypassed lands, 
between areas of development, at an urban level, shall be encouraged. Appropriate measures 
shall be taken to insure that new development in infill areas is compatible with existing 
developed areas. The City will support a proposed annexation of infill areas and allow 
subsequent development to occur under the clear and objective standards in its implementing 
ordinances, including the Zoning and Subdivision ordinances. 
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Section 2 Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(!). Use of services available in the 
Hillsboro Planning Area will be maximized through the encouragement of new development at 
maximum densities prescribed by the applicable Comprehensive Plan/land use ordinance, and 
through the infilling of partially developed areas. 

Section 2 Urbanization Implementation Measure (J). Land uses identified by the 
Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map have been determined to be the most suitable needed by 
the City. To meet the burden of proof for a proposed zone change, it is both necessary and 
sufficient to show that the proposed zone is consistent with and represents the highest use 
allowed by the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map, and in the case of zone changes in 
residential areas, the proposed zone shall allow development of housing at a density within the 
range designated by the Land Use Map. In addition, the City may attach clear and objective 
conditions to the zone change provided such conditions are consistent with the Comprehensive 
Plan, the Zoning Ordinance, and other rules and policies regulating development in the City. 

Section 3 Housing Policy (B). A variety of housing units shall be encouraged throughout the 
planning area for households of all incomes, ages and living patterns. Such housing should 
include, but not be limited to, single-family residences, accessory dwellings, duplexes, 
apartments, attached single-family residences, co-op housing, condominiums, townhouses and 
manufactured housing. Specific locations for each type of housing shall be consistent with the 
comprehensive plan map and zoning map. Each type of housing should be available at various 
prices and rents in order to maximize housing choices of the public. 

Section 3 Housing Policy (Y). Residential land shall develop within the density range 
designated by the Comprehensive Plan. However, density reductions and transfers may be 
allowed within the Significant Natural Resource Overlay (SNRO) District and within Habitat 
Benefit Areas that fall outside of the SNRO District. 

Section 3 Housing Implementation Measure (M). Residential density designations are intended 
to discourage development at lower densities. The densities of new developments shall be 
monitored and reviewed annually to assure that residential construction is implementing the 
Comprehensive Plan designations. If the residential density designations are not being 
implemented, additional land shall be designated or redesignated to help assure that the overall 
density will be attained. 

Section 10 (I) Goals (C). Conserve energy by lowering commuting distance. 

Section 12 Public Facilities and Services Goals: 

(A) Provide public facilities and services in an orderly and efficient manner consistent with the 
expansion of urbanization into rural areas. 

(B) Utilize the availability of public facilities and services as a tool for guiding urbanization with 
the Hillsboro Planning Area. 

(C) Provide a safe and healthy living environment. 

(D) Provide that existing land uses are and will continue to be supported by needed public 
facilities and services. 

(E) Provide that future development is appropriately guided and supported by the provision of 
public facilities and services in a timely, orderly, and efficient manner. 

Section 12 Public Facilities and Services Policy (D). Public facilities and services shall be 
provided at a level sufficient to create and maintain an adequate supply of housing and service 
an increasing level of commercial and industrial activity. 
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The applicant's findings in response to the above goals and policies are found in pages 12-22 of 
the application narrative. 

APPROVAL CRITERIA 
Zoning Ordinance No. 1945, Section 114 (2) specifies the approval criteria for a proposed zone 
change as follows: 

(2) Before the Hearings Board grants a zone change, they shall require that the applicant 
demonstrate compliance with the following criteria: 

a. That the request must conform with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and this 
Ordinance; 

b. That, where more than one designation is available to implement the Comprehensive 
Plan designation (e.g. R-7 vs. R-10), the applicant must justify the particular zoning 
being sought and show that it is best suited for the specific site, based upon specific 
policies of the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan. 

