The property is
generally located south of NW Camp Ireland Street, west of NW 313" Avenue,
and north of NW Lenox Street and can be specifically identified as Tax Lot 1600
on Washington County Tax Assessor's Map 1N3-25AB. Ordinance No. 5782
was available.
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Brett Estes, Planning Department, gave a staff report on items 4A and 4B. Councilor Keizur
asked if the property was considered as a Measure 37 claim. Mr. Estes replied since the
property was not located within the city limits at the time it was filed, the claim was dismissed.
The question was asked if the property owner could file a subsequent claim once the property
was annexed into city limits. Staff and legal counsel confirmed that it was possible a claim
could be filed. City Attorney Tom Sponslor stated that some cities require a waiver of any
Measure 37 claim as a condition of approval for an annexation.

Councilor O’'Donnell expressed her concerns related to potential impacts to Camp Ireland, a
Boy Scout retreat location, and other housing developments surrounding the property.

Councilor Dennis suggested that staff add a condition of approval and re-open the hearing at a
later Council meeting to receive testimony. Motion was made by O’Donnell, seconded by
Dennis, that Ordinance No. 5782 do pass. Roll call on the motion was as follows: Dennis, no,
Keizur, no, Andrews, no, O’'Donnell, no, Carleson, no, Johnson, no. The motion failed.

Mr Estes, Planning Department, gave a staff report. Councilor Andrews asked for the rationale
behind the selection of the R-8.5 zone and not leaving it at R-10 when there may be a demand
for larger-size lots. Mr. Estes referred to Opinion No. 16-52 in the staff report. He described the
rationale the Planning and Zoning Hearings Board used to make a recommendation of R-8.5 to
the City Council. Mr. Estes noted the hearings officer stated there was both R-10 and R-7
zoning in the area. There has been use of the R-8.5 zoning in the northern portion of the City.
This could be seen as a buffer between the R-7 and R-10 zoning in the area.

Councilor O’Donnell expressed her concern about utilizing high-density zoning in areas that are
considered further out of town. She discussed the potential of decreased property values and
compromised livability. Councilor Andrews agreed and added that she understood there is a
market demand for larger lots and a decreased supply, but she is considering what is best for
the community long term.

Councilor Dennis said the proposed zoning seems reasonable, and the market will show us it
will fit well into the neighborhood. Councilor Keizur stated the proposed lot size is generous and
believes the R-8.5 is a nice compromise for the neighborhood. Councilors Carleson and
Johnson concurred.

I Acting as the Local Contract Review Board, consider awarding the Davis Road
Sanitary Sewer Improvements contract to the lowest responsive bidder, Emery &
Sons Construction for $ 2,829,121.00.

Charlie Shell, Engineering Department, gave a staff report. He stated five bids were submitted
and described two challenges of this project: 1) the excavation of a line that will be 20-25 ft.
deep; and 2) maintenance of the traffic flow. A letter will be sent to the property owners and
residents in the area informing them of the process and access and that alternate routes may
have to be taken. In addition, an open house will be held to discuss the process with the
neighborhoods.

RE: Request for Street Name Change —
File No. SN 2-07: SW Davis Road to SE Davis Road

BACKGROUND

In June 2007, Washington County transferred jurisdiction of a portion of SW Davis Road to the
City of Hillsboro. The identification of the right-of-way as SW Davis Road is inconsistent with the
City’s street naming system.

On August 22, 2007, the Planning Commission reviewed a request from City Staff to rename the
street segment, as shown on the attached map, as SE Davis Road. Renaming the street
segment will increase safety and make the City’s street grid more consistent.

REQUEST

ORS 227.120 sets forth the procedure and approval process for naming or renaming streets. The
procedure requires a recommendation from the Planning Commission to the City Council for the
renaming of any existing street, highway, or road, other than a County road. Upon receiving the
Commission’s recommendation, the Council is then required to schedule a public hearing to
consider the matter.

Pursuant to ORS 227.120, the Planning Staff requests that the Council receive the Planning
Commission’s recommendation, and schedule a public hearing for the October 2, 2007 meeting
to consider renaming the subject public street segment as SE Davis Road.

Full On-Premises Sales (F):

This type of license allows the sale and service of distilled spirits, malt beverages, and
wine for consumption on the licensed premises. The OLCC issues Full On-Premises
Sales (F) licenses to caterers (F-CAT), commercial establishments (F-COM), private
clubs (F-CLU), public passenger carriers
(F-PC), and other public locations (F-PL).

