SUBJECT: Local Government Grant Project Agreement: 
Phase I Development at 53rd Ave Community Park 

At their September 11, 2007 meeting, the Hillsboro Park Commission recommended 
that City Council authorize the Project Agreement with Oregon Recreation and Parks 
Department for the $500,000 in Local Government Grant Funds (lottery funds) to be 
used for the Phase 1 Development at 53rct Ave Community Park. In our application to 
the State for this grant, the City pledged a total of $4 million in project match including 
local funds, possible grants from other sources, and a $10,000 pledge from the 
Hillsboro Soccer Club. The Project Agreement is the contract between the City and the 
State that we will implement the project as described in our grant proposal. 

In prior action, the Park Commission authorized the grant application last March, as did 
the City Council with a resolution for the application last April. 

The $500,000 grant will be used for development of the southeast portion of 53rct Ave, 
including the following components: 

• Two lighted artificial turf multiuse fields 
• Two lighted basketball courts 
• Two lighted tennis courts 
• Central plaza and fountain area 
• Restroom I concession building 
• Landscaping and parking 

Our master plan for the park is being adjusted somewhat as a result of the recent 
acquisition on the NE side of the park, and the location of park elements may change 
from that originally proposed in the grant application. The State is aware of this 
pending modification of the layout; their project agreement requires us to provide at 
least these key components. Under the terms of the Agreement, the City will have until 
August 2009 to complete this phase of development. 

Staff request: City Council authorization to execute the Project Agreement with Oregon

SUBJECT: Agreements with Hillsboro Downtown Business Association 

The City seeks Finance Committee endorsement of two funding agreements with the Hillsboro 
Downtown Business Association (HDBA), as described below: 

• The first action would entail a slight increase to the agreement between the City and 
HDBA related to maintenance of the Downtown "Local Improvement District" (LID). 
The Finance Committee endorsed this agreement, in the amount of$25,000, on July 10, 
2007, and City Council subsequently authorized the agreement on July 17, 2007. The 
HDBA has recently submitted a proposed budget for the maintenance work (Attachment 
A) called for in the agreement, in the amount of$27,195. 

• The second action concerns a separate agreement in the amount of$15,000, to fund a 
"Downtown Manager" position, with specific tasks as described in Attachment B. This 
agreement would also allow for the HDBA to undertake one or more "special projects" 
which promotes the downtown retail district, to be determined by the HDBA Board at a 
later date in consultation with City staff. 

The first Agreement, which again has already been approved by City Council in an amount not to 
exceed $25,000, calls for HDBA to perform a variety of maintenance tasks in the sidewalk area 
along Main Street and side streets. HDBA's obligations would include pruning and replacement 
of trees and shrubs as necessary, leaf removal, graffiti removal, and maintenance of flower 
baskets and of seasonal banners and holiday decorations. 

The second Agreement would provide funding in an amount not to exceed $15,000 for downtown 
promotion efforts. The HDBA has been ramping up its efforts in recent months, and seeks City 
assistance for these efforts. This second Agreement was brought before the Finance Committee 
"in concept" on July 10, 2007. At that time the Finance Committee sought more specifics about 
the proposal. The HDBA has responded, by proposing the dedication of $10,000 towards a 
Downtown Manager (see Attachment B for the job description). The HDBA has also discussed 
several possible projects to undertake with the remaining $5,000, but at this point has not selected 
a specific project. Again, the HDBA Board will consult with the City before selecting a project 
or projects. 

There are sufficient funds set aside in Fund 40 (Special Assessment Fund) for the promotional 
Agreement, and in Fund 54 (Property Management Fund) for the maintenance Agreement. 

Staff requests that the Finance Committee recommend Council authorization to allow the City to 
enter into Agreements with the HDBA, as set forth in this memorandum.

Position Description 
The Downtown Manager is responsible for assisting downtown revitalization efforts in Historic Downtown 
Hillsboro using the National Main Street Four Point Approach: Organization, Design, Promotions and Economic 
Restructuring, as its fundamental organizational framework. The Downtown Manager is responsible for 
coordinating aspects of the commercial revitalization strategy, with considerable independent judgment and 
initiative while under the direction of the Board of Directors. 

