Review of proposed land use application fee increases to support additional 
Planning staff 

In July the City Council approved text amendments to the Comprehensive Plan, Zoning 
Ordinance and Subdivision Ordinance regarding density, design, and open space (DDOS). 
These amendments originated in policy directions from the Council and the Planning 
Commission to improve the design quality of both single family and townhouse/multi-family 
developments by requiring greater architectural variety and usable open space. During 
Planning Commission and Council review of the amendments, both bodies expressed support 
for creation of an additional position in the Planning Department for a staff person with more 
specialized architectural and/or urban design experience, for the higher level of review needed 
to implement the amendments. The Council also directed that the proposed position would be 
funded to the greatest practicable extent by increased revenues. The proposed new position 
will be classified as an Urban Planner Ill (Architect). Given that salary range, plus benefits, the 
cost of the new position for FY 2007-2008 will be between $87,320 and $91,693. 

The attached tables provide details on three categories of proposed revenue increases: 
inflation adjustment increases in existing fees: broader application of existing fees (to 
Development Review on two-unit structures and accessory dwellings); and new fees for 
property line adjustments and "architectural review." 

In addition to these fees, Planning staff proposes a new "Planning and Zoning Review Fee" on 
residential building permits. Authorization for this fee would be made in the Zoning Ordinance, 
and staff anticipates a Zoning Ordinance amendment to be initiated by the Planning 
Commission at their next meeting on October 1 01

Planning staff also proposes that the Finance Committee and the City Council consider 
adopting a fee for processing Ballot Measure 37 claims. Additional information on that 
proposed fee will be provided at the October 91

h meeting.

SUBJECT: Resolution Readopting the Investment Policy 

The Finance Department is requesting Finance Committee forward a recommendation to City Council to 
consider a resolution to readopt the investment policy. 

Background: 
ORS 294.135(a) requires local governments investing in securities with maturitites longer than 18 months to 
annually adopt their investment policies. The City Council passed Resolution No. 2187 in October 2007 
adopting the City's current investment policy as is. 

A copy of the policy, and resolution readopting the policy are attached for your review. 

The policy has been reviewed by staff and no changes are being proposed. As required by state statute, the 
policy was reviewed by the Oregon Short Term Fund Board and the State of Oregon Treasury staff when 
first adopted in 1999. 

Highlights of the Policy: 
The Policy includes the following: 
•!• Designates the Finance Director as the Investment Officer 
•!• States the Investment Policy will be formally adopted by the city Council and readopted annually, even if there are 

not changes 
•!• Authorizes investments exceeding 18 months and up to 3 years in maturity for specific cash flow needs or to match 

a particular project 
•!• Requires portfolio diversification 
•!• Requires periodic reporting 
•!• Includes a list of Authorized Investments as approved by the State Treasurer pursuant to ORS 294.046 

Requested Action by Finance Committee: 
Please consider forwarding a recommendation to City Council to consider a resolution to readopt the 
attached investment policy for the City of Hi1lsboro, authorizing investments exceeding 18 months and up to 
3 years in maturity and repeals Resolution No. 2187 (state statutes require annual readoption even if no 
changes have been made to the policy, there are no proposed changes).

Tragic Death Inspires Awareness Campaign 

September 6, 2007 -This past June, Tim O'Donnell, 66, was struck and killed while 
riding his bicycle with a group of friends. This tragedy brought increased attention to the 
safety of cyclists using Washington County roads . Tim' s wife, Mary, established a 
memorial fund to address this problem. The Bicycle Transportation Alliance (BT A), 
working with the Washington County Bicycle Transportation Coalition (WashCo BTC), 
is spearheading an effort to increase awareness of these serious safety issues. 

The Bicycle Transportation Alliance in partnership with the Washington County Bicycle 
Transportation Coalition, has formed an ad hoc committee to develop a program to raise 
motorists' awareness about the increased use of Washington County roadways by 
bicyclists of every age, description, riding style and purpose. 

Through the grassroots efforts of the WashCo BTC, volunteers at venues around the 
county will promote the message to motorists that the cyclist they are passing is a 
relative, friend , coworker or neighbor. The goal is to appeal to motorists' compassion, 
humanizing the concept of the "Share the Road" signage posted at many locations around 
Washington County.

The campaign will be launched in September to coincide with BTA's increasingly 
popular annual "Bike Commute Challenge," and the time of year when many beginning 
and seasoned cyclists take advantage of the good weather. 

The campaign will include life-sized cutouts of people with their bikes that will remind 
motorists that bicyclists are their relatives, fri ends, coworkers and neighbors "and we 
bike". The cutouts will be placed around in front of businesses and community gathering 
spots around the county. The message is, "Be careful; the cyclist could be someone you 
know." Printed material will include a list of ways motorists can more safely interact 
with bicyclists. Presentations will be made to community groups throughout the month. 

"From city councils to community events and all venues in between, volunteers plan to 
attend many public gatherings throughout the month to promote the message that bikes 
belong on Washington County's roads, too," said Hal Ballard, Director of the WashCo 
BTC. 

The cycling community and safety advocates are concerned about the number of cyclists 
who have died on Washington County roads since the spring of 2005. Lack of 
understanding of the law is an issue, as well as there being minimal legal consequences 
for killing or injuring a cyclist or pedestrian: 

Washington County averages 20 new, out-of-state motor vehicle registrations daily. 
"None of those new registrants, nor long-time Oregon drivers receive adequate education 
about Oregon bicycle laws beyond a slight mention in the Oregon Driver Manual. The 
woman who struck and killed cyclist Tim O'Donnell in June of this year was from out of 
state. She had no insurance, the registration had lapsed, and her driver's license had been 
suspended in her previous home state." Ballard said. The driver was cited for careless 
driving, passing in a no-passing zone and driving with a suspended license. She may 
receive a maximum fine of $1,115. 

"As part of a larger campaign, greater consequences would make drivers take greater care 
around vulnerable road users." Ballard continued. 

The campaign is also meant to draw attention to that vulnerability. During the closing 
days of the Oregon Legislature, following Tim' s death, HB 3314, the "Vulnerable Users 
of Public Right of Way" bill was passed and signed into law by Governor Kulongoski. 
The law becomes effective on January 1, 2008. 

