Councilor Dennis asked about reliability of 5 pumps 
working at a bad time of the year. Mr. Polling responded that maintenance measures can be 
taken to ensure all pumps are in good working order. Clean Water Services has also been in 
contact with Portland General Electric to discuss reliability of electrical feeds. Councilor Johnson 
asked about infiltration levels with new pipe installation and how we remedy issues with older 
pipes. Ms Curtis responded there is a cost sharing mechanism for rehabilitation projects within 
the city.

Councilor Dennis asked that 
performance measures for the next 3-5 years be attached to the program.

BACKGROUND 

On August 5, 2008, jurisdiction of the remaining portions of the NW Brookwood Avenue right­
of-way under Washington County's control was transferred to the City of Hillsboro. Emergency 
Services and City staff are requesting that the public street segment of NW Brookwood A venue, 
as shown on the attached map, be officially renamed and recorded NE 47th Avenue and NW Ihly 
Way. 

The purpose for this street name change request is to alleviate any potential confusion between 
NW Brookwood Avenue with the nearby and parallel NE Brookwood Parkway. In addition, 
City staff recommends the short access street currently connecting NE Brookwood Parkway to 
NW Brookwood A venue, and currently signed as NW Brookwood A venue, is requested to be 
changed toNE Ihly Way. The new street names ofNE 4ih Avenue and NE Ihly Way will assist 
the response of fire, police and other emergency services to addresses located on the subject 
street. Changing the street name to NE 4 ih A venue will also make the street name consistent 
with the existing city street grid. 

Recording the streets as NE 47th Avenue and NE Ihly Way will increase safety and place the 
street name on appropriate Washington County Tax Assessor's Maps (1N2-33, 1N2-33AC, 1N2-
33DA, 1N2-33DB and 1N2-33DC). This change would affect 43 surrounding properties and 35 
property owners because these properties are currently addressed off of NW Brookwood 
Avenue. These properties would retain their address numbers but would change from NW

have submitted testimony requesting that the street name change be denied. Currently there are 
no addresses off of the access street proposed to beNE Ihly Way. 

On September 1 0, 2008, the Planning Commission reviewed a request from City Staff to change 
the name of the public street segment, as shown on the attached plat, as NW Brookwood, and 
approved Resolution No. 1678-P recommending approval ofthis proposed street name change. 

PUBLIC TESTIMONY 

On September 25, 2008 Planning staff sent a notice to the residents who would be impacted by 
this street name change if it were approved. The letter sent to the residents is attached. 

On October 3, 2008 Mr. and Mrs. Brad Sticka sent a letter to the Hillsboro Planning Department 
in response to the notice which was mailed. Mr. and Mrs. Sticka requested that the letter be 
attached to the staff report and included in the record. The letter is attached for Council's 
review. 

On October 1 0, 2008 the Planning Department received a letter from Ms. Pell in response to the 
street name change. This Jetter has also been attached for Council's review. 

Staff would like to address some of the key issues raised by Mr. and Mrs. Sticka and Ms. Pell in 
their written testimony. First, both describe the hardship of having to change their addressing 
information imposed by the street name change. Staff recognizes the impact the proposed street 
name change can cause and that is why a six month transition period is provided. If the street 
name change is approved, City staff will send a letter to affected properties that outlines the steps 
necessary to change their address. Following City approval of any street name change there is 
always a six month transition period in which properties can use either the old or the new address 
has been to help ease the transition. During this six months City staff are available to assist the 
property owners in what will need to be done to achieve a smootll transition to the new address. 

A second issue raised was the lack of a need to change to street name for fire and emergency 
purposes. Staff would like to reiterate that the street name change has been initiated by 
Emergency Services and is very important to ensure fire life safety and alleviate confusion of 
emergency services to properties along the subject street. While local emergency services may 
be familiar with the different streets, agencies responding from out of town in the event of a 
larger emergency will not be familiar with the similar street names. Thus there is a high risk for 
confusion and potential inability to respond to the area in an efficient manner. 

