mission to call on the business men at this time. Itwas moved by 
Howa Id and seconded by Sed5-wick that the Oregon Alarm System be grant­
ed permission to make a survey of the business places in Hilwa~ .. kie 
to ascertain if or not, they would install their monitoring system in 
Milwaukie. Motion carried and so ordered.
