' The meeting was called to order by Mayor Clay.
Present: Mayor Earl Clay; Councilmen James Howard, Chables

Renard, E, H. Aebi and Theron Sedgwick; City Manager Leonard Mullan,
City Attorney John O. Sheldahl and Clerk Ellen Martin,

Mr, Russell, representing the American Automcbile Associ-
ation, presented to Mayor Clay, and thersby to the City of Milwaukie,
a Certificate of Commendation, for recording no pedestrian traffic
deaths during 1960. On behalf of the City, Mayor Clgy thanked the
American Automobile Association and Mr. Russell,

Mr. George Haley, 615 - 2lth Street, came before the Coun-
cil and made inguiry as to the status of Milwaukiel!s case, now in
court, regarding State Civil Service for Firemen., Attorney Sheldahl
cyplalned that the State Civil Service Law was contrary to "Home Rulet
provided by Milwaukie's Charter and stated that this case would test
the right of the State 16 interfers with a city's charter. Mr. House,
of the Clackamas County Labor Council, objected to the City of Mllwau-
kie taking this case to the Supreme Court. .

Mr. Marvin Runyan, from Stevens and Thompson, was pressnt
and reported that the plans for the 1mprov~msnt of the Sewage Disposal
Plant were now in the hands of the Public Health Service; that Milwau-
kie was now nurber nine on the Federal Priority list and should soen
get the Federal grant which has been requested to finance the improw=:-
ments, and suggested that, due to lateness in the season, in order
to obtain the best bid for the work, it might be advisable to walt
until ths first of the year to call for bids, This would permit
the work to be done by July of 1962 which is the deadline set, It
was moved by Howard and seconded by Aebi that in view of Mr., Runyan's
recomuendation the Council hold this mabter of business until later-
in the season. Motlon carried and so ordered.

The time having arrived, the Mayor opened the hearing on
the improvement of Lth Street, Birkemeier Addition and called for
objections to the same, There was no citizen present who made cb-
jection to this-improvement and no writtsn objsction had besn re-
ceiveds The Mgyor declared the hearing closed. It was moved by
Sedgwick and seconded by Aebi that an Ordinance be drawn providing
for thsimprovement of Lth Street; Motion carried and so ordered.

Mr. M, E, Dirstine, 1920 - S5th Street, came bsfors the
Council and stated that he objected to the commercial use of prop-
erty in a residential area and ingquired as to how zone changes were
accomplished, Attorney Sheldahl explained the process of a zons
change., ’

Attorney Sheldahl reported that he had received a tele-~
phone call from the Bond Attorney, advising him that all proceedings
through the election had been approved.
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The Mayor announced that the Council would now continue
with the hearing on the Ardemwald Area "C" sewers. City Recorder Mr.
Osborne laid before the Council the assessment on Tax Lot 3 of .

Lot 13 Rockwood Acres owned by John and Gretchen Stevenson and

stated that the case was the same as the Warner case, that the prop~
erty was not in the City in 19)8, that since coming into the city they
have connected to the 1948 sewer in 37th Street; that they could not

- be served by Area-"C! sewers and that they had not paid an assess-
ment for sewers., It was moved by Howard and secondséd by Aebi that
this property be assessed for the 1918 sewer and thabt it be excused
the Area "C" assessment. HNotion carried and so ordered.

The guestion of the Julius Frei property, a portion of
Lots 3, ) and 5 Gibson's Subdivision of the Baptist Campbell Tracts,
was again brought up. The property is land-locked with a ten foot
driveway to Glover Road, and the assessment had been postponed te
permit the Council to view the property. Councilman Renard stated
that he had viewed the property; that he realized that it could not
be improved without a street; that some day there would be a street
into the property and then there would be need for sewers and that
he felt it would be unjust to excuse the square fool assessment
as other properties in the district would have to absorb this sssegs-
ment and, although he was in sympathy with the owners of the properiy,
he could find no justification in excusing the assessment. The other
members expressad their opinions as ‘agreeing with Mr, Rensard., It
was agreed that the assessment could not be excused,

It was moved by'Sedéwick and seconded by febi that Lots
Li, 5 and 13 of Block 2, Plimpton tracts be. assessed on one street
only. Motion carried and so ordered. ' '

It was moved by Sedgwick and seconded by Aebi that an
Ordinance be drawn declaring the assessment for the Arderwald Area
UC" sewers., Motion carried and so ordered,

Manager Mullan read a letter from the Southerm Pacific
Company in which they stated that the Public Utilities Commission had
approved a change of wigwag signal at the Harrison Street railroad
crossing, on their main line. It was moved by Howard and seconded
by Sedgwick that the following resolution be adopted.
