MEETING OF NOVEMBER 9, 1959

9L0th MEETING

The nine hundred fortieth regular meeting of the Council of Milwaukie
was held on the ninth day of November, 1959.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Clay;

Present: Mayor Clays Councilmen Aebl, Sedgwick and Howard; Manager
Mullan, Attorney Sheldahl and Clerk Martin. Absent: Councilman Mortensen.

The minutes of the nine hundred thirty-ninth regular meeting of the
Council, held on the twelfth day of October, 1959, were approved as written.

The minutes of a special meeting of the Council, held on the sixteenth
day of October, 1959, were approved as written.

Mrs. W. J. Greeley, 9147 S. E. 29th Ave. near Malcolm Street, came be-
fore the Council and stated that for two years there had been a trailer house
on her property, that her mother-in-law occupied the trailer house and that
it was connected to a septic tank, and made inquiry as to if or not the trail-
er house could remain as is. Mrs. Greely was advised that inasmuch as the
property has not yet been zoned, the traller house could be left there at
least until the property is zoned,

A petition, signed by eighty-nine property owners, requesting that sew-
ers be laid in Filbert Street, Olsen Avenue, Rockwood Avenue, Llst Street,
Hazel Street and a part of Harvey Street, was laid before the Council. It
was moved by Howard and seconded by Sedgwick that the City Manager be auth-
orized to have the Ingineer's survey made for this improvement. Motion
carried and so ordered.

The Mayor opened the hearing on the annexation of Lots 20 to 27, Block
88, Minthorn Addition and called for objections to the same. There was no
citlzen present whe made objection and no written remonstrance had been re=
ceived. The Mayor closed the hearlng.

Ordinance Number 766 was read for ist first reading. It was moved by
Howard and seconded by Sedgwick that Vrdinance Number 766 be passed to its
second reading. Motion carried and so ordered.

Applications for recommendations of renewals of ligquor licenses were
laid before the Council as follows:

Vic's Tavern, C.V. Crispin, for renewal of R.M.B.A. (Retail Malt Bev-
erage) and "P.B." (Package Stroe Class "B")

Mac's Pit Ski Room, M. A. Rolfson and Winnifred Rolfson, "D.A." (Class
"AY% Dispenser's )

Main Street Cafe, Herman W. Suehlsen and Evelyn Lorralne buehlsen' "ﬁ.
A." (Class "A® Dispenser's)

It was moved by Howard and seconded by Aebi that the Council recommend
the renewal of the licenses as listed above. Motion carried and so ordered.

Ordinance Number 767 ﬁas read for its first reading. It was moved by
Sedgwick and seconded by Aebi that Ordinance No. T67 be passed to its sec-
ond reading. Motion carried and so ordered.
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The question of excusing the penalty on a sewer assessment was laid be=-
fore the Council. 1t anpears that Tax Lots 9 and 10, Kellogg D.L.C., owned
by John and Amelia Stalonne was assessed on a square foot basis for the
trunk line sewer in Lake Road and on a lineal foot basis for t he sewer lat-
eral in 37th Street. The Stalonnes did not bond their property. The dead
line for bonding was in Septerber, 1958. The assessment had been figured
seperately. One for the trunk line, one for the 37th Street lateral, and
had been posted in the Lien Docket on separate pages. In June, 1958, the
Stalonnes paid part of each assessment. On September 22, 1958, they paid
the balance in full on one of the assessments. The clerk who received the
payment, not noticing that there were two assessments on the same property,
marked the receipt "Paid In Full". In October, 1959, the Recorder sent
notice of the penalty for non-payment of the assessment., The Stalonnes
answered the notice and produced their receipt marked "Paid in Full® and
stated that at the time of payment they understood that they were paying
both assessments. The Stalonnes were now requestirg that the penalty and
interest be excused on these basis. It was moved by Howard and seconded
by Aebi that inasmuch as the Stalonnes had shown good faith and had paid
the assessment believing they were paying both assessments, that the pen-

‘alty and interest be excused on the remaining portion of the assessment.

Motion carried and so ordered.

The Mayor opened the hearing on the question of sewers in the Re-plat
of Cole Addition and Walnut Park, and called for objections or remonstran-
ces. A petition, signed hy thirteen property owners along 3lLth Street, Kath-
ryn Court and Mary Court in the Re-plat of Cole Addition, objecting to sew-
ers along these streets, was read. OSeveral owners of property along these
streetls protested verbally, stating that they had septic tanks in good work-
ing condition and good drainaga conditions and that they were purchasing th-
eir properties and did not want the added expense of sewers at this time.
It was moved by Sedgwick and seconded by Aebi, that new estimates be made
and that the following Resolution be adopted. .

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVEb,by the Council of theCity of Milwaukie, Oregon,
that the above mentioned plans, specifications and estimates of the City En-
gineer, now on file with the City Recorder are found to be satisfactory and
are hereby approved.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Milwaukie, Ore-
gon, does hereby declare its intention and purpose bo make such improvement,
and the location and kind of improvement being as follows:

BY THE CONSTRUCTION OF SANITARY SEWERS, AND ALL THINGS NECESSARY IN THE
CONSTRUCTION THEREOF, all to be done in accordance with theplans and spec-
ifications now on file with the City Recorder, which plans and sspecificat-
ions are hereby referred to and made a part of this Resolution.

Said Sanitary Sewers to be constructed along the following lines and

That the Engineer's estimate of the probable cost of the Sanltary Sew=

 ers is the sum of $6,276.00

That the Engineer's estimate of the probable cost per front foot of pro-
perty abutting the aforementioned streets where said Sanitary Sewers will be
laid is the sum of $2.07 per Lineal foot.

THAT THE DISTRICT LIABLE TO BE ASSESSED FOR THE FOREGOING IMPROVEMENT
IS AS FOLLOWS:

All lots or parts of lots, in the Replat of Cole Addition, lying with-

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a written remonstrance against said pro-
posed improvement may be filed with the City Recorder on or before the 30th.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chief of Police of Milwaukie, shall,
within ten days from the passage of this Resolution, give notice of the pass=-
age of this Resolution by posting notices headed with the title ®"NOTICE OF
SEWER CONSTRUCTION WORK"™ in three conspicuocus places along the said above
named streets; which said notice shall contain a copy of this Resolution,
and shall specify the time in which a remonstrance agalnst said proposed
improvement may be filed with the City Recorder.

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary that said 1mprovement be made as soon as .
possible, on account of sewage disposal and drainage conditions in said dis-
tricty; NOW THEREFORE, an emergency is declared to exist and this Resolution
shall go into fullforce and effect immediately upon its adoption.

There
was a group of property owners present who objected to sidewalks, stating
that in many places there would have to be a fill under the salks, also that,
in palces, buildings were so close to the property lines that the walks would
be laid within a few feet of same. It appeared that the majority of the pro-
perty owners were in favor of curbs only.
