Now Therefore, we, the city commission of Oregon City and the City Council of 
West Unn, hereby recognize and commend all citizens who have participated in this annual 
gridiron classic, and support the efforts of the current teams by proclaiming October 11, 2012, to 
be "Oregon City-West Linn Rivalry Day."
