PROCLAMATION

DECOMMISSIONING WEST LINN CITY HALL

WHEREAS, the West Linn City Hall was dedicated in 1936 by Mayor Frank A.
Hammerle..In that year, the City’s population was less than 2,000, and

WHEREAS, the population of West Linn today, 63 years later, stands at more
than 21,000, and

WHEREAS, due to West Linn’s continuous growth, additional City buildings and
offices outside City Hall have been needed to keep pace with the increased demand for
muncipal services, and

WHEREAS, the West Linn City Hall bunldlng is now needed to provide room for
the West Linn Police Department, and

WHEREAS, the City of West Linn has leased a new office building at 22500
Salamo Road and has consolidated most municipal services in that location, including
the Municipal Court and City Council Chamber,

‘NOw, THEREFORE, I, Jill Thorn, Mayor of West Linn, do now proclaim as
follows:

(1) That this building is hereby decommissioned as West Linn City Hall,

(2) That this facility continue in operation as the West Linn Police Station until
further notice, and :

(3) That future meetings of the West Linn City Council, proceedings of the West
Linn Municipal Court, meetings of the West Linn Budget Committee,
Planning Commission, and other public meetings be conducted, unless
notice is otherwise given, in the new West Linn City Hall at 22500 Salamo
Road in West Linn, beginning with the West Linn Clty Council meeting on
Oct. 25, 1999.
