ern Door & Plywood Co.. Motion carried unanimously,and so ordered.

1t wag moved by Frady and seconded by Taylor that Western Door and Ply-
woou Co. be given & permit to construct a 12 inch water pipe line conuaecting
with present city line at 3¢nd and Hurvey Streets and extending tnereirom
along 32nd Street to Meek Streel; and thence along Meek bireet to 3lst Street
thence sougherly along 3lst Street to « point approximately 1GU feet south of
the soutneast corner of 3lst znd Meek Streets; such line to be constructed
at the expense of guid Western Door and Plywood Co. and thut the City of Mil-
waukie zgrees to purchase said pipe line as soon as the necessary funds can
be obtained, tne cost of the sume to be lhe cost te Western Door and Plywood
Company; estimated cost Lo be approximately $8,000.00. The motion carried
unanimously and so ordered.
