City Project Update
e RFPs for both Spring Park and Homewood Park are being drafted and should be
out this fall or early winter.

e Riverfront Park design and permitting continues. $200,000 has been added to
the David Evans contract to complete the design and permitting by fall 2009

¢ Kellogg Dam project: City staff is holding a meeting on September 9 to discuss
the next steps in the Kellogg Dam removal project. A temporary draw down of the
Lake is being considered and comments from the Lake side residents and other
stakeholders will be solicited at the meeting.

e The Johnson Creek Watershed Council auction is planned for October 17" at
Club Paesano in Gresham from 7 to 10 pm.
