PROPOSED PLANNED DEVELOPMENT ON_RAILROAD AND STANLEY

Mr. Walsh, representing Eldon Edwards ConsuITanT and his cIJenT presenfed a pro-.
posed planned developmenT on property located on, The norfheasf corner’of Railrcad and
Stanley. This property is zoned R-7 and contains 13.2 acrés. He’ presenred eight dif-.
ferent alternatives. for .the development of the parcel, and The hlghl|ghTs and draw- -
backs of each were discussed. The consultant recommended alternative-eight, and i+t
appeared to be the,consensus of the Planning Comm|55|on that- this:was the best in terms

. - of imaginaTion and good planning. The major drawback appeared td be the streets,

which are 20 feet paved inside the development, with a 50 foet right of way. 90|ng

through the development. There-are 60 lots, 70 ‘feet' by ‘65 feet, resulting in a den-

sity of 4.54 units per acre. None of the lots have "double fronfage" and nene have
frontage con Railroad or Stanley. There are walkways proposed througheut'the develop-
ment to give access to near-by schools or.bus routes. -Foster stated the streets in-

side The development should be a [iftle wider for emergency vehicies, Sandoz stated

that Al Jones, Fire Marshal, had expressed concern over the size of the streets for
emergency access. . There was discussion on fhe pessibility of not al.lowing parklng
on the street.if they were 20 feet.wide, but the problem of .enforcing this require-
ment was considered. This plan calls for all single family dwellings, with various
house types, e.g. split lével, split entry, efc. Foster suggested reducing the area
of open space to increase ]of sizes or street widths, There was alsc ‘discussicon on

is planning for Stanley to be 40 feet paved curb.fo curb, with a.60 foot right of way,
and is designated as a coliector street, Sandoz stated ThaT J. Wayne Daigle, Director
of Public Works, had mentioned that he didn't feel it was necessary for' a sfreet to

be 32 feet paved curb to curb in & r651denT|aI area :
