PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, National Drug and Alcohol Facts Week® was developed by the National
Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA) to promote educational events in communities so teens can
learn the science behind drug abuse and addiction; and

WHEREAS, it is an annual, week-long heath observance that inspires dialogue about the
science of drug use and addiction among youth; and

WHEREAS, it encourage teens to ask questions about drugs, drug abuse, alcohol, and
alcoholism, and to receive scientific facts and answers in return; and

WHEREAS, the goal of the week is to dispel myths about drug and alcohol use; and

WHEREAS, according to research from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC), two-thirds of U.S. students have tried alcohol by twelfth grade; and

WHEREAS, Millennium Health’s data show that since March of 2020, drug use rates
have increased, thus highlighting the worsening state of the opioid epidemic in the U.S.; and

WHEREAS, according to the CDC, drug overdose deaths reached a record high in 2020;
and

WHEREAS, National Drug and Alcohol Facts Week attempts to inform teens about the
impact and risk of substance abuse;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEST
LINN that March 21-27 is National Drug and Alcohol Facts Week, which provides an opportunity
to bring together scientists, students, educators, healthcare providers, and community partners
to help advance the understanding of science, so that we can improve the prevention and
awareness of substance misuse in our own communities and nationwide.