Section 114(1) of the Zoning Ordinance lists conditions that may be attached to a zone change 
approval: 

(1) Amendment of this Ordinance by amending the zoning map may be contingent upon 
compliance with conditions found necessary to accomplish the purposes of this Ordinance 
and implement the goals and policies of the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan. To that 
purpose, any of the following conditions, stipulations or limitations may be attached to a 
zone change approval: 

a. Street improvements within/abutting the development 
b. Street dedication within and/or abutting the development 
c. Joint use/access agreement 
d. Improvement agreements for the installation of necessary on-site public facilities 
e. Utility easements 
f. Landscaping 
g. Off-street parking 
h. Storm drainage improvements 
i. Off-site public improvements when the rezoning and subsequent development will 

contribute significantly to the need for such off-site improvements 
J. Development Review approval by the Planning Commission; for projects in zones or 

locations for which development requirements and design standards are specified in the 
Zoning Ordinance ' 

k. Screening, fencing 
I. Limiting access 
m. Surety/performance bonds 
n. Non-remonstrance clause 

The applicant's narrative with findings responding to the above goals and policies, is attached 
for the Board's review. 

APPLICABLE LAND USE DISTRICTS 
There is only one zone which can implement the RM (Medium Density Residential) plan 
designation, and that is the A-1 (Duplex Residential) zone. The site's current zoning, R-7 
(Single-Family Residential) is not consistent with the RM plan designation. 
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Transportation and Access 

NW Freeman Avenue is identified as a Local Street on the City's Transportation System Plan 
(TSP). The street is improved with a 32-foot paved width, curb, gutter, and curb-tight sidewalk; 
staff notes that the existing sidewalk will likely be required to be replaced with a property-line 
sidewalk with planter strip at the curb, upon development of the site. The road right-of-way 
measures 60 feet, 30 feet from centerline, so no right-of-way dedication is required. 

DEPARTMENTAL COMMENTS 
No comments were received from City departments regarding this zone change application. 

TESTIMONY RECEIVED 
No written comments or testimony have been received to date from adjacent property owners or 
affected agencies. 

RECOMMENDATION 
Should the Hearings Board choose to approve the requested zone change, the Planning staff 
recommends that the following conditions be placed on the property: 

1. Future development on this site shall occur in conformance with the applicable 
standards of Sections 21-27 of the Zoning Ordinance, except where exceptions may be 
approved under Sections 106 to 111: Variances. 

2. Prior to the issuance of building permits, the applicant shall apply for, and receive 
Development Review approval for development and construction on the site as specified in 
Section 133 of the Zoning Ordinance, and/or approval for a land division as specified in the 
Subdivision Ordinance No. 2808, as applicable. 

3. Prior to the issuance of building permits for new construction on the site, or approval of a 
land use action as defined in Implementation Measure (B) of the Transportation Plan, the 
owner(s) shall construct right-of-way improvements to NW Freeman Ave as approved by the 
City Engineer. 

4. A Clean Water Services Service Provider Letter shall be required prior to issuance of 
permits for any new development on the site, and the new development shall comply with 
any conditions required by the Letter.

REQUEST 
Attached are materials relating to an owner-initiated zone change from A-1 Duplex Residential 
to A-3 Multifamily Residential on one property approximately 2.66 acres in size. The purpose of 
the zone change request is to change the zoning for the subject property to the A-3 zone in 
order to bring the subject site into conformance with the RMR Mid-Rise Residential 
Comprehensive Plan designation on the majority of the subject site and allow for development 
of a future City park.

This Opinion is the decision of the Planning and Zoning Hearings Board 
approving with conditions this application for a zone change from A-1 Duplex Residential 
to A-3 Multifamily Residential to make a 3.11-acre parcel completely A-3 and suitable to 
accommodate a new public park. This decision is based on the April 25, 2007 Staff 
Report, as supplemented by the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and conditions of 
approval set forth below. 

II. Subject Property, Proposal and Applicant: 

The land subject to this zone change application is a 2.66-acre lot zoned A-1 
Duplex Residential, generally located north of NW Snoqualmie Street, east of NW 192nd 
Avenue, south of NW Cornell Road and west of NW 190th Avenue (TL 500 on Map 1 N2-
36AB). The City of Hillsboro Parks & Recreation Department is the owner and applicant. 
The site is currently undeveloped and covered with a grass lawn, and concurrent with 
this zone change request, the applicant has also applied for a conditional use permit to 
develop a public park (CU 1 0-07) on the property that is the subject of this zone change 
plus an adjacent parcel presently zoned A-3. Parks are conditionally allowed in the 
City's A-3 zone. 