# Previously hard liquor dispenser license (DA, DB, DC)

Limited On-Premises Sales (L):
This license allows the sale of malt beverages, wine and cider for consumption on the

licensed premises, and the sale of kegs of malt beverages for off premises
consumption.

# Previously RMB (Tavern) license
Off Premises Sales (O):
This license allows the sale of malt beverages, wine, and cider in factory sealed
containers for consumption off the licensed premises and allows sample tastings of malt
beverages, wine, and cider.

# Previously called a package store license
Wholesale Malt Beverage and Wine (WMBW):
This license allows storage, import, export, and wholesale sale of wine (21% alcohol or
less) to wholesale and retail licensees, allows wine tastings, and the sale of wine and
male beverages for customers to drink at the business and “to go” in sealed containers.
Brewery Public House (BP):
This license allows the manufacture, storage, sale, and exportation of malt beverages.

Retail sales may be for on or off premises consumption. Also allows sales of wine and
cider containing no more than 21% alcohol.

DATE: September 4, 2007

The City Council requested at its meeting of August 7, 2007 that planning staff and legal counsel
return with a recommendation to implement a policy of requiring waivers of potential Measure
37 claims in conjunction with petitions for annexation to the City.

Summary and Recommendation

We believe that a policy requiring M37 waivers relative to regulations that exist as of an
annexation’s effective date 1s legally sound. There are policy choices that should be considered
in specific instances. Direction from the Council in these areas is requested.

Discussion

There are several policy reasons for requiring a waiver. A property owner who is choosing to
annex to the City should be bound by all of the City’s regulations and should not be able to tum
around and challenge the applicability of some of those regulations once part of the City. Once
annexed, a property is entitled to receive urban services and develop at urban densities and thus
will increase in value. Finally, requining a waiver of claims that may exist on the date of
anmexation levels the playing field for persons who choose to buy property in the City. Both are
new residents of Hillsboro, yet the purchaser of property would only have potential M37 claims
relative to additional land use regulations adopted after the date its purchase closed. The

annexing property owner could arguably challenge every land use regulation in existence on the
date of annexation.

It is also our understanding that other cities require similar waivers, including Lake Oswego,
Milwaukie, Portland, Sherwood, Sandy and Newberg.

From a legal perspective, a Council decision concerning a petition for annexation is a
discretionary decision. Annexation decisions have been deemed to be land use decisions i in
numerous decisions of the Oregon Land Use Board of Appeals and Oregon Court of Appeals.’
As such, the decision on whether to approve an annexation is governed by any applicable
comprehensive plan and zoning ordinance provisions.

The zoning ordinance does not contain any applicable criteria; instead, annexations are governed
by state law and the Metro Code. The City Comprehensive Plan also has policies and
implementation measures that apply to annexation decisions, at Sections 2 and 12, and as
referenced in the recent staff report on AN06-07; Toman. None of the applicable criteria or
Comprehensive Plan policies limit the ability to require a Measure 37 waiver in conjunction with
an annexation petition.

If the Council determines it wishes to institute a policy requiring waiver of Measure 37 claims as
a precondition to filing a petition for annexation, the policy should be adopted by Resolution and

accompanying waiver form that can be used to administer the policy.

Policy Issues for Consideration

As staff and our office have begun work on a potential Measure 37 waiver requirement in the
annexation context, several policy issues have arisen. Some properties are uniquely situated and
might be suitable for an exception to the otherwise generally applicable policy.

We will be briefing you on these issues and can bring back the desired implementation measure
following our discussion.

Workshop session: regarding a proposed policy about criteria for annexation;
waiver of Measure 37 rights.

My name is Brad Toman. Property that I own with my wife, Cindy, is in the UGB
(Urban Growth Boundary) of the City of Hillsboro. It is not in the City limits.

First, I want it to be understood that there is not a current Measure 37 claim with
the City on the Toman property on Camp Ireland St. A claim was filed in
December, 2006. Due to lack of jurisdiction, the claim was denied via a letter in
July 2007. Our annexation is pending.

This workshop is addressing a City policy to prevent claims from occurring on
properties involved in an annexation process. This proposed policy would require
a landowner to waive their statutory rights under Measure 37 before being allowed
to successfully annex and develop the land. (Measure 37 language is in ORS
Chapter 197.) This policy says, "If you don't sign this waiver, you will not be
annexed." The City will be circumventing rights of citizens. This right was put in
place by a State-wide initiative. This is beyond setting a poor tone in accepting
new properties and new citizens into this City. The objective of this policy is to
make a statutory right null and void.

My conclusion is to say 'No' to this policy.