The position reports to the HDBA Board of Directors. 

Duties to be Performed 
• Central coordination of the Main Street program's activities providing the hands-on involvement critical 

to a successful program. 
• Provide a communication link between committees, businesses and other community/professional 

organizations. 
• Coordinate special projects, from supervising promotional activities to implementation of art related 

events. 
• Advocate for the downtown, familiarizing public officials, retailers, community groups, the general 

public and others with the nature and orientation of the downtown promotion effort. 
• Work cooperatively with the local community and city staff to support and implement related tasks as 

identified in the Hillsboro 2020 plan* 
• Implement local objectives through the development of revitalization tools, such as rehabilitation 

programs, existing state and federal funding sources and grant opportunities. 
• Developing, monitoring, and assessing strategies to increase retailing in the downtown, attracting new 

users into existing facilities and expanding market opportunities. 
• Recruiting, directing and rewarding volunteers in conjunction with committees. 
• Regular reports to HDBA Board of Directors. 
• Attendance at regional and State required trainings and meetings.

RE: Proposed Amendment to Municipal Code Section 15.20.065 (A) (7) regarding theater 
marquees in the Station Community Commercial Sign District - Planning Department 
Casefile NO. CP MISC 2-04 (MOD 1) 

REQUEST 

Planning staff requests that the City Council consider an amendment to Hillsboro Municipal 
Code Chapter 15.20 Signs, Section 15.20.065 (A) (7) regarding theater marquees in the Station 
Community Commercial Sign District. 

Section 15.20.065 (A) (7) allows theaters in the Station Community Commercial Sign District to 
have a double-faced bulletin board marquee, constructed so that the two faces connect at one 
end with an angle of 45 degrees or more. The proposed amendment would eliminate the 
requirement for the connection of the faces at an angle, allowing construction of a standard 
double-faced marquee for theaters in this Sign District. The purpose of the amendment is to 
allow the replacement of an existing angled theater marquee, located in the Station Community 
Commercial Sign District, with a modern double-faced marquee. 

A request for the amendment was initially presented by Denzil Scheller at the August 21, 2007 
City Council meeting. Following discussion, the Council formally initiated the amendment and 
set a public hearin~ on the matter for September 18, 2007. A copy of Mr. Scheller's request, 
and the August 15 h staff report from Economic Development Manager John Southgate, are 
attached for the Councilors' review. 

BACKGROUND 

After an extended effort, the City adopted Municipal Code Chapter 15.20 Signs in September 
2006. The provisions of this section were written primarily by then-City Attorney Tim Sercombe, 
and revised by Planning Department staff. The Sign Code divides the City into four main "sign 
districts" based on zoning: Residential; Commercial/Industrial; Station Community Commercial; 
and Industrial Park I Research Park. Three additional districts along the Sunset Highway and 
Tualatin Valley Highway address specific sign types such as billboards. Each sign district has 
specific size regulations for various types of signs, including wall signs, monument signs, and 
bulletin boards for schools, churches and public and semi-public facilities. Where theaters are 
permitted uses in the underlying zones (such as the Commercial I Industrial and Station 
Community Commercial districts) the Sign Code included separate provisions for theater

marquees. The language of the theater marquee sections is described in the following section 
of this staff report. 

Earlier this year, Mr. Scheller purchased the Town Theater and adjoining Music Village Building 
from the City with the intention of rehabilitating these buildings as theater and restaurant space. 
This project is a major component of the City's downtown redevelopment effort. As shown on 
the attached building elevations, submitted for Development Review, the rehabilitation will 
include fa9ade renovations on both buildings, and replacement of the existing theater sign and 
marquee with a retro-look neon projecting sign and a modern double-faced marquee. 
However, the proposed marquee sign does not meet the standards of Section 15.20.065 A.?. 