The ongoing efforts of the WashCo BTC is designed to keep this matter before the folks 
who already drive and bike here, and those many thousands expected to move here in the 
near future.

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"Through it all, we expect bicyclists to obey traffic laws, be predictable and visible and 
courteous to other road users. We also expect motorists to be aware of the vulnerability 
of bicyclists, and that it takes relatively little time to get around any cycling group if we' ll 
just be patient." Says Ballard

BACKGROUND 
The petitioners, Bradley and Cynthia Toman, request City Council approval for annexation 
of approximately 1.17 acres into the City Limits of Hillsboro. The purpose of the annexation 
is to allow the site to develop under the City's land use regulations. The petitioners are the 
property owners. 

The property under consideration for annexation is located generally south of NW Camp 
Ireland Street, west of NW 313th Avenue, and north of NW Lenox Street. The property can 
be specifically identified as Tax Lot 1600 on Washington County Tax Assessor's Map 1N3-
25AB and is addressed as 31400 NW Camp Ireland Street. 

The City Council opened the public hearing on this proposal on August 7, 2007. During 
consideration, an issue was raised regarding a Measure 37 claim filed on the property. The 
public hearing on this annexation was continued indefinitely, pending further discussion on a 
Measure 37 waiver policy on all annexation applications. On September 18, 2007 the City 
Councilors tabled further discussion of the waiver pending the results of the proposed 
Measure 49 and directed staff to renotify for a reopened hearing on October 16th_

Hillsboro;

Road Maintenance; and Washington County Service District #1 for Street Lights. 

Section 3. The findings attached as Exhibit B are adopted. The City Recorder 
shall immediately file a certified copy of this Ordinance with Metro and other agencies 
required by Metro Code Chapter 3.09.050(f) and ORS 222.005. The annexation and 
withdrawals shall become effective upon filing of the annexation records with the 
Secretary of State as provided by ORS 222.180. 

Section 4. Inasmuch as it is necessary that this annexation become effective 
soon, so as to avoid unnecessary hardship to the property owners and allow for the 
immediate provision of City services, an emergency is declared to exist and this 
ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage by the Council and 
approval by the Mayor.

I. BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND SITE DESCRIPTION 

Two petitioners representing one property requested City Council approval for 
annexation of approximately 1.17 acres into the city limits of Hillsboro. 

The property under consideration is located generally south of NW Camp Ireland 
Street, west of NW 313th Avenue, and north of NW Lenox Street. The property can 
be specifically identified as Tax Lot 1600 on Washington County Tax Assessor's Map 
1 N3-25AB and is addressed as 31400 NW Camp Ireland Street. The total Measure 
50 Base Value is $124,300. 

The site slopes gradually towards the southwest. A single family residence, an 
associated outbuilding and numerous trees are located on the lot. 

NW Camp Ireland Street is identified as a local residential street and NW 313th 
Avenue is identified as a Neighborhood Route in the City of Hillsboro Transportation 
System Plan (TSP). 

The City of Hillsboro Goal 5 Natural Resource Inventory identifies Significant Natural 
Resources and associated impact area on the western portion of the site. The entire 
lot is within the 250-foot area of potential impact on the Clean Water Services 
Sensitive Areas Pre-Screen Map. 

II. PROCEDURAL REQUIREMENTS 

In accordance with ORS 222.125 the petition for annexation from the property 
owners constituted 1 00 percent of the property owners and at least 50 percent of the 
registered voters residing on the property. Notice of the proposed annexation was 
given as specified by Metro Code Chapter,3.09.030 and ORS 222.120. A staff report 
was prepared and available 15 days prior to the hearing as stipulated by Metro Code 
Chapter 3.09.050. A public hearing on the matter was conducted by the City Council 
on August 7, 2007. 

Ill. APPLICABLE APPROVAL CRITERIA 

Metro Code Chapter 3.09.050(d) specifies the mm1mum review criteria for a 
proposed annexation. The six minimum applicable criteria are as follows: 

1) Consistency with directly applicable provisions in an urban service provider 
agreement or annexation plan adopted pursuant to ORS 195.065; 
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FINDING: There is currently a Hillsboro Urban Service Provider Agreement in place for 
this area, dated April 2, 2003, as required by ORS 195.065 (Senate Bill 122). The units 
of local government which have entered into this agreement are as follows: Washington 
County; City of Hillsboro; City of Beaverton; Metro; Clean Water Services; TriMet; 
Tualatin Valley Park and Recreation District; Tualatin Valley Fire and Rescue District; 
Tualatin Valley Water District; and Washington County Fire District No. 2. The 
annexation is consistent with the applicable provisions of the Agreement, specifically 
Section 1 Roles and Responsibilities(C) and (E). 

2) Consistency with directly applicable provisions of urban planning or other 
agreements, other than agreements adopted pursuant to ORS 195.065, between 
the affected entity and a necessary party; 

FINDING: The property is identified as being within Urban Area A of the Urban Planning 
Area Agreement (UPAA) between Washington County and the City of Hillsboro, adopted 
on December 15, 1998. Pursuant to that agreement, "the City shall regulate the 
conversion of vacant land to urban uses in Urban Area A through the extension of water 
and sewer service, land partitioning requirements, provision of transportation facilities 
and annexations within the area. Land within Urban Area A shall not be converted to 
urban uses prior to annexation to the City." Section IV (A) of the UPAA also specifies 
that "all land in Area A shall annex to the City prior to development. As used in this 
subsection, "development" includes the construction of any residential dwelling unit 
structure or related accessory structures." Annexation of this property would be 
consistent with the UPAA, and allow the petitioners the ability to further develop the 
property. 

3) Consistency with specific directly applicable standards or criteria for boundary 
changes contained in comprehensive land use plans and public facility plans; 

FINDING: The annexation would be consistent with the following Comprehensive Plan 
policies and implementation measures: 

Section 2. Urbanization Policy (III)(A) Urbanization within the planning area shall be 
consistent with the goals and policies of this Plan. Development shall occur according to 
the availability of urban services and within the context of the Urban Planning Area 
Agreement. The City and other government agencies shall .encourage property owners 
to maintain the present rural use and character of undeveloped or underdeveloped lands 
within the Hillsboro Planning Area until such land is required and proposed for urban use 
and the necessary urban services are available. 

Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(5) The infill of vacant, bypassed 
lands, between areas of development, at an urban level, shall be encouraged. 
Appropriate measures shall be taken to insure that new development in infill areas is 
compatible with existing developed areas. The City will support a proposed annexation 
of infill areas and allow subsequent development to occur under the clear and objective 
standards in its implementing ordinances, including the Zoning and Subdivision 
ordinances. 

Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(G) All land in the Hillsboro 
Planning Area is assumed to be available for annexation and/or development, consistent 
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with the Comprehensive Plan, zoning, subdivision regulations, and the Urban Planning 
Area Agreement. 

Section 12. Public Services Implementation Measure (V)(C)(2) The City shall require 
properties to annex to the City prior to the provision of sanitary sewer service. 

Section 12. Public Services Implementation Measure (V)(I)(2) The City shall require 
properties in the urban area to annex to the City prior to the provision of water service. 

In particular, the annexation would be consistent with Section 2. Urbanization 
Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(5}, supporting the annexation of infill areas; and Section 
2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (F), all land in the Hillsboro Planning Area is 
assumed to be available for annexation. 

4) Consistency with specific directly applicable standards or criteria for boundary 
changes contained in the Regional Framework Plan or any functional plan; 

FINDING: The annexation would be consistent with regional framework and functional 
plans. The City's current plan designation for the property is RL- Low Density 
Residentia~. which is consistent with the regional urban growth goals and objectives. The 
property has been recommended for R-7 Single Family Residential zoning, and the City 
Council will consider the recommended zone immediately following approval of the 
annexation (ZC 11-07). 

5) Whether the proposed change will promote or not interfere with the timely, 
orderly and economic provisions of public facilities and services; 

FINDING: There is an eight-inch City water line located in the NW Camp Ireland right­
of-way, adjacent to the site. There is a ten-inch sanitary sewer line located in the NW 
Camp Ireland right-of-way, adjacent to the site, which terminates from the west, short of 
the full length of the site. There is a ten-inch sanitary sewer line located in the NW 4th 
Avenue right-of-way that extends south through the western portion of the site. There is 
an eighteen-inch City storm sewer line located in the NW Camp Ireland right-of-way, 
adjacent to the site. 

Fire and police protection would be provided by the City of Hillsboro and the property 
would be withdrawn from the Washington County Rural Fire Protection District No. 2; 
Washington County Service District for Enhanced Law Enforcement; Washington County 
Service District for Urban Road Maintenance; and Washington County Service District 
No. 1 for Street Lights as of the.effective date of the annexation. 

Annexation of the subject property would not interfere with the provisions of public 
facilities and services. 

6) Consistency with other applicable criteria for the boundary change in question 
under state and local law. 

FINDING: Pursuant to ORS 222.524, the City of Hillsboro has determined that 
withdrawal of the property from the Washington County Rural Fire Protection District No. 
2; Washington County Service District for Enhanced Law Enforcement; Washington 
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County Service District for Urban Road Maintenance; and Washington County Service 
District No. 1 for Street Lights is in the best interest of the City. · ~

BACKGROUND 
The City Council received a staff report dated August 2, 2007 related to a City-initiated zone 
change from County R-9 Residential (9 units per acre) to City R-7 Single Family Residential 
on one property approximately 1.17 acres in area. The purpose of the proposed zone 
change is to implement the RL Low Density Residential Comprehensive Plan designations 
on the Toman property following annexation (AN 6-07). 

The property proposed for the zone change is generally located south of NW Camp Ireland 
Street, west of NW 3131

h Avenue, and north of NW Lenox Street. The property can be 
specifically identified as Tax Lot 1600 on Washington County Tax Assessor's Map 1N3-
25AB. 

The City Council opened the public hearing on this proposal on August 7, 2007. During 
consideration, an issue was raised regarding a Measure 37 claim filed on the property. The 
public hearing on this annexation was continued indefinitely, pending further discussion on a 
Measure 37 waiver policy on all annexation applications. Consequently, the associated zone 
change request was also tabled. On September 18, 2007 the City Councilors tabled further 
discussion of the waiver pending the results of the proposed Measure 49 and directed staff 
to renotify for a reopened hearing on October 161

h.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP, A PORTION OF HILLSBORO 
ZONING ORDINANCE NO. 1945, AS AMENDED, BY CHANGING THE ZONING OF ONE 
TRACT OF RECENTLY ANNEXED PROPERTY FROM COUNTY R-9 RESIDENTIAL (9

WHEREAS, a certain tract of land described herein has recently been annexed to 
the City of Hillsboro, and 

WHEREAS, rezoning of annexed tracts of land from a County zone to a City zone 
prevents code enforcement problems associated with the City attempting to administer the 
land use laws of Washington County, and 

WHEREAS, the City of Hillsboro Planning Commission approved Resolution No. 
1624-P on July 11, 2007, initiating the zone change on the recently annexed property 
described below, and 

WHEREAS, the City Council hereby adopts the staff report, including the 
recommended conditions of approval, attached hereto as Attachment "A", as findings in 
regard to this matter, and 

WHEREAS, based on those findings, the City Council hereby determines that the 
zone change conforms with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Ordinance, and 
the particular zone recommended is the best suited for the subject site.

The 
determination of required road improvements or a waiver of remonstrance 
shall be made by the City Engineer, based on the level of impact of the 
proposed land use action. 

3) Pursuant to Zoning Ordinance Section 131A3.b.3., City zoning on those 
portions of the subject properties identified as Significant Natural 
Resource Area or as Impact Area, on the City's adopted Goal 5 Inventory 
shall include the Significant Natural Resource Overlay District.

REQUEST 

The City of Hillsboro, acting as applicant, requests a zone change from County R-9 Residential 
(9 units per acre) to City R-7 Single Family Residential on one property approximately 1.17 
acres in area. The purpose of the proposed zone change is to implement the RL Low Density 
Residential Comprehensive Plan designation on the property following annexation. The 
property owners are Bradley and Cynthia Toman. 

The City received an associated annexation application (AN 6-07: Toman) which will be 
reviewed by the City Council at their August 7, 2007 meeting. Pursuant to Zoning Ordinance 
Section 97, the Planning Commission approved Resolution Number 1624-P on July 11, 2007, 
initiating this zone change request. 