REQUEST 

ORS 227.120 sets forth the procedure and approval process for naming or renaming streets. The 
procedure requires a recommendation from the Planning Commission to the City Council for the 
renaming of any existing street, highway, or road, other than a County road, if the Commission 
feels the renaming is in the best interest of the City. Upon receiving the Commission's 
recommendation, the Council is then required to schedule a public hearing to consider the matter.

Requested City Council Action 
Staff recommends City Council approve the three-way project agreement for use of $150,000 in 
MTIP grant funds for planning work for the extension of the Rock Creek Trail 

Background 
Hillsboro has been awarded a total of $1,275,000 in Metropolitan Transportation Improvement 
Program (MTIP) funds for the extension of the Rock Creek Trail. The grant funds will be 
allocated over a couple of years, starting with the planning phases to select the final trail 
alignment, design and engineering details and actual construction The grant funds require a 3· 
way agreement between ODOT (where federal transportation funds come into the State). Metro 
(where funds are allocated) and Hillsboro (where the project will be implemented) 

The proJect will fund the extension of the Rock Creek Regional Trail from Orchard Park south to 
NW Wilkins St. a distance of about .66 mile. This first phase will be for planning work to 
conduct a Design Options Analysis phase leading selection of the actual alignment of the 
trail on the ground. 

At their August 12, 2008 meeting, the Hillsboro Park and Recreation Commission unanimously 
recommended that City Council approve the three-way agreement for use of MTIP grant funds 
for planning work for the extension of the Rock Creek TraiL This recommendation was 
contingent upon legal review of the proposed agreement: those reviews have been completed 
and the agreement is ready for signature. 

Cost 
This current agreement is for $150,000 in MTIP funds, to be matched with $17,168 in local 
funds (Parks SOC). The Parks SOC funds are available and have been allocated for this 
purpose.

REQUESTED ACTION: 

Consider staff recommendation to Council to pass a resolution authorizing a 
telecommunications franchise agreement with tw telecom of oregon lie for use of 
the City of Hillsboro's right-of-way under Hillsboro Municipal Code Chapter 5.76. 

BACKGROUND: 

tw telecom of oregon lie has officially requested a telecommunications franchise 
from the City of Hillsboro. A franchise previously was granted on June 14, 2001, 
under the company's former name, Time Warner Telecom of Oregon LLC and 
was inadvertently allowed to lapse. tw telecom of oregon lie continued to pay 
franchise fees during this lapse. 

The City of Hillsboro passed a Master Telecommunications Ordinance 
(Ordinance Number 4542) on December 2, 1997, which outlines the 
requirements for a telecommunications company to obtain a franchise agreement 
with the City. The franchise allows companies to build in the City's rights-of-way. 
A typical term of a franchise under the Master Telecommunications Ordinance is 
five years. The proposed tw telecom of oregon lie renewal franchise is for the 
same period of time. 

Pursuant to Section 5.76.090 of the Code, the City Council shall issue a written 
determination granting or denying the franchise application, in whole, or in part, 
applying the standards listed below. If the franchise application is denied, the 
written determination shall include the reasons for denial. The standards to be 
applied by the City Council are: a) financial and technical ability of the applicant;

The City has a Master Telecommunications Franchise that is used for each 
telecommunications provider occupying the rights-of-way within the City. The 
Master Franchise requires the franchisee to comply with all applicable terms of 
HMC Chapter 5.76, which in turn requires compliance with all applicable federal 
and state laws and regulations. tw telecom of oregon lie has agreed to the terms 
set forth in the Master Franchise. 

The Master Franchise requires tw telecom of oregon lie to pay the quarterly 
franchise fee set forth in HMC 5.76.143. tw telecom of oregon lie has been 
paying a franchise fee of 3.5% of gross revenue as set forth in the Code. 