Ill. Local Procedure and Applicable Law: 

The City duly noticed and held a public hearing on this application on May 2, 
2007 before the Planning and Zoning Hearings Board (the Board), consisting of 
Chairman Daniel Kearns and members Brenda Gustafson and Walter Hellman. At the 
commencement of the hearing, the Chairman made the procedural statements required 
by ORS 197.763 (5) and (6) and 197.796. No member of the Board had any ex parte 
contacts, conflicts of interest or biases to report. There were no procedural objections or 
objections to the participation of any member of the Board in this matter, and no person 
requested a continuance or that the record be kept open. The Staff Report listed the 
approval criteria, which were recited by City Planner Jennifer Wells during the hearing, 
and recommended 4 conditions of approval. The applicable approval criteria are set 
forth in Section 114(2), governing zone changes, which requires the applicant to 
demonstrate compliance with all of the following: 

1. The request must conform with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and Zoning 
Ordinance; 
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2. Where more than one designation is available to implement the Comprehensive 
Plan designation (e.g., R-7 vs. R-10), the applicant must justify the particular 
zoning being sought and show that it is best suited for the specific site, based 
upon specific policies of the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan. 

Additionally, the following Comprehensive Plan goals and policies have been implicated 
as applicable approval standards in this matter: Urbanization Implementation Measures 
J and M, Natural Resources, Open Space, Scenic and Historic Sites Goals A, Band C, 
Recreation Polices A and D, Transportation Implementation Measures B, 0 and P, 
Tanasbourne Community Plan Goal Band Policies A and B. 

IV. Summary of the Proceeding and the Record: 

The subject site, surrounding area and availability of transportation and public 
utilities are described in the Staff Report, and these sections are adopted and 
incorporated herein by the Board. Bruce Copenhagen, of the City's Parks & Recreation 
Department, appeared at the hearing to present the project and answer questions. Mr. 
Copenhagen stated the applicant's agreement with staff's proposed conditions. No one 
else requested the opportunity to testify on this matter, and the Board closed the record 
at the conclusion of the May 2"d hearing. The record contains the application and 
supporting materials, an April 25, 2007 staff report and an audio recording of the May 2, 
2007 hearing. Additionally, the record of this zone change application was consolidated 
with the record of the companion conditional use permit record (CU 1 0-07). 

V. Discussion, Conclusion and Decision: 

The Board concludes that the application adequately responds to and addresses 
each of the approval criteria, based on the applicant's narrative, the site plan, and staff 
report in the record. The Board adopts and incorporates herein the Discussion section 
of the April 25, 2007 staff report. and adopts as its own the applicant's narrative 
addressing the zone change criteria, including the applicable comprehensive plan goals 
and policies.

Section 2 Urbanization - Implementation Measure (M). The land use map shall designate

Planning Area. As used in this subsection, "Mixed-Use" means a mix of residential and 
commercial uses either vertically or horizontally. The land use map may also designate the 
boundaries of Hillsboro "community plan" areas. Residential land outside Station Community 
Planning Areas shall be designated Low, Medium, or High density, or Mid-Rise Residential, so 
as to provide the opportunity for an overall density of 10 units per net acre, and a 50% detached 
single family/50% attached single family or multi-family split on new construction.

Standards for street 
sections adjacent to properties designated or zoned for Mixed Use may be adjusted to provide 
on-street parking, increased sidewalk width, or to substitute bicycle lanes and bicycle ways on 
street sections with reduced traffic speeds. 

Section 18 Hillsboro Tanasbourne Community Plan -- Goal (B). Establish within the 
Tanasbourne Town Center one or more activity centers that integrate with, and add value to the 
entire Town Center Planning Area. 