PROCEDURE FOR SIGN CODE AMENDMENTS 

Municipal Code Section 15.20.185 sets forth the procedures for amending the Sign Code as 
follows: 

15.20.185 Amendments 

A. Amendments to HMC Chapter 15.20 Signs may be initiated only by the City 
Council, which may consider such amendments on its own initiative or upon 
request. Proposed amendments shall be consistent with the purpose of this 
Chapter as specified in Section 15.20.01 0. The City Council may elect not to 
initiate a requested amendment if the Council finds such amendment to be 
inconsistent with the purpose or any other provision of this Chapter. 

B. Before taking action on a proposed amendment to this section, the City 
Council shall hold a public hearing thereon. Notice of the time, place, and 
purpose of the hearing shall be published in a general circulation newspaper not 
more than 14 days, not less than 5 days, prior to the date of the hearing and by 
mailing written notice to interested parties of record. 

Notice of the September 181h public hearing was published in the September 11th is~ue of the 
Hillsboro Argus. Notice was mailed to interested parties a week before the hearing. 

EXISTING LANGUAGE AND PROPOSED AMENDMENT 

Municipal Code Section 15.20.065 (A) (7) (b), regarding theater marquees in the Station 
Community Commercial Sign District, currently reads as follows (italics added for emphasis): 

b. Theater marquees. One single faced bulletin board, or one double faced 
bulletin board constructed so that the two faces connect at one end with an 
angle of 45-degrees or more, may be incorporated into a theater marquee. Sign 
area for the bulletin board shall not exceed 12 percent of the building elevation 
on the primary frontage, with a maximum sign face area of 120 square feet. The 
total combined area of theatre marquee bulletin boards, awning signs and wall 
signs shall not exceed the percentage of building elevation area permitted for 
the building elevation. 



Council Staff Report - CP MISC 2-04 (MOD 1 ): Theater Marquees in SCC Sign District 3 

Planning staff believes that the italicized language in this section was written to accommodate 
the former Town Theater sign, and continue its compliance with the new Sign Code. However, 
the former sign and marquee have now been removed due to their poor structural condition, 
and in anticipation of the fayade renovation. 

In response to Mr. Scheller's request, Planning staff proposes the following amendment to 
Section 15.20.065 (A) (7) (b), with language to be deleted shown in O'Jerstrike typeface: 

b. Theater marquees. One single faced bulletin board, or one double faced 
bulletin board constructed so that the two faces connect at one end with an 
angle of 4 5 degrees or more, may be incorporated into a theater marquee. Sign 
area for the bulletin board shall not exceed 12 percent of the building elevation 
on the primary frontage, with a maximum sign face area of 120 square feet. The 
total combined area of theatre marquee bulletin boards, awning signs and wall 
signs shall not exceed the percentage of building elevation area permitted for 
the building elevation. 

Planning staff notes that the deletion of the phrase regarding the angled connection would not 
preclude future construction of an angled marquee at a developer's discretion. 

As noted in the August 15th staff report, the option of a variance or adjustment from the current 
Sign Code is not available in this case. Section 14.20.135 allows adjustments to the numeric 
standards of the Sign Code only to allow relocation of a sign on the subject property, reducing 
the height of a sign, or enlarging the area of a sign. 

RECOMMENDATION 

Planning staff supports the proposed amendment to the Sign Code, which will allow 
construction of modern theater marquees in the downtown. A draft ordinance adopting the 
proposed amendment is attached for the Councilors' review.

Summary 

Denzil Scheller has requested that the City initiate an amendment to a section of the 
new Sign Code, to accommodate a new sign which will replace the old "Town Theater" 
sign. A copy of Mr. Scheller's request is attached. 

Background 

Denzil Scheller has purchased the Town Theater and adjoining Music Village Building 
from the City with the intention of rehabilitating these buildings as a theater and 
restaurant space. As part of the project, he hopes to install a new sign replicating the 
old Venetian sign. (The Venetian is the name of the theater that preceded the Town 
Theater- a mid-1950s fire destroyed much of the old Venetian including the old sign; 
when the theater was rebuilt it was re-named the Town). 