SITE DESCRIPTION 

The property under consideration for annexation is located generally south of NW Camp Ireland

specifically identified as Tax Lot 1600 on Washington County Tax Assessor's Map 1 N3-25AB. 

The site slopes gradually towards the southwest. A single family residence, an associated 
outbuilding and numerous trees are located on the lot.

To meet 
the burden of proof for a proposed zone change, it is both necessary and sufficient to show that 
the proposed zone change is consistent with and represents the highest land use allowed by 
the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map, and in the case of zone changes in the residential 
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areas, the proposed zone shall allow development of housing at a density within the range 
designated by the Land Use Map. In addition, the City may attach clear and objective conditions 
to the zone change provided such conditions are consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, the 
Zoning Ordinance, and other rules and policies regulating development in the City. 

Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (M) The land use map shall designate 
property in the Hillsboro Planning Area as Low, Medium, High or Mid-Rise Residential, Mixed­
Use, Commercial, Industrial, Open Space, Floodplain, Public Facility or Station Community 
Planning Area. As used in this subsection, "Mixed-Use" means a mix of residential and 
commercial uses either vertically or horizontally. The land use map may also designate the 
boundaries of Hillsboro "community plan" areas. Residential land outside Station Community 
Planning Areas shall be designated Low, Medium, or High density, or Mid-Rise Residential, so 
as to provide the opportunity for an overall density of 10 units per net acre, and a 50% detached 
single family/50% attached single family or multi-family split on new construction. 

Section 6. Natural Resources, Open Space, Scenic and Historical Sites (E) (2) The Natural 
Resources Management Program Ordinance shall include a map which generally identifies the 
extent and location of significant wetlands, riparian corridors and wildlife habitat areas and their 
impact areas, as identified in the adopted "List of Significant Goal 5 Natural Resource Sites in 
the City of Hillsboro" and its supporting document the "City of Hillsboro Goal 5 Natural 
Resources Inventory and Assessment Report", and the ESEE analyses, completed pursuant to 
the Goal 5 and Oregon Administrative Rules 660, Division 23 provisions. 

Section 6. Natural Resources. Open Space, Scenic and Historical Sites (E) (5) Development 
projects located in or partially within the overlay area for the Natural Resources Management 
Program Ordinance map shall address preservation of wildlife habitat, natural vegetation, 
wetlands, water quality, open space and other natural resources important to the ecosystem in 
the vicinity of the proposed development site. During the Development Review process, 
development projects and subdivision applications in Station Community Planning Areas shall 
address the potential impacts of proposed projects on these resources, shall address provisions 
of Zoning Ordinance No. 1945 Section 127.111.L and Section 127 IV.B.3.e through h, and shall 
incorporate measures to mitigate any impacts that result from the proposed development 

Section 13. Transportation - Implementation Measure (8) Approval of land use actions on 
properties including or adjacent to rights-of-way and street improvements which are less than 
that specified in the Transportation Plan and Maps shall require: dedication of adequate land for 
public right-of-way to meet that specified in the Plan; construction of the required interior street 
system; and construction of, or execution of a non-remonstrance deed restriction for the 
specified street improvements immediately adjacent to the properties. For the purpose of this 
measure, land use actions are limited to zone changes, planned unit developments, conditional 
uses, variances, expansions of non-conforming uses, development reviews, site plan reviews, 
subdivisions, major partitions and minor partitions. 

APPROVAL CRITERIA 

Zoning Ordinance No. 1945, Section 114 (2) specifies the approval criteria for a proposed zone 
change as follows: 

a. That the request must conform with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and this

d. Improvement agreements for the installation of necessary on-site public 

facilities; 
e. Utility easements; 
f. Landscaping; 
g. Off-street parking; 
h. Storm drainage easements; 
i. Off-site public improvements when the rezoning and subsequent 

development will contribute significantly to the need for such off-site 
improvements; 

j. Development Review approval by the Planning Commission; for projects 
in zones or locations for which development requirements and design 
standards are specified in the Zoning Ordinance; 

k. Screening and/or fencing; 
I. Limiting access; 
m. Surety and performance bonds; 
n. Non-remonstrance clauses. 

DISCUSSION

The City Comprehensive Plan designation for the property is RL - Low Density Residential. 
There are three zones available to implement the RL Comprehensive Plan designation in this 
area: R-10, R 8.5 and R-7 Single Family Residential. Neighboring properties to the north, east, 
and south of the subject property are designated RL and are zoned R-7 Single Family 
Residential. The adjacent property directly to the west is inside the Urban Growth Boundary but 
is still in Washington County. 

The City of Hillsboro Planning Department's Staff Report on the annexation, dated July 23, 
2007, recommends that the subject properties should be rezoned to R-7 Single Family 
Residential. The Planning Commission has also recommended the R-7 zone. 

TESTIMONY RECEIVED 

No written comments or testimony have been received to date from adjacent property owners 
or affected agencies. 
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RECOMMENDATION

The property owners, Kevin and Carolyn Norris and Arnold and Patricia Reese, request City 
Council approval for annexation of approximately 1.36 acres into the City Limits of Hillsboro. 
The purpose of the annexation is to allow the site to develop under the City's land use 
regulations. 

SITE DESCRIPTION 

The properties under consideration lie west of SE 75th Avenue, north of SE Tualatin Valley 
Highway. The properties are specifically identified as tax lots 3201 and 3302 on Washington 
County Assessor's Map 1 S2 11 BC. The total Measure 50 assessed value of each property is 
$4,650 and $100,190, respectively. The subject parcels are designated CBD (Community 
Business District) on the Washington County Comprehensive Plan map, and as C 
(Commercial) on the City of Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan map. 

Both parcels are essentially bare of vegetation, except for trees which straddle common 
property lines with neighboring parcels. Tax lot 3302 is the larger of the two parcels, at 1.03 
acres. This parcel has a residential structure and a storage structure, both vacant. This parcel 
is improved with gravel surfacing and perimeter fencing, and is currently in use for what 
appears to be vehicle storage. This parcel has approximately 150 feet of frontage on SE 75th 
Avenue, which is designated as a local street on the City's Transportation System Plan. 

Tax lot 3201 is 0.33 acre and is land-locked, with no street frontage. This parcel is vacant, but 
is surfaced with gravel and is being used for storage of "POD" storage containers. 