PROJECT COSTS: 

Under the Master Telecommunications Ordinance 4542, construction cannot 
begin until a performance bond has been submitted as well as other general, 
automobile and excess liability insurance. tw telecom of oregon lie has agreed to 
submit the appropriate bonds and certificates of insurance to staff as 
attachments to the franchise upon return after signature. This will ensure that the 
City's right-of-way is protected and the costs of repair covered if necessary.

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In order to fit a left-turn 
and two traffic lanes at the 
new intersection, the county 
bought 2,208 square feet of the 
Paynes' front yard as a right­
of-way.. 

As a result, the home will 
lose two large firs and much of 
its buffer from the heavily 
trafficked road. 

For Payne, the extent of the 
impact hit as he relocated 
some favorite plants and reset 
his fence along the new prop­
erty line to meet a June 1 
deadline set by the county. 

He learned this stage of the 
road work would not include 
the sidewalk, curb and bicycle 
path he had been told would 
cushion his property from the 
roadway. Instead, asphalt will 

run up to the new fence line. 

"We will have no buffer 
here," said Payne. "Cars will 
run off the road. People al­
ready have run off into the 
ditch, but now they will be 
right up against our property." 

He says he will no longer be 
able to park his recreational 
vehicle in his curving drive­
way because its gate can't 
open out into traffic and can't 
open in without blocking his 
access. 

Payne also worries about 
drainage. The road grade is 
about two feet higher than his 
land. Since the new lanes will 
be much closer, water might 
flow right down the drive to 
the house, he says. 

"I'm petrified to know they 
would do this to us here in 
Hillsboro," said Dona Payne. 
·~ of a sudden they're doing 
all this stuff different than 
what they told us." 

According to Anne Mad­
den, of Washington County 
Land Use and Transportation, 
the Paynes' situation will be 
temporary. 

Funding for the Brookwood 
intersection project comes 
from the Major Street Trans­
portation Improvement Pro­
gram 3B. Improving Brook­
wood north to Baseline Road, 
the phase that will add the 
sidewalks and bike lanes that 
Ken Payne wants, is funded by 
MSTIP 3C, slated to run 2007-
2012. 

However, Madden says, the 
City of Hillsboro asked for ac­
celeration of the project's fi­
nal phase because of the im­
portance of Brookwood as a 
north-south arterial. Design 
will begin in July, with con­
struction in 2007-2008. 

Madden says the centerline 
of the new intersection shift­
ed toward Payne's property to 
spare more houses on the 
road's east side.

I am writing to explain 
Washington County's posi· 
tion regarding the June 6 
story "County project drives 
retiree's road rage." We w2.nt 
to explain the care 'Ne have 
taken to ensure Mr. Payr~e -­
and every property owner 
impacted by a county capital 
project- is protected. 

This is the second of :. ; :~e 
projects to improve Brook­
wood. The first, the new 
parkway, opened 2001. The 
second phase wili realign 
Brookwood to connect with 
247th at Witch Hazel, to cre­
ate a safer intersection with 
TV Highway. The third will 
improve Brookwood north 
from TV High way to Base­
line with three lanes, bike 
lanes and sidewalks. 

Anyone driving this sec­
tion knows its problems: 90 
degree turns, narrow lanes, 
poor sight range, no bicycle 
or pedestrian facilities. The 
county has heard from many 
residents asking for im­
provements. We will design 
the project this summer and 
buil<;l it late 2007 or early 2008. 

Mr. Payne's property sits 
where two project phases 
meet, where the newly 
widened intersection will ta­
per to three lanes. His entire 
property is extensive, but the 
house sits near the front. 

The county paid $2,400 for 
a professional appraisal. Our 
agents met with Mr. Payne at 
length and came up with 9.n 
agreement that he signed. :fe 

was paid $28,000 for the 17 to 
36 feet of right-of-way need­
ed to make the intersection 
improvements and build 
phase three. We did not want 
to impact his property twice. 
The appraised value for the 
area was actually $26,500, but 
we rounded it up to $28,000, 
so he could build a fence to 
keep his dog away from the 
construction zone. 