Section 18 Hillsboro Tanasbourne Community Plan- Policies: 
(A) Planning and development within the entire Tanasbourne Town Center Area shall occur in

APPLICABLE LAND USE DISTRICTS 
The only zoning designation which implements the RMR Mid-Rise Residential Comprehensive 
Plan designation with its density range frorn 24-30 units/net acre in this area is the A-3 
Multifamily Residential. The minimum density for the A-3 zone is 23 units per net acre and the 
maximum density is 28.75 units per net acre. Staff notes that a portion of the subject site 
located adjacent to NW Snoqualmie Street has a Comprehensive Plan designation of OS Open 
Space, however there are no specific implementing zones for this plan designation. Therefore, 
the A-3 zone would be able to be applied to this area as well. Staff further notes that a portion 
of the future park site located at the northeastern corner of NW Snoqualmie Street and NW 
192"d Avenue has already had the A-3 zone applied. 

APPROVAL CRITERIA 
Zoning Ordinance No. 1945, Section 114 (2) specifies the approval criteria for a proposed zone 
change as follows: 

a. The request must conform with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and the Zoning 
Ordinance; 

b. That, where more than one designation is available to implement the Comprehensive 
Plan designation (e.g. R-7 vs. R-10), the applicant must justify the particular zoning 
being sought and show that it is best suited for the specific site, based upon specific 
policies of the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan. 

Section 114(1) of the Zoning Ordinance lists conditions that may be attached to a zone change 
approval: 

1) Amendment of this Ordinance by amending the zoning map may be contingent upon 
compliance with conditions found necessary to accomplish the purposes of this Ordinance 
and implement the goals and policies of the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan. To that 
purpose, any of the following conditions, stipulations or limitations rnay be attached to a 
zone change approval: 
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a. Street improvements abutting/within the development area 
b. Street dedication within and/or abutting the development area 
c. Joint use/access agreement 
d. Improvement agreements for the installation of necessary on-site public facilities 
e. Utility easements 
f. Landscaping 
g. Off-street parking 
h. Storm drainage improvements 
i. Off-site public improvements when the rezoning and subsequent development will 

contribute significantly to the need for such off-site public improvements 
j. Development Review approval by the Planning Commission; for projects in zones or 

locations for which development requirements and design standards are specified in 
the Zoning Ordinance 

k. Screening, fencing 
I. Limiting access 
m. Surety/performance bonds 
n. Non-remonstrance clause 

The applicant's narrative including an exhibit is attached for the Board's review. 

DISCUSSION 
The majority of the subject site is designated RMR Mid-Rise Residential, with a small portion 
located adjacent to NW Snoqualmie Street designated OS Open Space. As mentioned 
previously, there is only one zoning designation A-3 Multifamily Residential which implements 
the RMR Mid-Rise Residential plan designation. On page 4 of the narrative, the applicant has 
provided the following justification for the rezone request: 

The need for the zone change is necessitated by Comprehensive Plan Section 2. 
Urbanization, (IV) Implementation Measure ( J) which states: "Land uses identified by the 
Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map have been determined to be the most suitable 
needed by the City To meet the burden of proof for a proposed zone change, it is both 
necessary and sufficient to show that the proposed zone is consistent with and 
represents the highest use allowed by the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map, and in 
the case of zone changes in residential areas, the proposed zone shall allow 
development of housing at a density within the range designated by the Land Use Map. 
In addition, the City may attach clear and objective conditions to the zone change 
provided such conditions are consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, the Zoning 
Ordinance and other rules and policies regulating development in the City. 

In developed areas where existing uses and zoning are not consistent with the highest 
use under the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map, an "incremental" zone change, 
which would allow development opportunity at the highest Plan use, sha/J be required 
prior to further redevelopment ... " (emphasis added) 

The site proposed for the zone change is designated to be developed as a park. As a 
result, the zone change and subsequent development will meet the following 
Comprehensive Plan goals, policies and implementation measures:

Re: Main Street Loading Zone 

Recently the City was contacted by an individual who frequently made deliveries to 
downtown regarding a loading zone that exist on E Main Street between 2nd and 3'd. 
The individual indicated the zone was difficult to access and was often occupied by 
passenger vehicles. The zone is located in front of 243/247 E Main Street located one 
parking space east of a mid-block extension on the north side of the block. A map of 
the location follows. The zone is presently in effect from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. and reverts to 
two hour parking. The individual specifically requested the relocation of the loading 
zone to the next stall west, adjacent to the mid-block curb extension. 