Beneath the replicated Venetian sign, Mr. Scheller proposes a marquee sign. It will be 
a simple, two-faced sign. However, Section 15.20. 065 A. 7. b of the City's recently­
adopted sign code only allows theater marquee signs whose faces are angled at 45 
degrees or greater. This code was actually written to accommodate the current Town 
Theater sign. Mr. Scheller seeks to replace this sign in part because of its poor 
condition. 

Staff has advised Mr. Scheller that if he seeks to construct the new sign as proposed, 
he needs to request that the City initiate an amendment to the code in question. He 
cannot merely request a variance from this code. 

Recommendation 

Staff recommends that City Council schedule a public hearing for September 18, 2007, 
to consider an ordinance amending Section 15.20.065 A. 7 .b of the Sign Code.

Based on discussions with Planning Department staff, I am requesting that you initiate a hearing 
to consider amending Section 15.20.065 A.7.b of the Development Code. It is my understanding 
that this section of the code requires that theater marquee faces intersect at an angle of 45 
degrees or greater. I believe that this provision was based on the intention of allowing the 
existing, angled Town Theater marquee to comply with the new sign code. 

The existing Town Theater sign is not currently functional, and is beyond repair. thad hoped to 
replace it with a marquee perpendicular to the building, with signage above that replicates the 
vintage sign for the Venetian Theater which occupied the site before the major fire in the mid-
1950s. I hope you will agree that the new sign is more appropriate, more faithful to the historic 
Main Street character, and is a more elegant sign for the theater. Because the theater marquee is 
a simple projecting sign (without angles, but just a two-faced sign), I am hoping that you will 
initiate the necessary code change to accommodate my proposed sign.

At a public hearing held on September 18, 2007, the Hillsboro City Council approved an 
amendment to Hillsboro Municipal Code Chapter 15.20 Signs, Section 15.20.065 (A) (7); 
regarding theater marquees in the Station Community Commercial Sign District. 

Section 15.20.065 (A) (7) allowed theaters in the Station Community Commercial Sign District 
to have a double-faced bulletin board marquee, constructed so that the two faces connect at 
one end with an angle of 45 degrees or more. The amendment eliminated the requirement for 
the connection of the faces at an angle, allowing construction of a standard double-faced 
marquee for theaters in this Sign District. The purpose of the amendment was to allow the 
replacement of a former angled theater marquee, located in the Station Community 
Commercial Sign District, with a modern double-faced marquee.

Memorandum of Agreement to Investigate Tualatin Project Title 
Transfer 

Requested City Council/ Committee/Commission Action: 
Approval of a resolution delegating to Clean Water Services authority to conclude negotiations 
with the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation on a Memorandum of Agreement to investigate transfer of 
title to the Tualatin Project (Scoggins Dam) and to sign the Memorandum of Agreement on 
behalf of the City of Hillsboro. 

Background: 
Earlier this year the Uti1ities Commission directed Water Department staff to participate with 
other interested water supply agencies to investigate the feasibi1ity of transferring title to 
Scoggins Dam and the associated Tualatin Project facilities from the Bureau of Reclamation to a 
local entity. That group began its work in July. The group includes nine agencies besides 
Hillsboro: Clean Water Services, Tualatin VaHey Irrigation District, Washington County Parks, 
Lake Oswego Corporation (owner and operator of Oswego Lake), Forest Grove, Beaverton, 
Tigard and Tualatin Valley Water District. 

The Bureau cannot officially begin its in-depth work on the investigation until it enters into a 
Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) with the interested parties to determine how costs and 
responsibilities wi11 be shared among the parties during the investigation process. This MOA 
wi11 address items such as cost allocations for facilities condition assessments, inspections, 
environmental assessments and surveys; responsibility for developing the form of governance 
entity; responsibility for preparing NEP A compliance documentation; and agreement on terms 
that will be covered in the title transfer agreement (such as a1location of liability). The 
investigation process will develop the title transfer agreement, which will set the specific terms 
ofthe transfer, such as which facilities will be transferred and what the purchase cost will be. 