Staff notes that tax lot 3201 is indicated to have a land use violation according to records on file 
with the County Assessor's Office. City staff have consulted with County staff on this issue, 
and have been advised that the violation involved issues of recreational vehicles being occupied

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as residences on the site, but that all violations were abated as of 2003 with the removal of all 
residential use -of the site. City staff are advised that the "land use· violation" notation on the 
Assessor's records still appears evidently because of public records requirements, but 
Washington County staff have confirmed the subject parcel no longer has an active land use 
violation.

APPLICABLE PLAN POLICIES AND IMPLEMENTATION MEASURES 

Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(5) The infill of vacant, bypassed lands, 
between areas of development, at an urban level, shall be encouraged. Appropriate measures 
shall be taken to insure that new development in infill areas is compatible with existing 
developed areas. The City will support a proposed annexation of infill areas and allow 
subsequent development to occur under the clear and objective standards in its implementing 
ordinances, including the Zoning and Subdivision ordinances. 
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Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(J) Land uses identified by the 
Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map have been determined to be the most suitable needed by 
the City. To meet the burden of proof for a proposed zone change, it is both necessary and 
sufficient to show that the proposed zone change is consistent with and represents the highest 
land use allowed by the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map, and in the case of zone changes 
in the residential areas, the proposed zone shall allow development of housing at a density 
within the range designated by the Land Use Map. In addition, the City may attach clear and 
objective conditions to the zone change provided such conditions are consistent with the 
Comprehensive Plan, the Zoning Ordinance, and other rules and policies regulating 
development in the City. 

Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(M) The land use map shall designate 
property in the Hillsboro Planning Area as Low, Medium, High or Mid-Rise Residential, Mixed­
Use, Commercial, Industrial, Open Space, Floodplain, Public Facility or Station Community 
Planning Area. 

Section 10 .. Economy Implementation Measure (IV)(1) The Land Use Map shall designated 
adequate vacant land of various types and sizes for industrial and commercial development. 
Future planning efforts related to the economy should be focused on monitoring and providing 
adequate vacant land and adopting a development strategy for the Central Business District. 

Section 13. Transportation - Implementation Measure (VII)(B) Approvals of land use actions on 
properties including or adjacent to rights-of-way and street improvements which are less than 
that specified in the Transportation Plan and Maps shall require: dedication of adequate land for 
public right-of-way to meet that specified in the Plan; construction of the required interior street 
system; and construction of, or execution of a non-remonstrance deed restriction for the 
specified street improvements immediately adjacent to the properties. For the purpose of this 
measure, land use actions are limited to zone changes, planned unit developments, conditional 
uses, variances, expansions of non-conforming uses, development reviews, site plan reviews, 
subdivisions, major partitions and minor partitions. 

APPROVAL CRITERIA 

The approval criteria for annexations are listed in Metro Code Chapter 3.09.050(d) as follows: 

1) Consistency with directly applicable provisions in an urban service 
provider agreement or annexation plan adopted pursuant to ORS 
195.065; 

2) Consistency with directly applicable provisions of urban planning or other 
agreements, other than agreements adopted pursuant to ORS 195.065, 
between the affected entity and a necessary party; 

3) Consistency with specific directly applicable standards or criteria for 
boundary changes contained in comprehensive land use plans and public 
facility plans;

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4) Consistency with specific directly applicable standards or criteria for 
boundary changes contained in the Regional Framework Plan or any 
functional plan; 

5) Whether the proposed change will promote or not interfere with the 
timely, orderly and economic provisions of public facilities and services; 

6) If the proposed boundary change is for annexation of territory to Metro, a 
determination by the Metro Council that the territory should be included in 
the Urban Growth Boundary shall be the primary criteria for approval; 

7) Consistency with other applicable criteria for the boundary change in 
question under state and local law. 

DISCUSSION 

The property owners, Kevin and Carolyn Norris and Arnold and Patricia Reese, request 
annexation of two parcels into the City Limits of Hillsboro. These four individuals represent 100 
percent of the property owners as required by ORS 222.125. The application includes no 
signatures of site residents, as the one residential structure on the annexation site is vacant. At 
present, the Hillsboro City Limits borders the north edge of tax lot 3302, and the south, east, 
and west edges of tax lot 3201. The property is currently designated County CBD (Community 
Business District). Through a companion application (ZC 14-07), the City is requesting a zone 
change to the City's C-1 (General Commercial) zone. 

A six-inch City water line and a 24-inch TVWD water main are located within the SE 751
h 

Avenue right-of-way. An eight-inch sanitary sewer line also lies within that right-of-way. A 30-
inch storm sewer line lies approximately 100-200 feet south of tax lot 3201. 

If approved for annexation, fire and police protection would be provided to the properties by the 
City of Hillsboro and the property would be automatically withdrawn from the following districts 
as of the effective date of the annexation: 

Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue 
Washington County Service District for Enhanced Law Enforcement 
Washington County Service District for Urban Road Maintenance 

The annexation would be consistent with the applicable Comprehensive Plan policies and 
implementation measures listed on page 3. In particular, the annexation would be consistent 
with Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(J), supporting the annexation of infill 
areas; and Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(M), all land in the Hillsboro 
Planning Area is assumed to be available for annexation. 

The property is identified as being within Urban Area A of the Urban Planning Area Agreement 
(UPAA) between Washington County and the City of Hillsboro, adopted on December 15, 1998 
and amended on September 13, 2006. Pursuant to that agreement, "the City shall regulate the 
conversion of vacant land to urban uses in Urban Area A through the extension of water and 
sewer service, land partitioning requirements, provision of transportation facilities and

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prior to annexation to the City." Section IV(A) of the UPAA also specifies that "all/and in Area A 
shall annex to the City prior to development. As used in this subsection, 'development' includes 
the construction of any residential dwelling unit structure or related accessory. structures." 
Annexation of this property would be consistent with the UPM, and allow the petitioner the 
ability to further develop the site. 

The annexation would be consistent with regional framework and functional plans. The City's 
current plan designation for the area including the two subject parcels is C (Commercial}, which 
is consistent with the regional urban growth goals and objectives. If the annexation were 
approved, the property could be rezoned to C-1 (General Commercial), pursuant to Section 97 
of Hillsboro Zoning Ordinance No. 1945, unless the property owners requested a different zone. 
The Planning Commission has proposed that the C-1 (General Commercial) zoning district be 
applied to this site following annexation. 