Mr. Payne's large hedges 
were actually growing in the 
public r ight of way; they 
must be removed to provide 
safe sight lines and to build 
the improvements. At his re­
quest we will remove a tree on 
his remaining frontage, and 
will grind the stump. We 
staked out his new fence line 
for him. He still has approxi­
mately 20 feet of property be­
tween his fence and the road­
way. And we are allowing him 
to keep two driveway access 
points to maintain his inter­
nal circulation. 

Mr. Payne is correct that 
for the next year or so there 
will not be a sidewalk and 
bike lane on his side of 
Brookwood- because phase 
three is not yet designed. We 
will build an asphalt path on 
the east side for pedestrians 
until the ultimate sidewalks 
are built in 2007 or 2008. 

As for storm water, we 
will re-grade the ditch and 
add a pipe at the corner to 
prevent street storm water 
from impacting his property. 

We realize change is often 
difficult. However, Washing­
ton County is doing the best 
it can to use our limited road 

dollars to provide the great­
est benefit to the largest 
number of residents and 
businesses. We welcome 
comments on our efforts.

Did You Know About Hillsboro's Cultural Resources? 

A Cultural Resource is any building, structure, 
site or object included in the official Cultural 
Resource Inventory. To be included in the 
Cultural Resource Inventory, the structure or 
object must be at least 50 years old and must 
have architectural , historical or cultural 
significance. 

The Cultural Resource Inventory was originally 
created in 1985, and currently includes 73 
designated cultural resources. The data base for 
this inventory is currently being updated. The 
HLAC intends to explore potential local grant or 
loan programs to help property owners with the 
costs of maintaining and preserving historic 
structures on the Inventory. 

There are six sites in Hillsboro listed on the 
National Register of Historic Places, including the 
Imbrie Farmstead (Cornelius Pass Roadhouse). 
National Register owners are currently eligible 
for a Special Assessment program, which freezes 
property taxes for fifteen years.

Shute the Banker By Judy Goldmann 

John Wright Shute contributed to Hillsboro by not 
only building a bank, but by building several 
houses. He was a colorful visionary, who arrived 
on the west coast with very little, and by the end 
of his life was admired as a half-millionaire. In 
1866 he married Elizabeth Constable, whose 
family's Donation Land Claim was north of 
Hillsboro. At that time he was a farmer, who later 
founded a bank. 

Changes were marked by a divorce and a 
remarriage to Mary Emma Smith in 1897. A 
sumptuous home was built on the eastern edge of 
Hillsboro, at 1241 East Main. This house, 
beautifully restored by Michael Quebbeman, is 
Classic Revival style, mansard roof, with eight 
dormers. 

Someone did once threaten to "Shoot the Banker" 
- he was the subject of a robbery attempt in 
1894. He was accosted on his way home, 
threatened, and taken back to the bank. There 
the robbers found that the vault was on a time 
lock and couldn't be opened . Shute was released 
unharmed. 

Shute had interest in several banks in Hillsboro. 
The first was First National that opened in 1888. 

HLAC Plans Projects by Neshia cameron 

Since its inception this spring the HLAC has been 
busy planning projects and establishing goals. 
Working with an accomplished and dedicated staff 
and consultant, the HLAC is moving forward with 
an expeditious effort to preserve the past for the 
future. 

An extensive update of the Hillsboro Cultural 
Resource Inventory is being completed, including 
digital photos and maps.

Shute Estate First Shute House 
1241 East Main 210 SE 12th Avenue 

Several names were attached to his enterprises, 
including the Shute Savings Bank at Third and Main. 
His son Arthur C. Shute succeeded him as bank 
president. John W. had a tile factory in the south 
part of town, where Shute Park is now located. 

His biographical sketch states that he once owned 
660 acres in the Hillsboro area, plus city lots and 
houses. He later built a grand residence called the 
Shute Estate at 12th Avenue and Baseline. This 
house is Bungalow style, wood frame with molded 
concrete siding designed to resemble cut stone. It 
had extensive landscaping, a circular driveway and 
a carriage house. 