Staff believes both the present location and the fact that the space is signed as both 
two hour parking and a loading zone may be creating some confusion by drivers. As a 
result staff believes relocating the zone and designating it an all day loading zone, 8 
a.m. to 6 p.m., consistent with similar loading zones may alleviate the confusion. 

Staff has spoken with both the tenants of 243/247 E Main Street regarding this. Both 
addresses are under ownership by a single owner who has been notified as well. The 
tenants are supportive of the proposed change and to date no comments have been 
received from the owner. Transportation Committee has recommended forwarding an 
ordinance to City Council relocating the loading zone one space west and extending 
the hours of the zone to 8 a.m. to 6 p.m.

Re: 441h Avenue Parking Prohibition 

Royal Moore Certified Pre-Owned, located on the corner of the Tualatin Valley Highway 
and SE 441h Avenue, requested the prohibition of parking near their driveway on SE 441h 

Avenue. They report an increase in on-street parking since the addition of a second 
dealership on 441h Avenue. 

Initial phone contact with Royal Moore had indicated that parking was a problem 
along the street in general. At a street width of 39 feet and two travel lanes, parking is 
not. in general. a problem on both sides of the street when there are only two travel 
lanes. Royal Moore was informed of this and as a result. submitted a request that only 
would address their sight distance concerns at their driveway. At the intersection of 441" 

and the Tualatin Valley Highway however, the roadway has three travel lanes and 
parking in this location would impede these lanes. 

To ensure that these lanes remain open to travel and adequate sight distance is 
provided for Royal Moore, Transportation Committee has recommended parking 
restrictions be established at the following locations: 

a. On the west side of SE 44th Avenue from the Tualatin Valley Highway north to 
the end of the third lane, approximately 141 feet. 

b. On the east side of SE 441h Avenue from the Tualatin Valley Highway north to 
a point 20 feet north of Royal Moore's driveway.

Full On-Premises Sales (F): 

This type of license allows the sale and service of distilled spirits, malt beverages, and 
wine for consumption on the licensed premises. The OLCC issues Full On-Premises 
Sales (F) licenses to caterers (F-CAT), commercial establishments (F-COM), private 
clubs (F-CLU), public passenger carriers 
(F-PC), and other public locations (F-PL). 

-* Previously hard liquor dispenser license (DA, DB, DC) 

Limited On-Premises Sales (L): 

This license allows the sale of malt beverages, wine and cider for consumption on the 
licensed premises, and the sale of kegs of malt beverages for off premises 
consumption. 

i. Previously RMB (Tavern) license 

Off Premises Sales (0): 

This license allows the sale of malt beverages, wine, and cider in factory sealed 
containers for consumption off the licensed premises and allows sample tastings of malt 
beverages, wine, and cider. 

,,~,, Previously called a package store license 

Wholesale Malt Beverage and Wine (WMBW): 

This license allows storage, import, export, and wholesale sale of wine (21% alcohol or 
less) to wholesale and retail licensees, allows wine tastings, and the sale of wine and 
male beverages for customers to drink at the business and "to go" in sealed containers. 

Brewery Public House (BP): 

This license allows the manufacture, storage, sale, and exportation of malt beverages. 
Retail sales may be for on or off premises consumption. Also allows sales of wine and 
cider containing no more than 21% alcohol.

General Statement of Duties 

Manages the City's organizational and administrative operations in accordance with policies and 
procedures set forth by the City Council; performs directly related work as required. 

Distinguishing Features of the Class 

The principal function of an employee in this class is to manage the City's organizational and 
administrative operations in accordance with established policies set forth by the City Council. The work 
is performed under the direction of the Mayor and the City Council, but extensive leeway is granted for 
the exercise of independent judgement and initiative. Supervision is exercised over all City management 
and related administrative support personnel. The nature ofthe work performed requires that an employee 
in this class establish and maintain effective working relationships with the Mayor and the City Council, 
other elected officials of other Cities, Department and Division Heads, elected and appointed officials in 
the area, regional, State, and Federal agencies, supervisory personnel, employees, and the general public. 
The principal duties of this class are performed in a general office environment, with field visits to 
development and construction sites for City facilities. This is an overtime exempt position.