The investigation needs to be completed on a fast track basis in order to meet the accelerated 
schedule that has been identified for this project. Congressional staff has advised the project 
partners that the agreement must be delivered to Congress by next Spring or risk that approval 
would be delayed for up to two years. This is we11 past the date when the partners must make a 
decision on construction and financing the proposed raise of Scoggins Dam. The construction 
cost and schedule for the dam raise are projected to be significantly higher if title remains in the 



Bureau of Reclamation; it is critical, therefore, for the partners to know if the title transfer will 
occur before making their final decisions on participation in the dam raise project. 

The local partners expect that negotiations with the Bureau on the investigation MOA can be 
concluded by early October. Rather than then waiting for the governing bodies of each of the 
nine participants to review and act on the MOA, the participant group recommends that the 
governing bodies instead delegate to Clean Water Services the authority to conclude negotiations 
on the agreement and to sign on their behalf. This would avoid lengthy review periods and 
meeting schedules that could delay approval of the MOA until sometime in November, or later. 
That delay in the starting date for the Bureau's work would likely prevent the group from 
meeting its schedule of completing the title transfer agreement by next Spring. 

Clean Water Services staff has been managing the water supply project for several years and has 
been working very closely both with the Bureau and with the participants. The general terms of 
the proposed MOA have been discussed and the work group participants agree that CWS staff 
has a good understanding of the terms that would be acceptable to the other participants. 

The MOA will not commit the participants to proceed with the title transfer, and wi11 not fix any 
of the terms of the title transfer agreement; it only authorizes investigation of the proposed 
transfer to proceed. Only the title transfer agreement itself would commit the city and its partners 
to be a party to the actual transfer of title; that title transfer agreement would have to be presented 
to the City Council for its review and approval. 

The Utilities Commission considered this matter at its regular meeting on September 11, 2007, 
and voted unanimously to recommend approval by the Council. 

Cost: 
Hillsboro's share of the cost of the title transfer investigation is estimated at $160,000. That 
amount is included in project funding in the Utilities Commission adopted budget for the current 
year. 

Recommendation: 
The Utilities Commission recommends that the Council approval of the proposed resolution.

A RESOLUTION REGARDING A MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT FOR

WHEREAS, the City of Hillsboro is a contract holder for supply of water by 
the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation from the Tualatin Project, which includes Hagg Lake 
and Scoggins Dam; 

WHEREAS, the Bureau of Reclamation holds title to the Tualatin Project, 
including all of the associated facilities and land; 

WHEREAS, the City of Hillsboro is interested in investigating the benefits and 
feasibility of transferring title from the Bureau to local control; 

WHEREAS, Clean Water Services is the Project Manager for the 
Tualatin Basin Water Supply Project, which is coordinating local efforts on the 
proposed title transfer investigation, and of which the City, through the Hillsboro 
Utilities Commission, is a member; 

WHEREAS, failure to deliver a completed Title Transfer Agreement to 
Congress by Spring 2008 risks delaying Congressional approval by up to two years, 
which would preclude the recognition of anticipated benefits from title transfer in the 
construction of a proposed raise of Scoggins Dam; 

WHEREAS, the City of Hillsboro and other local partners must enter into a 
Memorandum of Agreement prior to commencement of the investigation, and 
commencement of the investigation must be expedited to enable timely completion 
and delivery to the U.S. Congress of a Title Transfer Agreement by Spring 2008; 

WHEREAS, negotiations with the Bureau on the Memorandum of Agreement 
have not yet concluded, and waiting to procure signatures on the Memorandum until 
after those negotiations are completed would unnecessarily delay commencement of 
the title transfer investigation; 

WHEREAS, the Hillsboro Utilities Commission has recommended that such 
delay be avoided by delegating authority to execute the Memorandum of Agreement 
to Clean Water Services; 

WHEREAS, entering into the Memorandum of Agreement for investigation of 
title transfer does not commit the City of Hillsboro to approve a Title Transfer 
Agreement. 