There is currently a Hillsboro Urban Service Provider Agreement in place for this area, dated 
April 2, 2003, as required by ORS 195.065 (Senate Bill 122). The units of local government 
which have entered into this agreement are as follows: Washington County; City of Hillsboro; 
City of Beaverton; Metro; Clean Water Services; Tri-Met; Tualatin Hills Park and Recreation 
District; Tualatin Valley Fire and Rescue District; Tualatin Valley Water District; and Washington 
County Fire District No. 2. The annexation is consistent with the applicable provisions of the 
Agreement, specifically Section 1 Roles and Responsibilities (C) and (E). 

No written testimony has been received from neighboring property owners. Neither has any 
testimony been received from necessary parties, defined in Metro Code Chapter 3.09.020(j) as 
follows: any county, city or district whose jurisdictional boundary or adopted urban service area 
includes any part of the affected territory or who provides any urban service to any portion of 
the affected territory, Metro, and any other unit of local government, as defined in ORS 
190.003, that is a party to any agreement for provision of an urban service to the affected 
territory. 

RECOMMENDATION 

Should the Council choose to approve the subject annexation petition, staff recommends that 
the annexation ordinance become effective immediately upon submission to the Secretary of 
State, unless contested by a necessary party as defined in Metro Code Chapter 3.09.0200). If 
the proposal is contested by a necessary party then the effective date of the annexation can be 
no earlier than 1 0 days after the decision is reduced to writing pursuant to Metro Code Chapter 
3.09.050(f).

I. BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND SITE DESCRIPTION 

Four petitioners representing two properties requested City Council approval for 
annexation of approximately 1.36 acres into the city limits of Hillsboro. 

The properties under consideration are located west of SE 75th Avenue and north of 
SE Tualatin Valley Highway. The properties can be specifically identified as Tax 
Lots 3201 and 3302 on Washington County Assessor's Map 1 S2 11 BC. The total 
Measure 50 assessed value of each property is $4,650 and $100,190, respectively. 

Both parcels are flat and are generally surfaced with gravel. Tax lot 3302, at 1.03 
acres, has a residential structure and storage structure, both of which are vacant. 
This parcel appears to be in use for vehicle storage. Tax lot 3201, at 0.33 acre, is 
vacant but used for storage of "POD" storage containers. 

SE 75th Avenue is identified as a local street and SE Tualatin Valley Highway is 
identified as a Principal Arterial in the City of Hillsboro Transportation System Plan 
(TSP). 

The City of Hillsboro Goal 5 Natural Resource Inventory identifies no Significant 
Natural Resources within or near the subject parcels. Neither parcel is within an 
identified sensitive area, according to the Clean Water Services Sensitive Areas Pre­
Screen Map. 

II. PROCEDURAL REQUIREMENTS 

In accordance with ORS 222.125 the petition for annexation from the property 
owners constituted 1 00 percent of the property owners. Neither parcel is occupied at 
this time, thus there are no registered voters residing on the property. Notice of the 
proposed annexation was given as specified by Metro Code Chapter 3.09.030 and 
ORS 222.120. A staff report was prepared and available 15 days prior to the hearing 
as stipulated by Metro Code Chapter 3.09.050. A public hearing on the matter was 
conducted by the City Council on October 16, 2007. 

Ill. APPLICABLE APPROVAL CRITERIA 

Metro Code Chapter 3.09.050(d) specifies the m1mmum review criteria for a 
proposed annexation. The six minimum applicable criteria are as follows: 

1) Consistency with directly applicable provisions in an urban service provider 
agreement or annexation plan adopted pursuant to ORS 195.065; 
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FINDING: There is currently a Hillsboro Urban Service Provider Agreement in place for 
this area, dated April 2, 2003, as required by ORS 195.065 (Senate Bill 122). The units 
of local government which have entered into this agreement are as follows: Washington 
County; City of Hillsboro; City of Beaverton; Metro; Clean Water Services; Tri-Met; 
Tualatin Valley Park and Recreation District; Tualatin Valley Fire and Rescue District; 
Tualatin Valley Water District; and Washington County Fire District No. 2. The 
annexation is consistent with the applicable provisions of the Agreement, specifically 
Section 1 Roles and Responsibilities(C) and (E). 

2) Consistency with directly applicable provisions of urban planning or other 
agreements, other than agreements adopted pursuant to ORS 195.065, between 
the affected entity and a necessary party; 

FINDING: The property is identified as being within Urban Area A of the Urban Planning 
Area Agreement (UPAA) between Washington County and the City of Hillsboro, adopted 
on December 15, 1998. Pursuant to that agreement, "the City shall regulate the 
conversion of vacant land to urban uses in Urban Area A through the extension of water 
and sewer service, land partitioning requirements, provision of transportation facilities 
and annexations within the area. Land within Urban Area A shall not be converted to 
urban uses prior to annexation to the City." Section IV (A) of the UPAA also specifies 
that "a// land in Area A shall annex to the City prior to development. As used in this 
subsection, "development" includes the construction of any residential dwelling unit 
structure or related accessory structures." Annexation of this property would be 
consistent with the UPAA, and allow the petitioners the ability to further develop the 
property. 

3) Consistency with specific directly applicable standards or criteria for boundary 
changes contained in comprehensive land use plans and public facility plans; 

FINDING: The annexation would be consistent with the following Comprehensive Plan 
policies and implementation measures: 

Section 2. Urbanization Policy (III)(A) Urbanization within the planning area shall be 
consistent with the goals and policies of this Plan. Development shall occur according to 
the availability of urban services and within the context of the Urban Planning Area 
Agreement. The City and other government agencies shall encourage property owners 
to maintain the present rural use and character of undeveloped or underdeveloped lands 
within the Hillsboro Planning Area until such land is required and proposed for urban use 
and the necessary urban services are available. 

Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(5} The infill of vacant, bypassed 
lands, between areas of development, at an urban level, shall be encouraged. 
Appropriate measures shall be taken to insure that new development in infill areas is 
compatible with existing developed areas. The City will support a proposed annexation 
of infill areas and allow subsequent development to occur under the clear and objective 
standards in its implementing ordinances, including the Zoning and Subdivision 
ordinances. 

Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(G) All land in the Hillsboro 
Planning Area is assumed to be available for annexation and/or development, consistent 
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with the Comprehensive Plan, zoning, subdivision regulations, and the Urban Planning 
Area Agreement. 

Section 12. Public Services Implementation Measure M(C)(2) The City shall require 
properties to annex to the City prior to the provision of sanitary sewer service. 

Section 12. Public Services Implementation Measure M(l)(2) The City shall require 
properties in the urban area to annex to the City prior to the provision of water service. 

In particular, the annexation would be consistent with Section 2. Urbanization 
Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(S), supporting the annexation of infill areas; and Section 
2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (F), all land in the Hillsboro Planning Area is 
assumed to be available for annexation. 

4) Consistency with specific directly applicable standards or criteria for boundary 
changes contained in the Regional Framework Plan or any functional plan; 

FINDING: The annexation would be consistent with regional framework and functional 
plans. The City's current plan designation for the property is C (Commercial), which is 
consistent with the regional urban growth goals and objectives. The property has been 
recommended for C-1 (General Commercial) zoning, and the City Council will consider 
the recommended zone immediately following approval of the annexation (ZC 14-07). 

5) Whether the proposed change will promote or not interfere with the timely, 
orderly and economic provisions of public facilities and services; 

FINDING: There is a six-inch City water line and a 24-inch Tualatin Valley Water District 
(TVWD) water line located within the SE 75th Avenue right-of-way adjacent to tax lot 
3302. There is an eight-inch sanitary sewer line within the same right-of-way. There is a 
30-inch storm water line approximately 150 feet to the south of the site. 

Fire and police protection would be provided by the City of Hillsboro and the property 
would be withdrawn from the Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue district and Washington 
County Service District for Enhanced Law Enforcement. The parcels would also be 
withdrawn from the Washington County Service District for Urban Road Maintenance as 
of the effective date of the annexation, and road maintenance would be provided by the 
City of Hillsboro. 

Annexation of the subject property would not interfere with the provisions of public 
facilities and services. 

6) Consistency with other applicable criteria for the boundary change in question 
under state and local law. 

FINDING: Pursuant to ORS 222.524, the City of Hillsboro has determined that 
withdrawal of the property from the Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue district, Washington 
County Service District for Enhanced Law Enforcement, and Washington County Service 
District for Urban Road Maintenance, is in the best interest of the City. 

IV. TESTIMONY FROM NECESSARY PARTIES 
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No written testimony was received prior to or at the public hearing from a necessary 
party as defined in Metro Code Chapter 3.09.0200), nor was oral testimony received 
by the City Council from a necessary party at the public hearing.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP, A PORTION OF HILLSBORO 
ZONING ORDINANCE NO. 1945, AS AMENDED, BY CHANGING THE ZONING OF CERTAIN 
TRACTS OF RECENTLY ANNEXED PROPERTY FROM COUNTY CBD (COMMUNITY 
BUSINESS DISTRICT) TO CITY C-1 (GENERAL COMMERCIAL). 

WHEREAS, certain tracts of land described herein have recently been annexed to the City 
of Hillsboro, and 

WHEREAS, rezoning of annexed tracts of land from a County zone to a City zone prevents 
code enforcement problems associated with the City attempting to administer the land use laws of 
Washington County, and 

WHEREAS, the City of Hillsboro Planning Commission approved Resolution No. 1628-P on 
September 12, 2007, initiating the zone change on the recently annexed properties described 
below, and 

WHEREAS, the City Council hereby adopts the staff report, including the recommended 
conditions of approval, attached hereto as Attachment "A", as findings in regard to this matter, and 

WHEREAS, based on those findings, the City Council hereby determines that the zone 
change conforms with the Hillsboro Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Ordinance, and the particular 
zone recommended is the best suited for the subject site. 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF HILLSBORO DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. The following described tracts of land are hereby rezoned from County CBD 
(Community Business District) to City C-1 (General Commercial): 

Tax Lots 3201 and 3302 on Washington County Assessor's Map 1 S2 11 BC, Section 
11, Township 1 South, Range 2 West, Willamette Meridian, on record as of July 18, 
2007, a copy of which is attached hereto and thereby made a part of this Ordinance. 

Section 2. Approval of this zone change is subject to the following conditions: 

1) Prior to the issuance of building permits for new construction on the site, or approval 
of a land use action as defined in Implementation Measure (B) of the Transportation 
Plan, the owner(s) shall provide additional street right-of-way dedications along the 
frontage of SE 751

h Avenue as necessary to meet the standards of the 
Transportation Plan. 

2) Prior to the issuance of building permits for new construction on the site, or approval 
of a land use action as defined in Implementation Measure (B) of the Transportation 
Plan, the owner(s) shall construct road improvements to SE 75th Avenue as 
approved by the City Engineer. 

3) A Clean Water Services Service Provider Letter shall be required prior to issuance 
of permits for any new development on the site, and the new development shall 
comply with any conditions required by the Letter. 
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4) Pursuant to Zoning Ordinance Section 133(111), prior to issuance of building permits 
for either of the two parcels in question, a Development Review application shall be 
submitted and approved by the City Planning Department. 

Section 3. The City Planning Director is hereby instructed to cause the official zoning map, 
a part of Ordinance No. 1945, to be amended to include the zone change set forth in Section 1 
hereof. 

Section 4. Except as herein amended, Zoning Ordinance No. 1945, as amended, shall 
remain in full force and effect.

REQUEST 

The City of Hillsboro, acting as applicant, requests a zone change from the existing Washington 
County designation of CBD (Community Business District) to the City of Hillsboro C-1 (General 
Commercial) zone, on two properties with a combined size of approximately 1.36 acres, located 
northwest of the intersection of SE 75th Avenue and SE Tualatin Valley (TV) Hwy. The 
properties in question are the subjects of a companion application for annexation into the city 
limits of Hillsboro (AN 7-07), which is also scheduled for review by the City Council at their 
October 16th meeting. The purpose of the zone change request is to implement the City's C 
(Commercial) Comprehensive Plan designation and C-1 (General Commercial) zone on the 
properties following annexation. The properties are owned jointly by Kevin & Carolyn Norris 
and Arnold and Patricia Reese. 