John W. Shute died in this estate house in 1922, 
and is buried in the Hillsboro Pioneer Cemetery. 
The Shute Estate is now the Community Action 
Family Shelter. 

Thanks to another CLG grant, a Reconnaissance 
Level Survey of the Historic Orenco Neighborhood 
will be completed. A determination will then be 
made as to this area'~ suitability for a National 
Register Historic District.

Hjstorjc Camperdown Elm Tree Saved 

In 1914 Joe Rich, a French immigrant who worked at 
the Oregon Nursery Company, planted a small 
Camperdown (or Umbrella) Elm tree along Cornelius 
Pass Road, northeast of the nursery headquarters and 
the small company town of Orenco. There the tree 
grew undisturbed for almost 100 years. In 2002, Jean 
Harkin, a writer and photographer, wrote about the 
tree in the Hillsboro Argus. 

Last November, Investment Development paid to move 
the now 94-year old, 73,000 lb. "Campy" which sat in 
the footprint of their proposed new office building. 
The tree was moved 40 feet to the northwest, out of 
the way of the new building, by Big Trees Today. 

Jean Harkin was honored this July with the 2007 
Citizen Volunteer Award from Oregon Community 
Trees and the Oregon Department of Forestry. The 
Hillsboro Historic Landmarks Advisory Committee 
thanks Jean Harkin, Jeff Norris of Investment 
Development, Big Trees Today, and the Hillsboro 
Planning Department for their efforts to recognize and 
save this piece of Hillsboro history. 

Djd You Know About Hjllsboro's 
Hjstory? 
Hillsboro has been the county seat since 1849, 
when it was called "Columbia" and was located on 
a corner of David Hill's Donation Land Claim. Hill 
later provided 40 acres of land for the first plat of 
the new town site. Washington County at that 
time included most of northwestern Oregon, from 
the Willamette River to the coast and north to the 
Columbia. 

The first County Courthouse was built out of wood 
in 1850. It was replaced in 1872 with the modern 
brick building in the photograph to the right, 
which cost $12,392 to build. An annex was added 
to the south side of t he courthouse in 1911 . The 
annex was demolished when the building was 
replaced in 1927 with the Courthouse we have 
today.

Background: 

Exercise Seismic Slam '08 was held on June 4-5, 2008. It was a county-wide exercise with a 
moderate earthquake scenario (6.0 magnitude). We activated our Emergency Operations Center 
to handle the city-wide damage assessment, prioritize our incident response, allocate and track 
our resources, support our field operations, and request outside assistance. The Water 
Department and Joint Water Commission were also major players. 

Cost: Significant staff time preparing for and conducting the exercise, plus food during the two­
day exercise. These costs are included in the Emergency Program Manager's budget. 

Recommendation: 

Mark your calendars for the next exercise: Ca~cadia Peril '09 on Monday- Tuesday, April 27-
28,2009. 

I encourage you to attend any or all of the exercise. Specifically, we will have a briefing and 
policy discussion for elected officials on Monday afternoon.

Key Accomplishments and Problems Noted: 
Field Operations: 
• We scaled back significantly, as the exercise design focused more on putting the 

EOC staff through its paces. 
• It is very difficult to design field play that overcomes the constraints of simulation 

and provides relevant training to the field personnel. 
• Public Works crews read scripted damage report messages at the appointed time . 
• Building and Fire Inspectors examined photos of damaged building and completed 

their assessment forms, to simulate the post-seismic rapid damage assessment 
process.

Observations 

< Content 
• If we had incorporated more field play, communications would have become an 

issue very quickly. Public Works and Water would have been able to function on 
their VHF radio system, but most other users would have been hampered. Cell 
phones would probably not work, and 800 MHz would be extremely busy. 