NOW THEREFORE, the Hillsboro City Council does hereby delegate to 
Clean Water Services, a county service district formed by authority of ORS 451, 
authority to execute on behalf of the City of Hillsboro a Memorandum of Agreement with

Full On-Premises Sales {F): 

This type of license allows the sale and service of distilled spirits, malt beverages, and 
wine for consumption on the licensed premises. The OLCC issues Full On-Premises 
Sales (F) licenses to caterers (F-CAT), commercial establishments (F-COM), private 
clubs (F-CLU), public passenger carriers 
(F-PC), and other public locations (F-PL). 

4., Previously hard liquor dispenser license (DA. DB, DC) 

Limited On-Premises Sales {L): 

This license allows the sale of malt beverages, wine and cider for consumption on the 
licensed premises, and the sale of kegs of malt beverages for off premises 
consumption. 

~ Previously RMB (Tavern) license 

Off Premises Sales (0): 

This license allows the sale of malt beverages, wine, and cider in factory sealed 
containers for consumption off the licensed premises and allows sample tastings of malt 
beverages, wine, and cider. 

>Ill. Previously called a package store license 

Wholesale Malt Beverage and Wine (WMBW): 

This license allows storage, import, export, and wholesale sale of wine (21% alcohol or 
less) to wholesale and retail licensees, allows wine tastings, and the sale of wine and 
male beverages for customers to drink at the business and "to go" in sealed containers. 

Brewery Public House (BP): 

This license allows the manufacture, storage, sale, and exportation of malt beverages. 
Retail sales may be for on or off premises consumption. Also allows sales of wine and 
cider containing no more than 21% alcohol.

A RESOLUTION REGARDING VOLUNTARY WAIVER OF CLAIMS 
UNDER ORS 197.352 AGAINST THE CITY OF HILLSBORO UPON 
ANNEXATION TO THE CITY 

WHEREAS, The City of Hillsboro follows an established practice of voluntary annexation 

whereby most properties are annexed to the City upon petition the by property owner; 

WHEREAS, Threats to public health and safety issues may require involuntary mmexation 

under State law (ORS 222.840 et seq.); 

WHEREAS, Ballot Measure 37 (codified at ORS 197.352) allows a property owner to seek 

compensation for land use regulations that restrict the use of the property and reduce its fair 

market value; 

WHEREAS, The City Council believes that applying City land use regulations to a property 

following annexation does not give rise to a valid claim under ORS 197.352 and, in any event, 

that the validity of such a claim must be demonstrated through the applicable City claim 

procedures or court proceeding; 

WHEREAS, A property owner who voluntarily seeks and accepts the benefits of city services 

and regulations can be reasonably expected to accept the burden of those regulations; 

WHEREAS, Because the City Council believes that all properties that voluntarily annex to the 

City should be subject to the same process, the City will apply the smne policies and practices to 

every property that voluntarily seeks annexation to the City; 

WHEREAS, The City Council believes that a property owner who voluntarily seeks armexation 

should be bound by, and therefore should waive any claims under ORS 197.352 arising out of all 

City land use regulations which take effect when the annexation is approved; and 



WHEREAS, Because owners who are annexed under ORS 222.840 et seq. or are otherwise 

forced to annex have not voluntarily sought City services or regulations, these property owners 

should not be required to waive their rights under ORS 197.352 upon annexation. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF HILLSBORO: 

Section 1. The Hillsboro City Council hereby adopts the following policy concemmg 

approval of annexations: An owner-initiated annexation may only be approved if all persons or 

entities with an ownership interest in the property execute a written waiver of any potential 

Measure 37 claim based upon City regulations that were adopted on or before the annexation's 

effective date. The following requirements apply to the waiver: 

(a) The waiver must be executed and delivered to the City with the petition for 

annexation. 