This proposed zone change was considered and supported by the Planning Commission at 
their September 12, 2007 meeting, at which time the Commission approved Resolution Number 
1628-P, which formally initiates this zone change request. 

SITE DESCRIPTION 

The properties under consideration lie west of SE 751h Avenue, north of SE Tualatin Valley Hwy. 
The properties are specifically identified as tax lots 3201 and 3302 on Washington County 
Assessor's Map 1 S2 11 BC. The total Measure 50 assessed value of each property is $4,650 
and $100,190, respectively. The subject parcels are designated C (Commercial) on the City's 
Comprehensive Plan map. 

Both parcels are essentially bare of vegetation, except for trees which straddle common 
property lines with neighboring parcels. Tax lot 3302 is the larger of the two parcels, at 1.03 
acres. This parcel has a residential structure and a storage structure, both vacant. This parcel 
is improved with gravel surfacing and perimeter fencing, and is currently in use for what 
appears to be vehicle storage. This parcel has 150 feet of frontage on SE 751h Avenue, which 
is listed as a local street on the City's Transportation System Plan.

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Tax lot 3201 is 0.33 acre and is land-locked, with no street frontage. This parcel is vacant, but 
is surfaced with gravel and is being used for storage of "POD" storage containers. 

Staff notes that tax lot 3201 is indicated to have a land use violation according to records on file 
with the County Assessor's Office. City staff have consulted with County staff on this issue, 
and have been advised that the violation involved issues of recreational vehicles being occupied 
as residences on the site, but that all violations were abated as of 2003 with the removal of all 
residential use of the site. City staff are advised that the "land use violation" notation on the 
Assessor's records still appears possibly because of public records requirements. Thus, 
according to Washington County staff the subject parcel no longer has an active land use 
violation.

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Section 2. Urbanization Implementation Measure (IV)(A)(5) The infill of vacant, bypassed lands, 
between areas of development, at an urban level, shall be encouraged. Appropriate measures 
shall be taken to insure that new development in infill areas is compatible with existing 
developed areas.

zones or locations for which development requirements and design standards 
are specified in the Zoning Ordinance; 

k. Screening and/or fencing; 
I. Limiting access; 
m. Surety and performance bonds; 
n. Non-remonstrance clauses. 

TESTIMONY RECEIVED 

No written comments or testimony have been received to date from adjacent property owners 
or affected agencies. 

DISCUSSION 

The City requests a zone change of the two subject parcels from County CBD (Community 
Business District) to City C-1 (General Commercial). Through a companion application (File 
No. AN 7-07), the property owners are requesting annexation of the subject parcels. The City 
Comprehensive Plan designation for the properties is C (Commercial). The only implementing 
zone available for the Commercial designation is C-1 (General Commercial). All properties in 
the surrounding area are zoned C-1, with the exception that two parcels immediately west of 
the subject site are still within Washington County jurisdiction. All properties in the immediate 
vicinity bear the C (Commercial) designation on the City's Comprehensive Plan. 

The proposed C-1 zoning is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan implementation measures 
(IV)(A)(5), (J), and (M) of Section 2, as it will allow commercial development of the two subject 
properties, to an urban level, consistent with the Commercial designation assigned for the 
general area by the Comprehensive Plan. 

The proposed zoning is consistent with Section 10, implementation measure (IV)(1), as the 
proposal will add vacant commercial land to the City's inventory. 

The proposed zoning is consistent with Transportation Plan implementation measure (VII)(B) of 
Section 13, as it will not interfere with required right-of-way dedication along SE 751

h Avenue, or 
with improvement to the existing street system.

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Staff adds that, through adoption of Resolution 1628-P, the Planning Commission 
recommended adoption of the C-1 (General Commercial) zone for the two subject parcels. 

RECOMMENDATION

SUBJECT: Oregon Fire Code Adoption 

On April1s1
, 2007 the State of Oregon adopted, through an administrative rule, the Oregon 

Fire Code. The Oregon Fire Code (OFC) is based on the 2006 International Fire Code, as 
published by the International Code Council with amendments from the Office of the State 
Fire Marshal. The State of Oregon generally adopts this code every three years coinciding 
with the new publication of the International Fire Code. 

With each adoption cycle, the Oregon Fire Code Committee amends the code to align with 
specific Oregon Revised Statutes and Oregon Administrative Rules as well as for statewide 
general application. As a result, certain sections of the code are not adopted and are left to 
the local municipalities for adoption, as needed. 

In order to maintain alignment with the state's current fire code edition and our existing local 
requirements, it is essential that the previous fire code adoption is replaced by ordinance. 

For those reasons, I propose to adopt the OFC with local amendments that include local 
enforcement authority, a local appeals process, and prescriptive requirements for emergency 
apparatus access on private roads and driveways. Additionally, a new appendix is proposed 
to provide specific requirements forfire watch conditions not currently defined. 

Please consider approving the amendments to the Hillsboro Municipal Code Section 15.08.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING HILLSBORO MUNICIPAL CODE, TITLE 15, CHAPTER

WHEREAS, amendments to the Oregon Revised Statutes and revised updates 
of the code have been adopted by the State of Oregon; and 

WHEREAS, the City has previously adopted Chapter 15.08 of the Hillsboro 
Municipal Code as the City fire code; and

This type of license allows the sale and service of distilled spirits, malt beverages, and 
wine for consumption on the licensed premises. The OLCC issues Full On-Premises 
Sales (F) licenses to caterers (F-CAT), commercial establishments (F-COM), private 
clubs (F-CLU), public passenger carriers 
(F-PC), and other public locations (F-PL). 

~ Previously hard liquor dispenser license (DA, DB, DC) 

Limited On-Premises Sales (L): 

This license allows the sale of malt beverages, wine and cider for consumption on the 
licensed premises, and the sale of kegs of malt beverages for off premises 
consumption. 

,. Previously RMB (Tavern) license 

Off Premises Sales (0): 

This license allows the sale of malt beverages, wine, and cider in factory sealed 
containers for consumption off the licensed premises and allows sample tastings of malt 
beverages, wine, and cider.

Wholesale Malt Beverage and Wine (WMBW): 

This license allows storage, import, export, and wholesale sale of wine (21% alcohol or 
less) to wholesale and retail licensees, allows wine tastings, and the sale of wine and 
male beverages for customers to drink at the business and "to go" in sealed containers.