• Water Department field play notes: 
o Use of recently created Damage Assessment forms was very successful to track 

system status. 
o The exercise verified our list of high priority facilities. In a real event we would 

send an additional team to inspect the JWC transmission lines. 
EOC/DOC Operations 
• Having the Fire Department mentors was very helpful 
• PIO was only section staffed by experienced people; everyone else had a steep 

learning curve 
• Most people were very proactive in figuring out what they needed to do, and they 

got it done 
• Conducting a cold start at the Water DOC was a very successful way to discover 

the highest priority tasks and what communication equipment is operable. 
o DOC set up was done as expected in a real event. Most staff were sent into the 

field while only 4 remained to set up the DOC. 
o It quickly showed us that the top priority activities are: establishing 

communications between the Hillsboro EOC, Water DOC, JWC WTP, and 
field crews; tracking situation (sit stat). 

o It was difficult getting communications going, but once a system was up and 
running it went smoothly. 

• Staff communicated the correct infonnation from the Field to DOC, JWC WTP to 
DOC and DOC to EOC. 

• Other: Staff utilized message forms where appropriate, completed Unit Logs, 
Incident Briefing, and Incident Objectives forms. 

Field to EOC/DOC Coordination 
• Communications between the EOC and Water DOC were initially conducted via 

amateur radio. Kind of a rough start due to lack of training on EOC/DOC 
procedures and not being familiar with the radio at Water DOC, but the amateur 
radio operators caught on quickly. 

DOC/EOC to EOC Coordination (e.g. City to County) 
• Many frustrations during the "fail-soft" portion of our exercise, when we were 

limited to just a couple of call groups on the 800 MHz radios. Need more practice 
using radio discipline- we were way too chatty! It was difficult to find a pause in 
the conversation to make your radio call. 

• EOC to EOC communications were lacking for the Water community. The JWC 
WTP (via Hillsboro EOC) was in need of information on system status and water 
demands from some partner agencies that was never received after attempts to 
obtain. 

• Boil Water notices were issued without consultation with the JWC or the partner 
agencies. At least give notice to drinking water providers that a Boil Water notice 
is going out to the public. 
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Cooperating Agencies (e.g., Red Cross, Utilities) 
• Had problems coordinating with agencies represented at the County EOC. Was 

easier to physically walk over there and meet face-to-face. Partly due to simulated 
communications outages, partly due to confusion and lack of information about the 
simulated incidents, and partly due to the inherent artificialities of exercises. 

Mutual Aid Systems 
• We successfully provided alternate water supplies to Tualatin Valley Water 

District. Increased communication with between JWC partner agencies would 
have improved the process.

Communications and Technology Systems 
• IS did an amazing job of adding telephones, laptops, and computer network 

connections in the truck bay. (Thanks, John Taylor and Bob King!) 
• Cutting the land lines, cell phones, and trunked 800 MHz presented quite a 

challenge. This was realistic, and it got people to think about alternative ways of 
gathering information. 

' • Public Works, Water, Fire and Parks & Recreation Departments all have 
communications on VHF radio, which will work as long as you can keep them 
powered. They operate on line-of-sight only, so their range is limited. 

• Water DOC notes: 
0 All our means of communication were tried. Difficulty with the two-way VHF 

Observations radios was due to either the communicator was out of range, the equipment was 
not in the best working order, or the communicator was in a service shadow. 

0 Operation of the Satellite phone was done without using the instruction card 
' posted nearby, leading to frustration and limiting JWC WTP communications. 

0 The HAM operators were very resourceful and the radios were a great way to 
communicate. DOC and JWC staff needed reminding that messages should be 
short and in bulleted fonnat. 

Staffing 
• First exercise for many of the EOC staff, and they functioned very well! 
• Most took the exercise seriously, played their part, and used it as a learning tool 
• Length of exercise (I Yz days) allowed staff to settle into their rolls. Day two went 

much better. 
• ICS 300 and 400, without further EOC orientation, were NOT sufficient training to 

turn the staff loose to do their jobs. (Fire Department mentors were a huge help.) 
• Should have had an orientation to the EOC layout, supplies and equipment before 

exercise day, so they knew what they had to work with and where to find 
resources.