(b) The waiver must be in a form acceptable to the City Attorney and substantially 

conform to the example on file with the City Recorder and attached to this Resolution as Exhibit 

A.

WHEREAS, Ballot Measure 37 (codified at ORS 197.352) allows a property owner to 

seek compensation for City land use regulations that restrict the use of the property and 

reduced its fair market value; 

WHEREAS, the City does not wish to approve the Owner's requested annexation if the 

result would or could give rise to a claim under ORS 197.352 by the Owner or the 

Owner's successors or assigns for City regulations that were adopted on or prior to the 

effective date of the annexation but enforced against the property by virtue of the 

annexation; 

WHEREAS, Owner seeks to induce the City to approve the annexation and, therefore, 

agrees to waive the right to assert a claim for compensation under ORS 197.352 resulting 

from the application or enforcement of City regulations that were adopted on or prior to 

the effective date of the annexation; 

WHEREAS, the Owner understands, acknowledges and agrees that the City's request for 

Owner execution of this Covenant of Waiver and Release of Rights and Remedies 

concurrent with annexation of the Owner's property to the City does not constitute 

expressed or implied acknowledgement by the City that the Owner will have a claim for 

compensation under ORS 197.352 against the City following annexation of the Owner's 

property to the City and application of City land use regulations to the property;

NOW, THEREFORE, the undersigned Owner warrants that the Owner executing this 

Covenant holds the full and complete present ownership or any interest therein in the 

property, acknowledges that the Property's value will increase as a result of the 

annexation and hereby agrees and covenants as follows: 

1. As an inducement to proceed with annexation affecting the above described real 

property, which may subject the property to applicable City plans, codes, policies, rules, 

standards, overlay zones, districts, development regulations and other regulations

assigns, agrees and covenants to the City of Hillsboro, its officers, agents, employees and 

assigns that the undersigned hereby remises, waives, releases and forever discharges, and 

is estopped from asserting any rights and remedies, actions, causes of action, suits, 

claims, liabilities, demands, and rights to waivers arising under or granted by any 

statutory or constitutional regulatory compensation or waiver provisions, including but 

not limited to Ballot Measure 37 (2004) or other legislation creating a right to claim for 

compensation or waiver, modification, removal or non-application of City regulations 

that were adopted on or prior to the effective date of the annexation and which, by the 

approval of the annexation, are or will become applicable to the property. 

2. This document is to be construed liberally should its terms ever be disputed. 

3. This document binds the undersigned's heirs, devisees, executors and administrators, 

successors in interests, and assigns. This covenant, waiver, release and discharge will be 

recorded in the deed records of Washington County. 

4. If this document is executed with a consent to future annexation proceedings to be 

initiated by tbe City, Owner acknowledges that the annexations may be initiated by the 

City of Hillsboro at any time in the discretion of the City of Hillsboro and that this waiver 

and release is applicable to any regulations adopted on or prior to the effective date of the 

annexation.

waiver of Measure 37 rights. 

My name is Brad Toman. Property that I own with my wife, Cindy, is in the UGB 
(Urban Growth Boundary) of the City ofHillsboro. It is not in the City limits. 

First, I want it to be understood that there is not a current Measure 37 claim with 
the City on the Toman property on Camp Ireland St. A claim was filed in 
December, 2006. Due to lack of jurisdiction, the claim was denied via a letter in 
July 2007. Our annexation is pending. 

This workshop is addressing a City policy to prevent claims from occurring on 
properties involved in an annexation process. This proposed policy would require 
a landowner to waive their statutory rights under Measure 37 before being allowed 
to successfully annex and develop the land. (Measure 37 language is in ORS 
Chapter 197.) This policy says, "If you don't sign this waiver, you will not be 
annexed." The City will be circumventing rights of citizens. This right was put in 
place by a State-wide initiative. This is beyond setting a poor tone in accepting 
new properties and new citizens into this City. The objective of this policy is to 
make a statutory right null and void. 

My conclusion is to say 'No' to this policy.