Exercise Design/Conduct Process 
• Had many new faces on the design team, but lots of enthusiasm! 
• Put a lot of effort into design of damage assessment procedures and scenario, 

which allowed us to validate the manual process. 
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Plans, Procedures, Protocols, Agreement 

Staffing and Staff Training 
• ICS training was helpful, but not sufficient to conduct the exercise. We need 

regular meetings of the ICS sections, in order for them to become familiar with 
their positions and resources available in the EOC/DOC. 

• Most took their positions seriously and did their best. 
• Little was done on Resource Status (ReS tat). Also, neither the WTP nor 

Operations performed chemical or equipment inventory. 
• Since the JWC WTP is continuously staffed, they conducted two shift changes. No 

problems occurred during shift change and reporting SitS tat information. 

Equipment and Supplies 
Recommendations • EOC staff was not well oriented to the EOC, so they were not familiar with 

available resources. It took longer than needed to get things going. 

Facilities 
• Fire Station 1 is barely adequate as an EOC. The convenient location to the Civic 

Center is its best selling point. (And that's a big one!) 
• The conference room has shrunk after being divided to incorporate an office. We 

set up tables and chairs in the truck bay, which is a very large space. It improved 
the face-to-face communications over using the various offices to house the staff. 
However, there is not adequate wall space to post our maps, status reports, media 
releases, message boards, etc. Adding phones, network connection, and computers 
needs to be done during set-up. It can be pre-wired, but the equipment cannot 
remain set up and ready.

Next Steps- EOC 
• Recruit more EOC staff from the various departments 
• Institute regular meetings of ICS sections to become more familiar with roles and 

responsibilities, procedures, communications, available resources, ICS forms. 
• Have each Command and General Staff position/section decide what resources they 

need and put together kits for EOC activations. 
• Conduct tabletop exercises in between annual large-scale exercises. 
• Conduct ICS section-specific training (when it becomes available). 
• Define roles and responsibilities for business and other agency representatives that 

participate in EOC. 
• Formalize procedures and assign staff for damage assessment, message center, call 

takers, situation and resource tracking, and use of e-mail accounts. Validate the 
manual procedures before trying to automate them. 

• Formalize resource request process through the county EOC. 
• Work with OCEM staff to create a county-wide policy group to coordinate during 

disasters. If possible, exercise this group during Exercise Cascadia Peril (April 27 -
28 2009). 

• Continue to support the Joint Information Center/Joint Information System. 

Next Steps- Water DOC 
• Create DOC set-up kits that include prioritized activities based on the number of 

staff available, ICS positions, communications plan, maps and forms. 
• Expand awareness of emergency protocols to staff that did not participate in the 

exercise. 
• Devise a method for distribution operators to mark valves in the field that are 

damaged or shut off. Options include replace with a pre-painted valve can, lock the 
valve, or place a traffic cone on valve with valve can kicked to curb. 

• Implement changes to Damage Assessment forms suggested by field staff, such as 
specific section to describe areas without water service, combine Upper System and 
In-town System on one DA sheet. 

• Train all meter readers on correct shut-off of older style meters. 
• Inspect and test communication equipment on regular basis. 
• Create basic 'how to use' sheets for 800 MHz radios. Purchase back up batteries 

and/or charger timers. 
• Post notice on satellite phone that if not working correctly to use the directions that 

are posted next to the satellite phone. 
• Test VHF radios at TVWD, JWC WTP and Water Ops. If communications are 

successful, one will be stationed at either of the locations. 
• Establish procedures for dispatching field staff. When a team is working, the DOC 

should not call them again until they are finished at that site. 
• Create a roll call procedure for field staff for immediately after an earthquake. 
• Continue relationships with HAM radio operators and maintain HAM radios at 

Water Operations and JWC WTP. 
• Retain exercise planning and execution materials to provide future exercise 

planners with a nearly complete exercise. 
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
