City Manager Williams reminded Council they approved direction and funding for a feasibility
study, created a Tax Increment Financing (TIF) advisory committee, and adopted Ordinance
1738 creating the TIF agency. Staff mailed out over 10,000 postcards to West Linn property
owners notifying them of this hearing, placed the notice in the West Linn Tidings, on the City
website, and on social media. The question for Council is would you like to create West Linn's
first TIF district to fund infrastructure in this area. The community began a vision and master
plan for the waterfront area that is along the Willamette River from the Arch Bridge to
Willamette Falls Drive down into the Willamette District. The TIF funds infrastructure for
streets, sewer, and storm drains. There is a misconception that this creates a new vision and
development plan for the area. This is simply an infrastructure finance tool that will deliver the
infrastructure that the community wants.

Nick Popenik, Elaine Howard Consulting, gave the presentation.
Presentation
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In response to Councilor's questions, staff responded:

- Receiving no comment is customary. The taxing districts most impacted are (1) the cities
themselves, (2) the County who had opportunity to provide feedback at their board meeting,
and (3) the fire district who were involved in the task force. One of the proposed provisions is
to have a 30-year duration limit that was a suggestion from the fire district so there are other
ways to make the comments known. The majority of other taxing districts have large
boundaries (i.e., Metro, Vector Control, or the Port) who have overlapping districts. This
doesn't rise to their radar as to something they want to participate in, the numerous urban
renewals all over their jurisdiction. Schools are not directly impacted and don't typically have
any comment.

- Often when talking to other taxing districts, they are interested in what sort of projects are
being proposed and making sure those projects will contribute to increased tax revenue down
the road. If the projects will improve the community and stimulate growth, the district is large
enough that they can take a small percentage hit for the promise of revenue down the road.

- The project list came out of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP). Staff looked at the
transportation, wastewater, and storm projects and brought them to the advisory committee.
There were discussions about the projects and which priority tier they should be in. The
members met with different groups (i.e., Neighborhood Associations and historic main street)
who made some small changes to the project list and prioritization of the projects.

- The Planning Commission recommendation is attached to the Plan.

Public Comment

Russell Radcliffe found the committee was diligent, conscientious, and took their time to judge
the impacts on people and property. He urged Council to move forward with the TIF district
plan.

Spencer Crandall supports the district. He's advocating for combined product making and retail
spaces that the community and tourists can experience that will also create jobs.

Alice Richmond is worried that someone who is paid is telling Council that this is good for the
City since he doesn't pay West Linn taxes and she doesn't care that all our neighbors are doing
this.

Matt Lorenzen stated Wilsonville's TIF district increased the tax base from $70 million 30 years
ago to a tax base of $570 million today for an increase of about 800% in the tax base. He
recommends Council consider adopting this Plan.

Vicki Handy believes infrastructure is critical. She supports the intent and tool of using urban
renewal. She is concerned about the limited access to the riverfront since the City doesn't own



it. She urged Council to not move forward without first drafting an executive summary to
explain what this is to the public and is concerned about staff capacity.

Anastasia Gianopoulos is concerned the community of West Linn is going to have to pay for
this and she doesn't see the items on the list benefiting the City. She would like more time to
consider the breadth and depth of this proposal and would like to see it on a ballet.

City Manager Williams stated it is challenging to communicate the structure of how this works.
When the community sees this tax line, it is inevitable that they will think their taxes went up.
This is one of the few tools that we have in the City and you can see how limited the City is in
its ability to fund projects in this area. Willamette Falls Dr. is unacceptable, there is two miles
of waterfront the community cannot get to, and other projects the City would like to do to
improve the City. This is a long-term plan. He appreciates improvements can be made about
communicating. The City has time, we are not going to be spending money for a while since we
need to build up funds to participate in projects. Urban renewal is unlikely to be sole funding
source, it is going to be a tool. For example, the City may use this to provide a match with
federal or state grants. The City has time to improve communications and explain how it works
should Council take this step forward tonight. He is always happy to talk to anyone in the
community who wants to know more.

Mr. Popenik clarified there will be no impact on taxpayers - on households, property owners,
or businesses. There are impacts to the money on the overlapping taxing districts who will be
foregoing their tax revenue so this area can receive the money. This is not going to add to West
Linn's tax bill, it will divide from the existing tax bill. The overlapping taxing districts, including
the City general fund, will be foregoing the money.

In response to Council questions, Mr. Popenik explained there are two kinds of failures: (1) a
district that never gets off the ground. You create an area that is truly blighted and has a low
accessed value, and it never has any new construction take place. Maybe the property values
languish and don't grow by the 3% allowed and so it doesn't generate enough money to fund
the project so cannot make the investment needed nor make improvements to attract
development. This way of failing mitigates the impacts. It is not generating revenue and no
overlapping taxing district is forgoing revenue. It is a failure that results in the status quo. (2)
Another way is when the districts are established without a vision that resonates with the
community. If the overall goals and objectives of the plan are not things the community wants
to see take place, if the projects identified are not high priorities, and the urban agency invest
money in these projects that the community feels are not in their best interests, the
community can have an uproar that leads to electing new leaders or the plan can be closed
down early. If the City adopts the plan, it doesn't mean they cannot unwind it. The Community
can close down the plan early.

Mr. Popenik is not a public involvement expert. A lot of communities use an advisory
committee to review the conditions of the area and its financial capacity, and they make



recommendations to Council. Others do it on an ad hoc bases and when they need a decision,
they convene the group to help them make decisions. There are no decisions to be made in the
next five years. Once the money is collected, Council can ask the community how they want to
spend the money.

Public Comment
In response to Mary Lou Burton's comments, staff replied:

- The City starts saving money in order to build up enough to do projects or to take on a loan to
do a project.

- If were to adopt the plan, it takes a while for the County assessor to recognize the plan and to
get set up in system. In 2024, they would apply it to 24/25 FY. In the fall of 24, they will send
out tax bills recognizing that this urban area exists. They will start to collect money and it will
be dedicated specifically to this area. It is a separate legal entity from the City, there is no
comingling.

- The growth of property value will start to accumulate and accrue in this area. It will start very
small because there is not a lot of construction in this area so it will just be the 3% growth and
appreciation. The collection gets a little bigger every year.

- The City will not spend small amounts on small projects, it will wait to accumulate enough to
complete large projects. If the City is successful in pursuing grants or other funding sources,
the projects could be accelerated.

- There are modest overhead expenses, they have to have a budget and audit every year.

- If this was voted down, the dollars would go to all of the overlapping taxing districts - the
City's General Fund, TVF&R, the County, Metro, and the Port, etc.

Mayor Bialostosky closed the public hearing.

Council President Mary Baumgardner moved to approve First Reading for Ordinance 1743,
making certain determinations and findings relating to and approving the West Linn
Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan and directing that notice of approval be
published, and set the matter for Second Reading. Councilor Leo Groner seconded the motion.

Council President Baumgardner understands the community's concern when hearing the word
taxes and not putting it to a vote. She expressed confidence in this process and Councils' ability
to continue having an open dialogue and community input on the visioning on how they want
this to work going forward. It will be an overall benefit to the City.



Councilor Erwin stated this is a slow process and it will take several years before the City has
money to spend. There is time to communicate with the public and make sure Council is doing
things that public wants. If after a couple of years, it doesn't feel good, Council can steer it or
end it.

Councilor Groner stated the project list is a proposal that is looking 30 years in the future. Over
that time priorities may change, and Council has the ability to make those changes.

Mr. Popenik inserted that Council has the ability to make changes to the plan. Amending the
project list is a minor amendment that would require a public meeting to adopt the changes. It
is common to amend the project list.

Mayor Bialostosky stated the plan benefits the City and residents, and it is not raising taxes. It
is a tool to possibly complete infrastructure projects (i.e., Willamette Falls Dr and the riverfront
park) that are needed. The City cannot carry out the vision plan and have it come to fruition
unless there is infrastructure. The City needs to use every tool available to improve the City
and community. We just went through a budget process, and the City doesn't have extra or
discretionary money to spend on projects. He supports the plan and this doesn't mean the
public process ends. The City will continue to communicate, especially when the tax bill comes
and there is a line item that says urban renewal area, that taxes will not increase.

City Manager Williams stated this is a continuation of discussion Council has had at several
recent meetings. This is a difficult situation Council is facing resulting from federal court rulings
and new state laws that have put local governments in a difficult situation without any funding
to achieve results. Council has been discussing the deadline coming up to comply with state
law on removing certain portions of the municipal code. He explained neighboring cities are
having the same conversations with their communities. Council has an ordinance in front of
them related to the discussions Council has been having.

City Attorney Monahan stated Council has had at least three meetings where they were
briefed on the requirements based on the house bills enacted by the Oregon legislature.
Should the City continue to regulate camping, it is necessity to make sure the language in the
Code is compliant with the statutes by July 1. Council gave direction to bring a draft of some
language Council might want to put in an ordinance. If Council wants to regulate camping time,
place, and manner, it will need specific language. That is not the language in the packet tonight
although it was in the packet at the last meeting. The language that is in the packet tonight is
to remove camping entirely and wait out the process to see what happens in other
jurisdictions. Different approaches are being taken both to eliminate regulations entirely and
address the requirements of the statute. Some communities are identifying one property that
would allow camping and creating regulations that apply to that one property. Some cities are
installing facilities for campers to wash, use restrooms and to dispose of trash. Other
communities are creating restrictions that are going to apply specifically saying this is where
camping cannot take place (i.e., parks, proximity to residential areas, rivers or natural
habitats). We cannot tell you that an ordinance that does not have a specific location identified
is as defensible as the approach that has a specific location that has facilities to accommodate
the needs of the campers. We need direction from Council as to do we want to go in a
direction of regulating comping, but modifying our regulations so they are clear and fit West
Linn or the alternative approach which is what the draft ordinance would do. The draft tonight
is showing what it would look like if Council wanted to repeal all regulations. The earlier packet
had language to change Code Section 5.116, but that needs additional work. Staff needs
direction on which direction to go then will bring the ordinance that needs to be posted seven
days in advance of Council's first reading. If Ordinance 1744 meets the needs, it could be
posted tomorrow.

Library Director Erickson stated staff worked to take out the offensive language to comply with
state law. No matter what the City puts on the map as far as regulations, there is a finite
amount of City owned places people can be placed (i.e., in the parks, City buildings, and the
rights-of-way). Regarding the concerns about fire and permanency of buildings, those laws are
already prohibited in the Code and will not be removed. They do not have to do with standing,
sitting, or lying down.
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Public Comment

Beth Staus moved here from Portland because the parks are clean, schools are good, the
sidewalks are clean, and she wants it to stay that way. She does not want to see things
deteriorate (like the restrooms). She recommends a designated space for camping, with a
reasonable time limit, and restrictions of not by the river.

Mayor Bialostosky stated this is the third or fourth meeting Council has had on this topic and
Council has received a lot of comments from the public. Their comments have influenced his
opinion on this topic.

Council President Baumgardner stated cities are being put into a really difficult

situation without proper funding, support, or staff. The City is being tasked to be social services
providers, to manage a problem that is a generational system failure. Big pharma has been
unregulated and allowed to addict people. This is being seen in the schools where there are
children in homes that are not supporting them. She understands the garbage and health
related impacts. She wants Council to do what they can within the law and also within our
human necessity and duty to help people. The City needs to push back to our state legislatures
and county to provide funding to help deal with this problem. She supports this code change. It
is important to set a few restrictions and not have an ordinance that just repeals any restriction
and leaves it open.

Councilor Groner agrees there are systemic failures in the areas of mental illness, drugs, and
housing. Many are victims of hard luck or abuse. These are problems we don't have the power
in West Linn to solve on our own. It is important to not over-react and make drastic restrictions
we may have difficulty enforcing and defending legally. He wants to be careful in what manner
and places they restrict.

Councilor Erwin wished there was a spot where Council could say there is room, we will
provide sanitation, and it is not near houses or schools or will damage parks; however, this
does not exist in West Linn. He wants to appoint a task force to help resolve this issue. Private
individuals can do it on their property. With basic restrictions, Council can do somethings - like
you cannot camp on a sidewalk or within 6 feet of a driveway. The simplest thing would be to
ban everywhere except for a particular spot; however, we don't have a spot and it needs to be
done before July 1. He wants to establish the task force and change the proposed ordinance to
make it more what Council and the community want.

Mayor Bialostosky stated everyone is in agreement that they want to find a space and will
need a process to find it. He likes the proposal of a task force made up of impacted

neighbors, community leaders, and council to come up with objective criteria like what sites
could work and have ease of access to main thoroughfare. The City doesn't have services but
have proximity to services in neighboring areas. It is important to have regulations, most of our
neighbors have restrictions or regulations in place. Some haven't had to go through the



process because they don't have a camping ban. He agrees with no camping on sidewalks and
would go further to include parks. He is concerned with environmental areas, garbage, and
staff's ability to clean up sites. He wants to have a way to address situations that pop up by
having regulations in place so they don't have to do a piece meal approach as problems come
up. He wants no camping in parks or near a river, wants to regulate how big a campsite can be,
and create a task force.

In response to Councilors questions, staff replied:

- The City has the ability to create standards that would say where camping can and cannot
occur, ideally it would identify locations. It is more defendable if the City has identified specific
properties with a known time, place, manner. Some jurisdictions identify what properties
cannot be used then create time, place, manner restrictions that would apply to any other
property and gave some examples of restrictions and public properties where camping could
occur. It is more objectively reasonable to identify specific properties so when a camper
arrives, they have some guidance of where might be able to camp. Examples of what
surrounding cities are doing was discussed.

- The City is not aware of any homeless camping in the City as of last week. Where other
communities see camping is along railroad tracks which aren't in the cities jurisdiction. Just like
the camper in Camassia, it is not our park so not in our jurisdiction. Traditionally, the City sees
homeless between the bridges in West Bridge Park. If Council does restrict camping, it is
important staff knows where they are going to permanently or semi-permanently allow
camping. Where they are camping is very steep and hard to get to and difficult for vehicles to
access.

- If Council is going to a designate place where people can stay, sit, and sleep for a period of
time, it needs to be reasonably accessible according to the law. Due to the topography of West
Linn, they could argue it is difficult to get to and we don't have transportation.

- Time, place, and manner is the goal. The City is being required to create social services
without resources or the expertise. The legislatures placed this burden on everyone. We are
not helping anyone when they are just moved from one place to another. It would be great if
we could partner with the county or other non-profits across the Willamette region like we are
doing with Bagby Lakes, but that doesn't exist in West Linn and with this new law, becomes
really restrictive with what we can and cannot do legally.

Council President Baumgardner does not think Council can find a place tonight. They have to
expedite this code change without having a shelter or camping site designated. There needs to
be some restrictions in this code.

Mayor Bialostosky thinks the best approach is to figure out what Council has consensus on. He
is hesitant to offer up a site and wants an evaluation of inventory using objective criteria done
through a community process.



Councilor Groner wants the neighborhood where this is going to be located in to have input. It
will take time to determine a site and have a task force evaluate it. It is a very difficult decision
and he wonders how many people would want to volunteer for this.

City Manager Williams thinks a task force makes a lot of sense. There is a lot of interest in the
community and Council can create ad hoc task force.

Councilor Erwin wants the task force to find a designated location or locations. He wants to
place restrictions on camping like no camping on sidewalks, driveways, streets, or bike lanes or
within six feet of them so there is good clearance and visibility.

City Attorney Monahan clarified Council wants to utilize the draft ordinance in the packet and
also place restrictions. We need to have camping regulations that address time, place, and
manner or we don't have regulations. If Council states they are not going to have regulations,
but add those restrictions, they are regulating camping. Staff could use the draft language from
the last meeting. If we do, we can list the places camping cannot take place. If camping does
take place, Council would give ideas about how far from access drives, rivers, etc., Council
cannot mix the two. He asked Council to give direction tonight on time, place, and manner so
staff can draft the ordinance.

City Attorney Monahan explained the May 31 memo. The first attachment 5.115 is the
ordinance as it exists today. Section 5.116 is the redline version taking the language from 5.115
and adding places where staff needs direction. Some of the definitions are in the existing code
and some are new. There are blanks where staff needs input on the time, place, and manner.

Council discussed what would be a reasonable set up and tear down time for campsites and
inviting the police department to help iron out the details, including enforcement capability.

Library Director Erickson suggested if overnight camping is the parameter, staff can come back
with what a reasonable time period is.

Council discussed not allowing camping on driveways, sidewalks, hiking trails, in parks (that
don't have a designated camping site in them), near schools, near water, the distance camping
could occur near these places, the distance camp sites need to have between each other, and
how large the campsite could be.

City Attorney Monahan read another cities ordinance that stated no camping within 100 yards
of any school or lawfully existing school related use, to address private schools and daycares.

Council concurs with 10' x 10' campsite, 50' from the river, that any violation would be the
least class violation. Council discussed items to give to the task force, for instance: if dogs
should be leashed or always crated and using vehicles as shelters and how they must comply



with parking regulations.

Council discussed private property owners providing camping sites. When the private property
owner wishes to revoke this for any reason, Council agrees they camper should vacate within
four hours after receiving the actual notice to vacate and that camping can occur on a non-

porous service.

Staff will prepare the ordinance for Council's June 20, 2023 meeting.

Mayor and Council Reports [8:05 pm/10 min]

Councilor Erwin reported that the Historic Review Board is having a hearing tomorrow
regarding a potential demolition on Willamette Falls Drive.

Councilor Groner reported that the Planning Commission is working on Comprehensive Plan
Amendments. The Economic Development Committee reported that the Wednesday Market is
doing well.

Council President Baumgardner represented West Linn on the Willamette Falls Trust Board
Retreat which was participating in the Treaty Days with the Yakima tribe. The Tribal Elders
spoke about cultural aspects, their observances of Willamette Falls, and their traditional eel
harvest.

Mayor Bialostosky reported the Youth Advisory Council is meeting Tuesday to discuss a
potential appointment of a member to serve on the recreation center advisory board. He sent
a letter to the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) relating to the traffic issues that
stem from their closing the onramp from Highway 43. ODOT put some measures in place.
Council wants to hear from the public about how it is working and if they have any other
suggestions.

Council President Mary Baumgardner moved to approve the Mayor's appointment. Councilor

Public Comment

Abby Farber spoke in support of Council President Bialostosky as Mayor to fill out the term.
She is impressed with Bialostosky’s dedication and ability to listen and really appreciates it.
He’s willing to meet with people and go to meetings as is all of Council.

Filling Vacant Mayor Position [6:15 pm/15 min]

Councilor Mary Baumgardner moved to Appoint Council President Bialostosky as Interim
Mayor until the May election. Councilor Bill Relyea seconded the motion.

Councilor Baumgardner has known Council President Bialostosky for years. It has been a
privilege to serve with him. His dedication to the community, even mindedness, and legal
acumen as a pre-law student are assets to the community. His perspectives are measured, and
he has unimpeachable integrity.

Councilor Relyea agrees that while a current member of the Council would make a good
interim mayor, he believes they should look outside the current Council. This is because
Council is short two positions and will be short three positions if someone moves to that role.
He would like to open the position to applicants and have Council review those candidates.

Councilor Baumgardner appreciates Councilor Relyea’s perspective and considered it herself.
Council is in a unique vacancy situation due to the election typically being held in November;
however, likes the continuity of a current councilor as interim mayor.

Councilor Relyea would like to move to appoint the Council President then move towards
appointing two interim councilor positions and let a full council decide on who should be
interim mayor.

Council President Bialostosky shared his opinion that the interim mayor should be someone on
the current Council as the City has many pressing issues.

Ayes: Council President Rory Bialostosky and Councilor Mary Baumgardner.
Nays: Councilor Bill Relyea.
The motion carried 2-1
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Interim Mayor Bialostosky stated he was looking forward to continuing to serve the
community; he hopes to make Council proud and foster dialogue where all feel heard and
have collaborative discussions.

Filling Vacant Councilor Position [6:30 pm/15 min]

City Attorney Trompke opened by noting that only having three members makes it difficult
from a public meetings standpoint. Councilors cannot meet to consult with each other without
notice of a public meeting. He noted that it is a good plan to appoint someone to the position
of the soon-to-be-declared vacant seat. Section 30(b)(6) of the Charter provides that a seat
becomes vacant upon declaration by the Council of the vacancy, following resignation of a
Councilor from office. It does take the resignation and the Council’s recognition of it to declare
it vacant, which can be done by motion tonight. The Council can seek input from the public
and accept applications. This can be done within the next 4 to 6 weeks on an expedited basis
but is up to Council’s schedule and decision. Interim Mayor Bialostosky will now be in his
current position as Interim Mayor until the May election. Bialostosky’s Councilor position stays
unfilled but does not become vacant for filling until the May election. This is how it has been
dealt with historically. Interim Mayor Bialostosky could revert back to his Council position in
May or could run for, and be elected Mayor, at which point there would be a resignation and
filling of his Council position. Council could declare the seat open by motion tonight and seek
applications and give ten days to two weeks and at the next meeting after that could select
and appoint someone.

Interim Mayor Bialostosky said they could review applications at the third Council meeting of
the month.

City Manager Williams stated we could post open applications and meet Council’s schedule at
their discretion.

Councilor Relyea wanted to move forward with declaring the vacancy first then discuss filling
or leaving it vacant.

Councilor Bill Relyea moved to Declare that the position held by Councilor Jones be declared
vacant as provided by City Charter section 30. Councilor Mary Baumgardner seconded the
motion.

Ayes: Rory Bialostosky, Bill Relyea, and Mary Baumgardner.
Nays: None.
The motion carried 3-0
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Interim Mayor Bialostosky thanked Todd Jones for his tremendous service to the community.
He is an amazing public servant and teacher and will be missed greatly by the community.

Councilor Baumgardner echoed those sentiments and thanked Todd Jones for all he has given
to the community. He was tireless and a very positive influence.

Councilor Relyea read the statement that Councilor Jones provided to the West Linn Tidings in
the December 28, 2022, edition: “I am grateful for two years on the Council, | learned a lot,
worked with great people and can only hope the City is better for our efforts. | leave with
confidence the City is in good hands under your leadership and with gratitude for your service
to our community.” He thanked Councilor Jones for his support, assistance, and leadership
throughout his term of service on Council, as member of the community, and a teacher.

Interim Mayor Bialostosky said a big part of the reason he is on Council is due to being inspired
by Mr. Jones’ Government Class and he thanked former Councilor Jones. He sees the merits of
not appointing someone into the vacant role for a short period of time. But also having four
Councilors versus only three for quorum issues has merit, as does filling some Council liaison
appointments.

Councilor Relyea said his big concern is the time-frame, by the time they get to appointments
it would likely be middle of February and the election is in March. They could open
applications and see the interest level. Maybe a Council-elect might like to step up and fill that
position. There is significant time for Council and staff to go through the process.

Councilor Baumgardner recalled when the City was in this process two years ago and the
influence there could be in appointing a candidate that is running in the election for the role.
She was concerned it would have the effect of favoring a potential candidate. The election is
March 16 so the person would only be in the interim position for a few weeks. She is
comfortable not appointing someone but is also open to other ideas.

Interim Mayor Bialostosky asked legal if Council could decide to not appoint given the Charter
“shall” language.

City Attorney Trompke mentioned this issue has come up under the Oregon State Constitution
in state processes, but it doesn’t mandate that it be done. Council is authorized to do it and
should do it if Council believes it is in the best interest of the city. No court can mandate that a
judgement be one way or the other as this is ultimately a political decision, structurally it is up
to Council.

Councilor Relyea agreed with Councilor Baumgardner’s assessment that if they were to select

a candidate that is running for Council it would act as an endorsement, which would be unfair
to others running for office.
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Interim Mayor Bialostosky noted that he hadn’t really wrapped his mind around the short
time-frame, that it could only be 45 days in an interim Councilor position. Council could
appoint the apparent winner in March before the election is certified.

Councilor Relyea said this has historically happened in the past, including to himself, so new
Councilors get prepped on issues and can “hit the ground running.”

Mayor Bialostosky said they will be talking about Council liaison appointments later in the
work session portion.

City Attorney Trompke provided legal advice that because there are only three Councilors if
two attend a community advisory or neighborhood association meeting and are asked for a
comment they shouldn’t give one because that could be seen as deliberation on an issue that
could come before Council. Councilors should listen, but not speak at meetings if there are two
Councilors present and explain the situation to the community group. One Councilor could also
leave and the other could stay and have a discussion.

Decision

Appeal Information

Mayor Bialostosky called the appeal continuation meeting to order and read the procedure
into the record. No further public testimony was permitted.

City Attorney Monahan cited the applicable approval criteria and confirmed no Councilor had
any conflict of interest. He asked if Councilors had any ex parte contacts to declare.

Council President Baumgardner confirmed she drove past the site, but she did not make any
observations different than what she had seen in the record.

City Attorney Monahan confirmed that no member of the audience challenged the jurisdiction
of Council to hear the matter. He then asked if any member of the audience challenged the

impartiality of any member of Council.

Karie Oakes asked if there had been clarification from the Staff regarding similar applications
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requested by the Appellant because the submission stated that Council could contact Staff
with any questions, and she believed the communications regarding previous applications
could create an opportunity for influencing Council.

City Attorney Monahan responded that any communication with Staff after receiving the
information regarding similar applications would not be an ex parte contact. He believed she
was asking for factual information from Council even though the relevance of it was
guestionable, unless in fact, Staff made an effort to influence a Council member’s decision.

Council President Baumgardner stated she had not spoken to anyone from the Planning
Department on this issue.

Mayor Bialostosky confirmed he had asked Planning Manager Wyss some questions about the
application as invited to do so by the City Manager.

Councilor Relyea said he did not believe this required a response.

Ms. Oakes stated she was challenging the impartiality of Mayor Bialostosky, because she did
not know what he and Planning Manager Wyss spoke about or how the Mayor may have been
influenced.

City Attorney Monahan explained proper procedure, according to Council Rules, Quasi-judicial
Land Use Matters, Section D, Item 1, Bias and Disqualification, would be to turn this portion of
the meeting over to Council President Baumgardner for discussion and a vote.

Council President Baumgardner presided over the discussion and vote regarding Mayor
Bialostosky’s impartiality.

Mayor Bialostosky explained his communication with Staff, stating the Code in question was
highly technical. As he was not very familiar with Environmental Protection or Water Resource
Area Codes, he contacted Mr. Wyss regarding his determinations and the record. Mr. Wyss
responded without influencing his decision in any way. He stated that he felt he could come to
a conclusion on his own, and in fact, he had come to a conclusion about how he thinks the
facts apply to this Code interpretation.

Council President Mary Baumgardner moved to Deny the challenge. Councilor Bill Relyea
seconded the motion.

Mayor Bialostosky confirmed he had not relied upon any other information, other than what
was in the record to make his decision.
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Ayes: Council President Rory Bialostosky, Councilor Mary Baumgardner, and Councilor Bill
" Relyea.

Nays: None.
The motion carried 3-0

Mayor Bialostosky resumed chairing the meeting and confirmed Staff had no further questions
or clarifications regarding the appeal record.

In response to Council’s questions, Staff responded the Applicant’s original submittal included
analysis from his consultant team that looked at the current function of the Water Resource
Area versus the reduced buffer and compared those functions in its existing state versus what
the condition would be after proposed mitigation plantings. The Applicant’s consultant
provided additional written comments during the March 20" information exchange Council
had requested. Staff relied on the consultant’s report, included in the record, to make their
decision.

Mayor Bialostosky opened the floor for deliberation.

Council President Mary Baumgardner moved to Make a tentative decision to deny the appeal
(AP-23-01) and uphold the Planning Manager decision for approval of WAP-22-02, based on
findings in the record, and direct Staff to prepare a Final Decision and Order for Council
adoption on a date certain of April 17, 2023. Interim Mayor Rory Bialostosky seconded the
motion.

Councilor Relyea believed protection of Water Resource Areas was an important part of the
City’s commitment as stewards of the land, water, and watershed. In 2014, certain sections of
the Community Development Code (CDC) were substantially changed. Since that time, there
had been adequate time to address provisions that provide for this Alternative Review
process, but he had not seen anybody call for a pause to action. He was disappointed that
Council had an opportunity to address the issue but had allowed it to go on for so long with an
area of the Code that he did not support and would have changed if he had been given the
opportunity.

e He believed EPA and other documentation called for a much broader analysis of the
area rather than just site-specific fragmentation, including a broader comprehensive
view of what was happening in source Water Protection Areas and the water shed.
Development codes should be formulated so that they would all work in a positive
manner for protection of Water Resource Areas, and he did see that happening within
the City.

e He believed the Applicant had made a strong case in the matter, but the CDC says the
burden would be on the property owner to persuade the decision-making authority
that all aspects of the CDC had been met. He did not feel the CDC had been met
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because the mitigations were minimal proposed protections rather than substantial
proposed protections. He would move to deny the application and side with the
Appellant.

Council President Baumgardner commented that specifically the matter being decided was not
the importance of protecting the environment but whether this particular application satisfied
Code. She always supported environmental conservation, especially water way protection,
riparian zones, and water sheds. She had seen massive degradation of the environment in her
lifetime living in West Linn because West Linn is on a hill, and most development had
happened above Highway 43, causing impacts.

e She pointed out Council was put in a position of making a ruling on matters that they
are not subject matter experts in, so she was interested in finding out as much
information as she could. To the best of her ability, she believed the Planning Director
had made a decision that upholds requirements in this case of the Code.

e She was sorry for the people who would perceive this as not being in support of the
environment, but they needed to do things to protect the environment within the Code
without arbitrarily punishing an individual person because the Code was not quite what
they would want it to be. She advocated for hearing about any opportunities to change
the Code language going forward. Moving forward on this particular process and this
particular property, she believed Planning would do what it could to protect the
environment within the Code.

Mayor Bialostosky thanked all members of the public, the Applicant, Staff, for the collaborative
way they had gone about the process and acknowledged opinions on both sides of the issue.
He reiterated members of Council were not geologists, so this was a new area of Code they
had not looked at before, and each of them were doing their best to do what they thought was
right. And reasonable minds could differ on Code interpretation, which is why they were there
today, especially as this section of the Code is technical. He asked that they maintain a
respectful environment in Council chambers, no matter what the decision may be, with the
understanding that if someone disagreed with Council’s decision, they had the right to seek
review of the decision at the Land Use Board of Appeals.

e He stated he had spent a lot of time looking at all the testimony and read through
everything received. What struck him the most in the actual Code language was that
the Alternative Review process was open-ended, basically establishing a review and
approval process an Applicant can use when there was reason to believe the width of
the WRA as prescribed under the standard process is larger than necessary to protect
the function. He had asked at the hearing a couple weeks ago what reason does there
need to be, and it was really any reason because it’s not defined. It then proceeds to
say that the Code allowed a qualified professional to determine what water resources
and associated functions existed at the site and the width needed to maintain those
functions.
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He believed feel that the Code punted a lot to someone outside the City to apply it,
basically saying a qualified professional could set the boundary of the WRA. Under the
plain language of the Code, whether they liked it or not, it was the qualified
professional that makes the determination as to the WRA width needed to maintain
the function. He believed this could be problematic, inviting the potential for abuse,
not that that happened in this case. He stated they could certainly look at potential
changes to the Code to make it a little clearer because he did not find this Code
language to be very clear and objective.

He addressed whether the stream was ephemeral or intermittent, reading the
definitions of each type. An ephemeral steam is a steam or reach of a stream which
flows only in direct response to precipitation and whose channels are always above
groundwater or water table levels. An intermittent stream is a stream that flows only
during certain times of the year when it receives water from springs or precipitation.
He believed there was gray area as to what constituted ephemeral and intermittent
streams, acknowledging differences of opinion on that point. As someone who was not
qualified to weigh in on methodology, the Applicant’s consultant’s site visit reports and
photographs taken over a long period time made him conclude that it was more likely
ephemeral at this site. He did not see evidence that it received water from springs, and
in his opinion, evidence supported affirming the ephemeral finding.

He acknowledged that community members who he respected would disagree, and
added he did the best he could to come up with his own decision on the matter. He
also believed the proposed mitigation plan would enhance the site because right now,
it was degraded and had storm water infrastructure built by the city a long time ago.
He believed the plantings would help, based on what he read in the report.

He also addressed the riparian corridor issue, stating Code 32.060D had several
different setbacks for different types of WRAs. For riparian corridors, the setback was
100 feet, and for ephemeral streams, 15 feet. But in his interpretation of the
Alternative Review process, it says except for applications that are using the Alternative
Review process, the table in section 32.060D applies. He understood that the 100-foot
buffer for a riparian corridor does not apply because the Code specifically says that this
section does not apply when the Alternative Review process was in play.

He was open to discussion with Council and the community to whether that Code
needs to be tightened up and changed to make it clearer if they would like the riparian
corridor setbacks to apply when the Alternative Review process was used. He stated
they all cared about the environment and having healthy riparian corridors, but they
were just trying to do their best to work within the Code that they had and that he had
not looked at until a few weeks ago when this came up.

Councilor Relyea discussed what would equate to substantial improvements to the aquatic
and/or terrestrial habitat of the WRA for providing permanent improvements to the site
hydrology that would improve water resource functions. He noted Section 32.080 of the Code
talked about how Metro developed Title 3 and Title 13 in its urban growth management
functional plan that addressed development in the riparian corridor, and that specifically, Title
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3 prohibited new development within specified established buffers and provided replanting
requirements for unavoidable new development.

e He commented that looking at those requirements within the CDC and the information
the Applicant provided, he did not see a full discussion about substantial
improvements, but they were minimal improvements. He would ask that this Council
apply conditions of approval and ask the Council elect to further look at this section of
the CDC together with existing Council members and make the necessary
improvements to the language so that this type of application is not allowed in the
future.

e He acknowledged one of the things the Appellant brought forward was a concern
about this being used as a precedent-setting type of application, and believed they had
the opportunity to take some corrective action, and even if this application is approved,
there was still an opportunity to make improvements.

City Attorney Monahan confirmed Council had the ability to place conditions on the approval,
but they should have been discussed earlier in the meeting, so the Applicant would have the
opportunity to exercise his constitutional rights to ask clarifying questions and potentially
object to those conditions.

Council President Baumgardner asked if Council could get to the point of adding conditions if
she withdrew her motion.

City Attorney Monahan explained that for new conditions of approval, Council would have to
reopen the public hearing to allow Applicant to make comments on those conditions.

Councilor Relyea commented that as the application discussed mitigation plan requirements,
he did not believe they needed to open the hearing. He wanted to make sure those conditions
were in place and that these areas he was discussing were a part of the permit, and he
believed they were. He wanted to make sure the public knew those mitigation plans and those
additional conditions were already part of the record and would be utilized as part of the
permitting process.

City Attorney Monahan confirmed Council did not intend to introduce new conditions but
wanted to emphasize and make sure that those conditions were clear within the decision and
would be an obligation for the Applicant, if approved, adding this would be appropriate
without opening the hearing.

Council President Baumgardner stated hopefully the conditions that were already in the
application and the way it would go forward in the process would inherently put in protections
to address the environmental concerns brought up through the process. She was confident

they would be addressed.

City Attorney Monahan explained that within the motion, Council had an opportunity to ask
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Staff to return with the conditions of approval to get one more chance to look at them before
taking final action. They could set a special meeting with 24-hour notice at any time within the
next few days. An alternative would be to come back for adoption on the motion on April 17,
which was also the transition date for the new City Council members. If they wished, Council
could schedule a meeting shortly before the regular Council meeting to have this body of
three, if all three were able to attend, to meet to consider and adopt the final order prior to
commencement of the regular Council meeting.

Councilor Relyea reminded the Appellant had asked for the reimbursement of funds he had
personally paid and asked if that was being considered as part of this decision.

City Attorney Monahan explained that would be a separate process question, which could be
addressed after finalizing the decision, adding it could be added to the agenda tonight or
addressed as a separate action.

Mayor Bialostosky added that as part of the deliberation, he did look at the mitigation plan
and reasoned that looking at the photos of the site and how it had degraded, adding new
native vegetation would not help substantially in terms of improving the habitat. He called for
the vote.

City Attorney Monahan asked for clarification that the motion included directing Staff to bring
back findings for adoption at a specific date and for Council to determine whether that was
April 17 or another date.

Council President Baumgardner understood it to be April 17, 2023.

Staff confirmed they would have enough time to prepare the findings.

Reports from Community Advisory Groups

Council President Baumgardner reported the Arts & Culture Commission met in-person at the
McLean House. They discussed future use of the McLean House for cultural and/or artistic
events. She noted that Mayor Bialostosky arranged for a meeting with Representative Susan
McLain this morning in Salem. He was unable to attend at the last minute, but she attended
along with Mayor Frank Bubenik from Tualatin and Mayor Joe Buck from Lake Oswego. They
discussed tolling with Representative MclLain, who was a significant member and co-chair of
the Transportation Committee. She has spoken in support of tolling a funding mechanism. The
three of them made a very united front that if they wanted support of tolling, they needed to
give us something we could work with. They are working on this, and they are very concerned
about the impacts of tolling economically on drivers and community members, on business in
the community, and the equity of tolling. They will continue to work on this matter. She also
noted the Sustainability Advisory Board would love a good turnout to their Earth Day
Celebration next Saturday, April 22, at the Willamette Ale House, where they will have
information available.

Councilor Relyea gave a shout out to the Planning Commissioners, who recently discussed the
use of consultants to review the CDC. The Commission was hard at work and has been trying
to make changes. He suggested adding Section 32 of the CDC to the review.

Mayor Bialostosky noted the Youth Advisory Council was meeting tomorrow, where they
would talk about 1-205 tolling and potentially submitting a comment on the environmental
assessment. Anyone wishing to comment on the tolling environmental assessment may do so
on ODOT’s website as well as the City‘s website dedicated to tolling.

City Manager Williams clarified that there is an information page on tolling, but it is a pass-

through on that topic to ODOT. He encouraged people to talk to ODOT and their State
legislators about this topic.
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City Manager Report [7:30 pm/5 min]

City Manager Williams presented his report, highlighting this would be Councilor Relyea’s last
meeting except for the special meeting next Monday and thanked him for his time on the
Council. He thanked everyone for their work on the land use application and commented that
it was clear to him that they did their homework, studying the Code in detail. At a future City
Council and Planning Commission joint meeting, they could address the idea of adding Code
updates on this topic if they would like. Currently, there is no date set for that joint meeting,
but he was certain one would be scheduled before the summer break once the new Council
was in place. He noted the goal setting retreat would be next week. He was working on the
agenda and asked them to let him know if they had topics they wanted to cover during the
retreat.

City Attorney Report [7:35 pm/5 min]

Discussion of 1-205 Tolling Comment Letter
Draft Letter

David Rabbino, Attorney, Jordan Ramis, gave a presentation on the letter. He noted the draft
report from Transpo was more in draft form because of delays in getting the models they had
been asked to review and evaluate from ODOT. They are now having issues getting the
models up and running, so they were trying to get back to the originators of the model. They
have provided preliminary feedback, noting some significant deficiencies with the model.

e He had been coordinating Clackamas County’s Council and consultants and Oregon City
on a weekly basis, resulting in a successful collaboration. The comments the County
would put forward were in line with the comments proposed for the City of West Linn,
highlighting the same issues. They believe ODOT was just check boxing and not
complying with National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requirements. The public
comment period was very truncated, giving 45 days to review over 3,000 pages of
material and very complex models, which he believed was woefully deficient.

e Additionally, they have been putting together comments that address the failure to
propose meaningful and committed mitigation measures. ODOT has discussed
mitigation concepts but have failed to identify specific mitigation measures they would
propose, who it would fund, and how it would be implemented. He believed ODOT has
not adequately discussed or addressed the mitigation issues as required by NEPA.

e From an environmental justice perspective, ODOT’s analysis was woefully deficient.
They have not put any hard analysis to it. They feel very strongly that the comments
would address those issues.

e He noted the letter is about seven pages, and they are trying to incorporate, by
reference, the reports, one of which is 25 pages. He believed the letter would cover the
issues that need to be covered and addressed the City’s concerns based on the
information they have been provided.
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Mayor Bialostosky noted they had not had time to thoroughly review the letter and supporting
materials, so no one had questions yet. Council, including the incoming members, would
review these before next week’s meeting and have questions at that time.

Mr. Rabbino noted the sooner they receive questions, the sooner they can be addressed and
he offered to walk through the letter at this time if Council wished.

Council President Baumgardner thanked him for providing information reinforcing her
concerns, as she was not an expert in traffic engineering and tolling.

Mr. Rabbino reviewed the letter, starting with the second page.

Council President Baumgardner noted it was disturbing how much time and cost the City was
having to spend on this issue, but she valued what he was doing. She was frustrated, especially
when ODOT delayed giving a report they knew they had.

Mayor Bialostosky agreed with the frustrations and noted the loss of ten days in a truncated
public comment process was unacceptable and acknowledged the only thing the City could do
at this point was to include that in the letter so that it would be included in the record. He
noted Council could call a special meeting next week if need to finalize the comments.

Councilor Relyea commented he had not seen anything related to current diversion issues with
restraints leading up to Abernathy Bridge. He highlighted the roadways with current traffic
issues and was concerned those conditions would worsen once tolling was implemented from
people trying to avoid that section of the roadway just to get past the tolling booths. He asked
where ODOT had discussions about current conditions.

Mr. Rabbino believed there was a lack of analysis on those points. ODOT acknowledges that
there would be extensive increase in local road use because of the tolls, but they are not
addressing it. He invited Council members to send emails with specific comments that they
would like to have incorporated into the letter.

Mayor Bialostosky questioned the selection of intersections studied, believing ODOT chose not
to study high-traffic intersections that would be impacted by tolling.

City Manager Williams noted that ODOT had added a tabling session on Wednesday from
11:00 to 1:00 at the West Linn Adult Community Center. He would promote it on social media

and encourage the community to attend and provide comments.

Mr. Rabbino explained that concerns about lack of events and the timing, such as being held in
the middle of the workday, have already been included in the letter.
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SB 933

City Manager Williams noted the language is very technical. Staff has spent hundreds of hours
responding to the 1,000-page environmental assessment. The Tolling Bill was currently in the
Joint Committee on Transportation and sponsored by Senator Meek, Representative Bynum,
and others. In simple language, it states, “The Oregon Transportation Commission (OTC) may
not assess a toll on 1-205 or I-5.” It also proposes that ODOT must conduct a review of any
possible alternative funding sources for Boone Bridge, Abernathy Bridge, and the Tualatin
River Bridge, requiring the report by the end of the year.

e He explained that this was just one of many approaches being considered in Salem and
there was still a way to go for legislative leadership and the Governor to be on board
with delaying or preventing tolling. When speaking to ODOT, you are speaking to ODOT
staff working from legislative direction. The entire environmental assessment was
done from the viewpoint of we were told to build a tolling program, and that is what
we are doing. He believed that until ODOT is told to do otherwise, they would not do
otherwise.

e Consideration for West Linn’s support for various approaches was being discussed in
Salem. Council’s continued participation as Councilors and Mayor, appearing in Salem
and talking directly to legislators is the only way things could change. No hearings have
been scheduled, so they do not know what the next step would be or if there would be
consensus around it.

Councilor Relyea commented that given that hearings were not currently scheduled, and
written testimony was not being accepted directly on the measure, it appeared that any action
written on the City’s behalf should be directly to the sponsors or sub-sponsors of the measure.
He suggested that each Council member write a letter and as a City also write a letter letting
them know how important this was to them and how they felt railroaded by ODOT’s actions
based on direction they received from the OTC and the legislature to toll I-205. He cited his
experience as an ODOT consultant building bridges and roads, never using tolls or even
discussing tolls for funding. He felt that the City had no say in whether the tolling section
would be in their area even though they would be impacted with the effects of it.

Mayor Bialostosky commented that he supported the bill in principle and was concerned
about the impacts of tolling. He also supported some of the other bills and would like to hear
from Doug Riggs soon about which bills have the best chance of passing and what
amendments they would like to see to those bills. The mayors sent a letter to all members of
the Transportation Committee and the Clackamas delegation focused on holding a big public
hearing on all the bills because they believed it was important for everybody had an
opportunity to share their opinion on the bills. He was disappointed that there had not been
an opportunity to even comment, and felt the bills were being killed by not even scheduling a
hearing.

Council President Baumgardner suggested adding the co-chairs of the Joint Transportation
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Committee to the mailing list, which would be Senator Lee Byer and Representative Susan
McLain. They should have very frank conversations and come with impact data. When she met
with Representative Mclain, she sensed a genuine surprise at the way West Linn was being
treated by ODOT.

City Manager Williams confirmed that his direction was to work on supportive testimony for
Senate Bill 933, find out when it would need to be submitted, and invite Doug Riggs to give a

status update on the bills.

Mayor Bialostosky suggested inviting Mr. Riggs to the goal-setting retreat to discuss the
legislative session.

Adjourn to West Linn Redevelopment Agency Meeting [7:40 pm/45 min]

Redevelopment Agency Information

Presentation
Mayor Bialostosky called the West Linn Redevelopment Agency meeting to order.

City Manager Williams noted the City had created the West Linn Redevelopment Agency to
consider the creation of a Tax Increment Finance (TIF) Plan. The agency exists within City Code.
It has not met since that date because they had been working on several things, including
meeting with the Advisory Committee Council had appointed last fall. Ms. Howard, City
Planner Wyss and he had met with the Committee to review the tax increment financing
proposal that Council had previously reviewed and consider whether it was in the best interest
of the City. The Advisory Committee voted to recommend approval.

e The creation of a tax increment finance district in Oregon is controlled by State law,
which talks about exactly what shall be done to adopt it. Several steps have already
been completed, including a draft plan and Advisory Committee recommendation on
that plan. The next step would be for the Agency to meet and decide whether to
recommend the plan be forwarded through the next steps of the process, which were
included in the packet.

e He noted that Mayor Bialostosky and Council members were members of the
Redevelopment Agency. In the adopting ordinance, they adopted Council’s bylaws as
operating procedures, but the remaining steps to be taken is to appoint officers of the
Redevelopment Agency. He suggested appointing officers of this group so they could
make motions and run the proceedings tonight, keeping the same roles. This could be
reconsidered when the new Council is seated.

City Attorney Monahan advised that an Agency Chair and Vice-Chair would be necessary, and
then new Council members would automatically become members of the Agency.
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Appoint Officers

Council President Mary Baumgardner moved to Appoint Mayor Bialostosky as Chair and
herself as Vice Chair of the Agency, for the time being Councilor Bill Relyea seconded the
motion.

Review Draft Redevelopment Plan

Elaine Howard, Elaine Howard Consulting, reviewed the role of the Agency, history of the
Advisory Committee for the development of the Urban Renewal Plan, proposed boundary,
project priorities, financing, and process and next steps.

In response to Councilor questions, Ms. Howard responded as follows:

e Taxincrement funds are best used if leveraged with other funding sources, such as
Metro grants, other Federal grants, or State resources because then the Agency would
get more money for what it does. Grant applications would be looked on more
favorably if they show tax increment funding was available because that would be a
very secure funding source.

e The funds shall be used to pay for projects that are identified within the plan, but the
plan does not specify the order of funding priority, which could be done through the
annual budgeting process. If a grant comes up for a project within the plan, the Agency
could decide to change priorities to reflect the opportunity, using those funds in a
different way or leveraging those funds.

e The funds shall be used within the district.

City Manager Williams explained the difference between this plan and the Waterfront
Visioning Plan. He noted that this is an infrastructure finance mechanism. All the projects were
taken out of existing City infrastructure plans, including the main ones such as improving
Willamette Falls Drive. The plan would create a financing tool to help the City build the
projects it wants. The Waterfront Visioning plan was complementary but different. The Tax
Increment Finance (TIF) Plan would not change zoning, the comprehensive plan, natural
resource area protections, or anything about the current vision for the entire area.

e He noted Planning Manager Wyss would be coming back in May for Council adoption of
a contract for the Waterfront Visioning Plan. Fundamental infrastructure is needed in
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this area, no matter what the vision is, and they would need to partner with other
funding sources.

e He then recognized the work of the Advisory Committee appointed by Council. They
met three times with a long break between the second and third meetings so they
could go out and get feedback, which prompted changes to the recommendation.

Questions from Council were addressed as follows:

o Staff had not surveyed interest from households and businesses in the district at this
point, but an online survey could be conducted through SurveyMonkey, which would
include information about the boundary and proposed projects. The survey would also
ask if any important projects had been missed and ask for additional input for City
Council. The survey could be advertised on the City website.

e Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue (TVF&R) will not receive tax for that time period, that is
why they are invited to be on the advisory committee. TVF&R typically supports
infrastructure heavy plans and will benefit eventually.

e No TIF District has failed financially. Complaints about Urban Renewal usually would
relate to displacement or gentrification. The Committee discussed that, and one of the
reasons the storefront loan program was important in the Historic Willamette area was
because it would help those existing businesses stay healthy.

e The Committee also discussed having one of the principals be to look at and
understand potential displacement issues as part of the plan, and they did do some
things to address those issues.

e Alot of the social problems affiliated with the term Urban Renewal have come from
very large districts in very large cities.

e The other way a TIF District could get in trouble was politically, which could be
prevented by having Agency projects stay very closely aligned with community wants,
desires, and goals. This plan was founded on those goals, so if the City and Agency are
aligned, they should stay in good shape.

e The plan’s guiding principles included the principle of historic character, which
addressed involving tribes with historical and cultural ties to the area.

e Regarding public notice, two big meetings were coming up, the Planning Commission
review and the City Council public hearing. The Planning Commission’s notice would be
done by normal procedure, but the City Council meeting was required to be done by
reaching all residents in one of four different ways. The relevant statute gave
prescribed requirements for that notice, which could go out to postal patrons, utility
customers, voters, or to property owners, at the City’s discretion. Many cities use utility
customers because it would be less expensive, and the notice could be sent directly
with the utility bill.

e The meetings were scheduled for June, and the notices should be received at least two
weeks before that actual hearing. Additional items could be added to the notice if all
legally required specific information was included.

e Oregon City was one of the few cities in the State to have a restriction for borrowing,
which came about through a citizen initiative put on the ballot requiring the Urban
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Renewal Agency (URA) to get voter approval before issuing any debt. That question
came up to West Linn’s Advisory Committee as a potential motion, but the Committee
declined the recommendation because this debt would not increase property taxes.

e The City could borrow funds to complete projects, but it would have to wait until they
have enough money to pay the debt. The report projected when the area would have
sufficient revenues to pay debt, and that borrowing would allow the City to do that
Willamette Falls Drive project earlier than if they just waited for the money to come in,
which could take 20 years.

Mayor Bialostosky suggested a workshop session to discuss what should be included in the
notice.

Jody Carson, representing the Willamette Falls & Landings Heritage Area Coalition, spoke in
favor of the Tax Increment Financing District.

Vice Chair Mary Baumgardner moved that the West Linn Urban Renewal Agency forward the
West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan to the overlapping taxing
districts for the consult and confer time period, to the West Linn Planning Commission for its
review of the Plan’s conformance to the West Linn Comprehensive Plan, to the Clackamas
County Commission for briefing, and then to the West Linn City Council for its review and vote
on adoption. Councilor Bill Relyea seconded the motion.

Final Decision

City Attorney Monahan stated Council has made a tentative decision to deny the appeal and
gave directions to Staff to prepare the findings. Nothing within the Community Development
Code requires public comment on findings; however, the City may allow public comment. If so,
the City is able to set time, place, manner, and any limitations. Council is also able to make
modifications as the findings are to reflect Council's decision.

Councilor Relyea asked Council to consider passing a resolution to place a hold on Section
32.060D, 32.070, and 32.080 until Council has an opportunity to review the Code and
determine if it is something Council wants to promote as part of City's land use development
process. Council did not know about this alternative review process prior to this decision.

Council President Baumgardner stated the Code should be reviewed because it is not serving
the community needs; however, the review cannot be done during the decision-making
process. She confirmed with staff that the Code needs to be reviewed. She can propose making
a resolution now or wait to discuss it during the Council retreat.

City Attorney Monahan stated Council should decide on the application before giving any
direction on what to do with the Code. Council should act and then give staff direction to
include this Code review in their work plan. Staff has been working on developing a list of
potential Code reviews for council. A "hold" implies the possibility of a moratorium. Under ORS
197.500+ there is requirement for a process to make a determination to do a moratorium and
that requires a public hearing after earlier giving notification to the Department of Land
Conservation and Development (DLCD) at least 45 days before the public hearing. It is a very
significant process and could slow down or deter development. The state of Oregon is in the
process of promoting more housing development. Anything that would be done cannot run
afoul of promoting housing. Council could review the Code language to make sure it does what
is intended, and it is fully understandable by Council, the staff, and the community.

Council directed staff to start reviewing the Code.

Council President Mary Baumgardner moved to Reject the appeal, affirm the Planning

Manager decision, and approve the Final Decision and Order for AP-23-01, a Water Resource

Area Permit (WAP-22-02) at 19679 Wildwood Drive. Councilor Bill Relyea seconded the

motion.

Purpose:

To receive Council approval to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with Clackamas County
which is upgrading traffic signal controllers throughout the County.

Question(s) for Council:
Does Council wish to enter into an IGA with Clackamas County?

Public Hearing Required:
None Required.

Background & Discussion:

Clackamas County has applied for and has been awarded federal funding through the Federal
Transportation System Management and Operations (TMSO). Supported by this grant, the County will
be upgrading traffic signal controllers throughout its jurisdiction. The City of West Linn has one (1)
Clackamas County maintained signal located at the intersection of Santa Anita and Rosemont roads. The
proposed IGA defines obligations between the City of West Linn and Clackamas County and requests
allocation of City funds to cover its portion of the grant’s 10.27% local match requirement as outlined in
Exhibits C & D.

Budget Impact:
S 850.75 from the Streets Fund.

Sustainability Impact:
Signal optimization can positively impact traffic flow by reducing queued traffic and congestion.

Council Options:
1. Approve IGA with Clackamas County to allow for project to proceed.
2. Deny IGA with Clackamas County and request that West Linn signal be excluded from County
wide upgrades.
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Staff Recommendation:
1. Approve IGA with Clackamas County to allow for project to proceed.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WEST LINN
AND CLACKAMAS COUNTY RELATED TO THE CLACKAMAS COUNTY
REGIONAL ADVANCED TRANSPORTATION CONTROLLER (ATC) AND SIGNAL
OPTIMIZATION PROJECT

This agreement (the “Agreement”) is made on the date all required signatures have been
obtained, between the West Linn (“CITY”), a municipal corporation of the State of Oregon, and
Clackamas County (“COUNTY™), a political subdivision of the State of Oregon, pursuant to
ORS Chapter 190 (Intergovernmental Cooperation), collectively referred to as the “PARITES”
and each a “PARTY.”

RECITALS

WHEREAS, ORS Chapter 190 authorizes local governments to enter into
intergovernmental agreements for the performance of any or all functions and activities that a
local government, its officers or agencies, have the authority to perform;

WHERAS, the County applied for, and was awarded, federal funding through the Federal
Transportation System Management and Operations (“TSMO”) to install and program advanced
transportation controller (“ATC”) signal controllers at 99 intersections across the County in those
locations generally depicted in Exhibit “A” which is attached hereto and incorporated herein;

WHEREAS, the 99 intersections that will be impacted by this project are spread across
various jurisdictions in the County. The total cost of the project and the portion of project work
attributable to each individual jurisdiction is set forth in Exhibit “C” which is attached hereto and
incorporated herein;

WHEREAS, the County is administering the Clackamas County Regional ATC and
Signal Optimization Project, described in the recital above, pursuant to Oregon Department of
Transportation Agreement No. 34925/73000-00004353;

WHEREAS, a portion of the work to be completed under the above-described project
includes the replacement of one (1) existing traffic signal at an intersection on a roadway under
the City’s jurisdiction with upgraded ATC equipment. Along with the controller, local software,
and central signal system upgrade, intersection signal timing will be optimized for all users. The
portion of the work to be completed under the above-described project at an intersection on a
roadway under the City’s jurisdiction shall be referred to herein as the “City Project.” The
location which is part of the City Project is shown on the map attached hereto, marked “Exhibit
A," and specifically listed in “Exhibit B”; and

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to define their respective obligations with regards to the
City Project described herein, with the City primarily responsible for contributing funds to cover
certain cost associated with the City Project, and with the County primarily responsible for
completing and delivering the City Project as herein described.
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AGREEMENT
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises set forth below and other

good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged,
the Parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Term. This Agreement becomes effective as of the last date of signature by a Party
indicated below. Unless terminated earlier pursuant to Section 4 of this Agreement, this
Agreement will expire upon the completion of the Project by the County and the final
payment by the City pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, or by December 31, 2024,
whichever is sooner.

2. City Responsibilities.

A.

B.

The City agrees to the scope of work set forth in Exhibit “D” which is attached hereto
and incorporated herein.

The City agrees to allow the County and its employees, contractors and agents access to
the right of way and intersection signal equipment for purposes of completing the scope
of work set forth in Exhibit “D.”

Within 30 days of full execution of this Agreement, the City agrees to transfer to the
County the sum of $850.75, which represents the City’s proportional share of the
County’s match of eligible costs related to the entire Clackamas County Regional ATC
and Signal Optimization Project, as set forth in Oregon Department of Transportation
Agreement No. 34925/73000-00004353. The proportional share calculation of all
jurisdictions involved in the entire Clackamas County Regional ATC and Signal
Optimization Project is set forth in Exhibit “C”.

The City shall have the ultimate responsibility to approve the plans in writing for signal
phasing, timing, and coordination. The County, or its consultants, shall provide a
recommendation to the City, and the City shall not unreasonably withhold such written
approval so long as the recommendation conforms to International Municipal Signal
Association (IMSA) and Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) industry standards,
as well as the State of Oregon guidelines and specifications.

Within 30 days of receiving the County’s notice of completion, the City agrees to
promptly contact the County if any signal issues related to the City Project are witnessed
or reported to ensure timely repairs can be made. After such 30 day period, the City shall
be obligated to remedy any and all signal issues moving forward.

3. County Responsibilities.

A

B.

The County agrees to the scope of work set forth in Exhibit “D”” which is attached hereto
and incorporated herein.

Work shall be performed to IMSA and ITE industry standards, as well as the State of
Oregon guidelines and specifications. IMSA Certified Technicians shall perform the
traffic signal controller installation, configuration, and setup of the City’s signal system.
Certification level shall be commensurate with the task performed in accordance with
IMSA specifications.
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B.

After execution of this Agreement and payment in the amount specified in Section 2.C,
the County agrees to complete the City Project on or before June 30, 2024. Upon
completion, the County shall provide the City a written notice of completion.

The County, or its consultants, shall provide a recommendation to the City for signal
phasing, timing, and coordination. Any such recommendation shall conform to
International Municipal Signal Association (IMSA) and Institute of Transportation
Engineers (ITE) industry standards, as well as the State of Oregon guidelines and
specifications.

Within 30 days of providing the City the notice of completion, the County agrees to
promptly respond to any signal issues related to the City Project that are identified by the
City and that the County is made aware of. Costs to remedy any such issues shall be the
responsibility of the County.

. Termination.
A.

The County and the City, by mutual written agreement, may terminate this Agreement at
any time.

Either the County or the City may terminate this Agreement in the event of a breach of
the Agreement by the other. Prior to such termination however, the Party seeking the
termination shall give the other Party written notice of the breach and of the Party’s intent
to terminate. If the breaching Party has not entirely cured the breach within fifteen (15)
days of deemed or actual receipt of the notice, then the Party giving notice may terminate
the Agreement at any time thereafter by giving written notice of termination stating the
effective date of the termination. If the default is of such a nature that it cannot be
completely remedied within such fifteen (15) day period, this provision shall be complied
with if the breaching Party begins correction of the default within the fifteen (15) day
period and thereafter proceeds with reasonable diligence and in good faith to effect the
remedy as soon as practicable. The Party giving notice shall not be required to give more
than one (1) notice for a similar default in any twelve (12) month period.

The County or the City shall not be deemed to have waived any breach of this Agreement
by the other Party except by an express waiver in writing. An express written waiver as
to one breach shall not be deemed a waiver of any other breach not expressly identified,
even though the other breach is of the same nature as that waived.

. Nothing herein shall prevent the Parties from meeting to mutually discuss the Project.

Each Party shall use best efforts to coordinate with the other to minimize conflicts.

Any termination of this Agreement shall not prejudice any rights or obligations accrued
to the Parties prior to termination.

Indemnification.

A

Subject to the limits of the Oregon Constitution and the Oregon Tort Claims Act or
successor statute, the County agrees to indemnify, save harmless and defend the City, its
officers, elected officials, agents and employees from and against all costs, losses,
damages, claims or actions and all expenses incidental to the investigation and defense
thereof (including legal and other professional fees) arising out of or based upon damages
or injuries to persons or property caused by the negligent or willful acts of the County or
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its officers, elected officials, owners, employees, agents, or its subcontractors or anyone
over which the County has a right to control.

Subject to the limits of the Oregon Constitution and the Oregon Tort Claims Act or
successor statute, the City agrees to indemnify, save harmless and defend the County, its
officers, elected officials, agents and employees from and against all costs, losses,
damages, claims or actions and all expenses incidental to the investigation and defense
thereof (including legal and other professional fees) arising out of or based upon damages
or injuries to persons or property caused by the negligent or willful acts of the City or its
officers, elected officials, owners, employees, agents, or its subcontractors or anyone over
which the City has a right to control.

General Provisions

A

Oregon Law and Forum. This Agreement shall be construed according to the laws of
the State of Oregon, without giving effect to the conflict of law provisions thereof.

Applicable Law. The Parties hereto agree to comply in all ways with applicable local,
state and federal ordinances, statutes, laws and regulations.

Non-Exclusive Rights and Remedies. Except as otherwise expressly provided herein,
the rights and remedies expressly afforded under the provisions of this Agreement shall
not be deemed exclusive and shall be in addition to and cumulative with any and all
rights and remedies otherwise available at law or in equity. The exercise by either Party
of any one or more of such remedies shall not preclude the exercise by it, at the same or
different times, of any other remedies for the same default or breach, or for any other
default or breach, by the other Party.

Access to Records. The Parties acknowledge and agree that each Party, the federal
government, and their duly authorized representatives shall have access to each Party’s
books, documents, papers, and records which are directly pertinent to this Agreement for
the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and transcripts for a period of three
years after final payment. Copies of applicable records shall be made available upon
request. The cost of such inspection shall be borne by the inspecting Party.

Debt Limitation. This Agreement is expressly subject to the debt limitation of Oregon
counties set forth in Article XI, Section 10, of the Oregon Constitution, and is contingent
upon funds being appropriated therefore. Any provisions herein which would conflict
with law are deemed inoperative to that extent.

Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is found to be unconstitutional, illegal
or unenforceable, this Agreement nevertheless shall remain in full force and effect and
the offending provision shall be stricken. The Court or other authorized body finding
such provision unconstitutional, illegal or unenforceable shall construe this Agreement
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without such provision to give effect to the maximum extent possible the intentions of the
Parties.

. Integration, Amendment and Waiver. Except as otherwise set forth herein, this
Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties on the matter of the
Project. There are no understandings, agreements, or representations, oral or written, not
specified herein regarding this Agreement. No waiver, consent, modification or change
of terms of this Agreement shall bind either Party unless in writing and signed by both
Parties and all necessary approvals have been obtained. Such waiver, consent,
modification or change, if made, shall be effective only in the specific instance and for
the specific purpose given. The failure of either Party to enforce any provision of this
Agreement shall not constitute a waiver by such Party of that or any other provision.

. Interpretation. The titles of the sections of this Agreement are inserted for convenience
of reference only and shall be disregarded in construing or interpreting any of its
provisions.

Independent Contractor. Each of the Parties hereto shall be deemed an independent
contractor for purposes of this Agreement. No representative, agent, employee or
contractor of one Party shall be deemed to be a representative, agent, employee or
contractor of the other Party for any purpose, except to the extent specifically provided
herein. Nothing herein is intended, nor shall it be construed, to create between the Parties
any relationship of principal and agent, partnership, joint venture or any similar
relationship, and each Party hereby specifically disclaims any such relationship.

No Third-Party Beneficiary. Neither Party intends that this Agreement benefit, or create
any right or cause of action in, or on behalf of, any person or entity other than the County
or the City.

. No Assignment. No Party shall have the right to assign its interest in this Agreement (or
any portion thereof) without the prior written consent of the other Party, which consent
may be withheld for any reason. The benefits conferred by this Agreement, and the
obligations assumed hereunder, shall inure to the benefit of and bind the successors of the
Parties.

. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts
(electronic, facsimile or otherwise) all of which when taken together shall constitute one
agreement binding on all Parties, notwithstanding that all Parties are not signatories to the
same counterpart. Each copy of this Agreement so executed shall constitute an original.

. Authority. Each Party represents that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement on
its behalf and the individual signatory for a Party represents that it has been authorized by
that Party to execute and deliver this Agreement.

. Necessary Acts. Each Party shall execute and deliver to the others all such further
instruments and documents as may be reasonably necessary to carry out this Agreement.

Purpose:
To receive Council approval to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with the City of Oregon
City for emergency wastewater operator services.

Question(s) for Council:
Does Council wish to enter into an IGA with the City of Oregon City ?

Public Hearing Required:
None Required.

Background & Discussion:

Oregon law requires owners of wastewater systems to have their systems under responsible control and
direction of certified operators. West Linn needs a Direct Responsible Charge (DRC) who is accountable
for and performance of active, daily on-site operation of the collection system. The City requires a
Designated Wastewater Operator at level 3 certification or higher in order to meet Department
Environmental Services (DEQ) requirements for wastewater emergency response. The City’s previously
designated wastewater operator is currently out for extended leave and thus the City of West Linn is
lacking experienced personnel to respond in the event of a wastewater emergency.

ORS Chapter 190.010 authorizes governmental entities such as West Linn and Oregon City to enter into
written agreements for the performance of any or all functions and activities that either entity has the
authority to perform on its own. The City of Oregon City has agreed to enter into agreement with the
City of West Linn and allow Oregon City employee Eric Hand to be designated to respond to West Linn in
the event of a wastewater emergency. Terms, conditions, and compensation of the proposed IGA is
attached to this report.

Budget Impact:

To be determined based on need. Hourly wages are defined and attached to this report. Funds will be
expended from the City’s Environmental Services Fund as required.
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Sustainability Impact:
Not applicable.

Council Options:
1. Approve IGA with Oregon City to allow the City to be compliant with DEQ wastewater
operations regulations.
2. Deny IGA with Oregon City and direct staff to research other methods of meeting DEQ
wastewater compliance.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
TO PROVIDE
PROFESSIONAL WASTEWATER EMERGENCY SERVICES

PARTIES:

West Linn: City of West Linn, an Oregon municipal corporation
Oregon City: City of Oregon City, an Oregon municipal corporation
Duration: August 30, 2023, unless otherwise terminated or extended
RECITALS:

A. ORS Chapter 190.010 authorizes governmental entities such as West Linn and
Oregon City to enter into written agreements for the performance of any or all
functions and activities that either entity has the authority to perform on its own.

B. West Linn is in need of professional services of a Designated Wastewater Operator
at level 3 certification or higher in order to meet Department Environmental
Services (DEQ) requirements for wastewater emergency response. (“Wastewater
Emergency Services”).

WEST LINN AND OREGON CITY, COLLECTIVELY PARTIES, MUTALLY AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1. DURATION. This Agreement shall begin on or around June 12, 2023, and shall continue
until August 30, 2023, unless otherwise terminated or extended. This agreement may be
extended by request in writing by the City of West Linn. Extension of agreement must
be mutually agreed upon by both parties.

2. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED. Oregon City shall provide professional
wastewater emergency services for the City of West Linn.

2.1 The identified qualified “Designated Wastewater Operator” shall be Eric Hand
and shall be the sole person approved to respond to West Linn in the event of a
wastewater emergency. Description of services is further identified in the
incorporated Exhibit A.

3. HOURS OF WORK & COMPENSATION
3.1 There is no estimate or guarantee of hours worked as any work tasks will arise

out of an identified West Linn wastewater emergency.

3.2 Compensation will be paid hourly based on the schedule of rates incorporated as
Exhibit A.

4. STAFFING. Parties shall continue to serve as employer over their respective employees.
No employees will formally be transferred pursuant to this Agreement. Oregon City will
continue to pay employees that provide services under this Agreement, and West Linn
will be invoiced monthly for services rendered. Oregon City and West Linn are subject
employers under ORS Chapter 656 and shall maintain current valid workers
compensation insurance coverage throughout the period of this Agreement.



. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT. Either Party may terminate this agreement providing
30 days’ written notice to the City Manager of the other City. In the event of
termination of the Agreement, West Linn shall pay for all services rendered up until the
date of termination. Termination shall be without prejudice to any obligations or
liabilities of either party that accrues prior to termination.

. AMENDMENT PROVISIONS. The terms of this Agreement may be amended by mutual
agreement of the Parties. Any amendment shall:

6.1 Be in writing.

6.2 Refer specifically to this Agreement; and

6.3 Be executed by both Parties.

DEFENCE AND INDEMNIFICATION. West Linn shall be solely responsible for the actions
of Oregon City employees while acting within their authority pursuant to this
Agreement for the sole benefits of West Linn. Subject to the Oregon Constitution and
the limits of the Oregon Tort Claims Act, West Linn agrees to hold harmless, defend, and
indemnify Oregon City, and it’s identified employees and agents against any and all
claims, demands, actions or suits (including all attorneys’ fees and costs) arising from
this Agreement where the claim, suit, action, loss, damage, injury or liability is
attributable to the acts or omissions of the Designated Wastewater Operator in the
performance of their duties under the terms of this Agreement. It is further agreed and
understood that neither party is, by virtue of this agreement, a partner or joint venture
with the other party, and neither party shall have any obligation with respect to the
other party’s debts or liabilities of whatever kind or nature. If any aspect of this
indemnity shall be found to be illegal or invalid for any reason whatsoever, such
illegality or invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this
indemnification.

NOTICE. Any notice under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be effective when
actually delivered or when deposited in the mail, addressed to the parties as follows:

. ATTORNEY FEES. In the event an action, lawsuit, or proceeding, including appeal there
from, is brought for failure to fulfill or comply with any of the terms of this Agreement,
including any applicable State, or Federal laws, each party shall be responsible for their
own attorney fees, expenses, costs, and disbursements for said action, lawsuit,
proceeding or appeal.

NO WAIVER. The failure by any party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall
not constitute a waiver by that party of that provision or of any other provision of this
Agreement.

SEVERABILITY. Should any provision or provisions of this Agreement be construed by a
court of competent jurisdiction to be void, invalid or unenforceable, such construction
shall affect only the provision or provisions so construed, and shall not affect, impair, or
invalidate any of the other provisions of this Agreement which shall remain in full force
and effect.

HEADINGS. The headings of this Agreement are for convenience only and shall not be
used to construe or interpret any provisions of this Agreement.

APPLICABLE LAW. This agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance
with the laws of the State of Oregon.

ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION. Oregon City shall not delegate the responsibility for
providing services hereunder to any other individual or agency. Neither this Agreement
nor any of the rights granted by this Agreement may be assigned or transferred by
either party.

MERGER. This writing is intended both as the final expression of the Agreement
between the parties with respect to the included terms and as a complete and exclusive
statement of the terms of the Agreement. No modification of this Agreement shall be
effective unless and until it is made in writing and signed by both parties.

BINDING EFFECT. The terms of this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the
benefit of each of the parties and each of their respective administrators, agents,
representatives, successors, and assigns.

Purpose:

The West Linn City Council will hold a hearing on June 12, 2023 to gain input regarding the Council’s
consideration and potential adoption of the proposed West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment
Finance (TIF) Area Plan (“Plan”) and to vote on the ordinance to adopt the Plan. This is a non-emergency
ordinance.

Question(s) for Council:
Does Council wish to create West Linn’s first TIF District to fund critical infrastructure in the Waterfront
area?

Public Hearing Required:
Yes.

Background & Discussion:

The West Linn City Council has consistently prioritized planning and infrastructure finance efforts for the
Willamette Riverfront Area in recent years, and has provided direction to study and subsequently move
forward with adoption of a TIF District. The TIF District would collect tax revenues from development
and invest those revenues into critically needed infrastructure to enable further development,
revitalization, and implementation of community goals.

The City Council has previously provided direction and funding for a TIF feasibility study; appointed a TIF
Advisory Committee; adopted Ordinance 1738 which found that blight exists in this area and created a
TIF Agency made up of the Mayor and City Council members; and provided direction to move the plan
forward through public review and adoption proceedings. The plan has been reviewed by the Planning
Commission for conformance with the West Linn Comprehensive Plan.

The final step in the adoption process is consideration of Ordinance 1743, which was drafted and
reviewed by our TIF Consultant and the City Attorney. The findings proposed in the Ordinance confirm
that the review process met the requirements of state law and that the proposed District meets the
requirements of state law, and provides direction to staff to complete the adoption process with
administrative actions.
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The Waterfront area has been the subject of various planning, visioning, and analysis efforts over at
least the previous 30 years. Throughout the years the list of capital projects has been somewhat
consistent, focusing on critical transportation and utility infrastructure. As the City embarks on the
Waterfront visioning plan, if changes are needed to reflect the resulting community vision, the project
list can be changed through a minor amendment to the Plan as specified in Section VIl of this Plan.

The West Linn Willamette TIF Area Plan Area (Area) comprises approximately 334 acres, composed of
161 individual parcels encompassing 197.41 acres, and an additional 136.30 acres in public rights-of-
way. It is anticipated that the West Linn Willamette TIF Area Plan (Plan) will take thirty years of tax
increment collections to implement. Detailed financial analysis, project lists, and many more
considerations are provided in the TIF Plan and the Report Accompanying the Plan, which are both
attachments to the Ordinance.

Public Notice

Notice to citizens of consideration of an ordinance was printed and delivered by physical mail to all
10,177 owners of real property located in West Linn. Notice was also placed in the West Linn Tidings, on
the City of West Linn website, and distributed through social media.

Proposal

The purpose of urban renewal is to improve specific areas of a city that are poorly developed or
underdeveloped. These areas can have old, deteriorated buildings, public spaces which need
improvements, a lack of investment, streets and utilities in poor condition or they can lack streets and
utilities altogether. The Area has many properties that are undeveloped or underdeveloped and the
Area lacks sufficient infrastructure to achieve community goals. The projects proposed in this Plan are
outlined in Section VI of the Plan and include the following categories: Transportation, Economic
Development, Parks, Land Acquisition/Disposition, Developer Incentives and Rebates and
Administration.

Urban renewal is unique in that it brings its own financing source: tax increment financing (TIF). Tax
increment revenues - the amount of property taxes generated by the increase in total assessed values in
the urban renewal area from the time the urban renewal area is first established — are used to repay
borrowed funds. The funds borrowed are used to pay for tax increment area projects.

Tax Increment Areas are put into effect by the local government (the city in this case) adopting a tax
increment plan. The plan defines the area, states guiding principles for the area, lists projects and
programs that can be undertaken, provides a dollar limit on the funds borrowed for projects, and states
how the plan may be changed in the future.

The guiding principles of the Plan were defined by community process in 2018 and 2019 and include
River Access, Historic Character, Reinvestment Opportunity, and Transportation Improvements, as listed
in Section IV of the attached Plan.

Process
The process for approval has included the following steps, in accordance with ORS 457.
1. Preparation of a plan including opportunity for citizen involvement.
2. April 10, 2023 West Linn Redevelopment Agency review of the proposed Plan and
accompanying Report and motion to forward it to the Public Review process.
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3. Review and recommendation by the West Linn Planning Commission. The Planning Commission
reviewed the Plan on May 3, 2023 and voted that the Plan conformed to the West Linn
Comprehensive Plan.

4. Mailed notice to all property owners in West Linn of a hearing before the City Council.

5. Forwarding a copy of the proposed Plan and the Report to the governing body of each taxing
district. The formal taxing districts letters were sent out on April 11, 2023.

6. The required briefing to Clackamas County occurred on May 17, 2023.

7. Hearing by City Council and adoption of the proposed Plan and accompanying Report by a non-
emergency ordinance. The ordinance must be a non-emergency ordinance, which means that
the ordinance does not take effect until 30 days after its approval and during that period of time
may be referred to West Linn voters if a sufficient number of signatures are obtained on a
referral petition.

Ordinance Publication

The ordinance also calls for publication of a notice that the Council has adopted the ordinance, for the
recording of the Plan by the Clackamas County Clerk and for transmitting the Plan to the Clackamas
County Assessor.

Budget Impact:

A significant majority of funds that the District will collect over 30 years would otherwise have gone to
other taxing entities, including Clackamas County, TVF&R, Metro, and education services. However,
some funds would also have been received by the City of West Linn as general government revenues.
Overall, of course, additional revenues to the City for infrastructure projects far outweigh the impact of
taxes lost by the City. Projected impacts to all entities including the City are provided in Tables 14 and 15
of the Report on the Plan.

Council Options/Staff Recommendation:
Based on the consistent City Council direction over time to move the TIF process forward, and on the TIF
Advisory Committee’s positive recommendation, and on the Planning Commission’s finding that the plan
is consistent with the West Linn Comprehensive Plan, staff recommends that the City Council:

1. Review and discuss the West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan;

2. Take testimony on the Plan at the public hearing;

3. Vote on the non-emergency ordinance.

Potential Motion:
I move the City Council adopt Ordinance 1743 and direct staff to take all necessary steps to implement
the adoption as described in the ordinance.

ORDINANCE 1743

AN ORDINANCE MAKING CERTAIN DETERMINATIONS AND FINDINGS RELATING TO AND
APPROVING THE WEST LINN WILLAMETTE RIVERFRONT TAX INCREMENT FINANCE AREA PLAN
AND DIRECTING THAT NOTICE OF APPROVAL BE PUBLISHED

WHEREAS, the West Linn Redevelopment Agency (“Agency”), as the duly authorized and
acting urban renewal agency of the City of West Linn, Oregon, is proposing to undertake certain
urban renewal activities in a designated area within the City pursuant to ORS Chapter 457; and

WHEREAS, the Agency, pursuant to the requirements of ORS Chapter 457, has caused
the preparation of the West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan
attached hereto as Attachment A (the “Plan”). The Plan authorizes certain urban renewal
activities within the West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan (the
“Area”); and

WHEREAS, the Agency has caused the preparation of a certain Report on the West Linn
Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan which will be effective July 12, 2023
attached hereto as Attachment B (the “Report”) to accompany the Plan as required under ORS
457.087; and

WHEREAS, the Agency forwarded the Plan and Report to the West Linn Planning
Commission (the “Planning Commission”) for review and recommendation. The Planning
Commission considered the Plan and Report on May 3, 2023, adopted a finding that the Plan
conformed with the West Linn Comprehensive Plan, and adopted a recommendation that the
City Council adopt the Plan, attached hereto as Attachment C (the “Recommendation”); and

WHEREAS, the Plan and the Report were forwarded on April 11, 2023, with a revised
Plan and Report sent April 26, 2023, to the governing body of each taxing district affected
(Clackamas County; County Extension & 4H, Clackamas County Library District; County Soil &
Water Conservation District; Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue; Port of Portland; Metro; Vector
Control; Clackamas Community College; Clackamas County Education Service District; West
Linn-Wilsonville School District; and the City of West Linn) by the Plan, and Agency has
thereafter consulted and conferred with each taxing district; and

WHEREAS, on May 17, 2023 the City met with representatives of Clackamas County to
review the Plan, including proposed maximum indebtedness for the Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has not received any written recommendation from the
governing bodies of the affected taxing districts; and

WHEREAS, on May 11, 2023 the City caused notice of the hearing to be held before the
Council on the Plan, including the required statements of ORS 457.120(3), to be mailed to
sewer, water, electric, or other utility customers within City’s incorporated limits; and
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WHEREAS, on June 12, 2023 the City Council held a public hearing to review and

consider the Plan, the Report, the Recommendation, and the public testimony received on or
before that date and to receive additional public testimony; and

WHEREAS, after consideration of the record presented through this date, the City

Council does by this Ordinance desire to approve the Plan.

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY OF WEST LINN ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The Plan complies with all applicable requirements of ORS Chapter 457 and the
specific criteria of 457.095, in that, based on the information provided in the Report, the West
Linn Planning Commission Recommendation, and the public testimony before the City Council:

1.

ORD 1743

The process for the adoption of the Plan has been conducted in accordance with the
applicable provisions of Chapter 457 of the Oregon Revised Statutes and all other
applicable legal requirements.

The area designated in the Plan as the West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment
Finance Area (“Area”) is blighted, as defined by ORS 457.010(1) and is eligible for
inclusion within the Plan because of conditions described in the Report in Section XI
“Existing Physical, Social, and Economic Conditions and Impacts on Municipal Services”,
including the existence of inadequate streets and other rights of way, open spaces and
utilities and underdevelopment of property within the Area (ORS 457.010(1)(e) and (h).
The rehabilitation and redevelopment described in the Plan to be undertaken by the
Agency is necessary to protect the public health, safety or welfare of the City because
absent the completion of urban renewal projects, the Area will fail to contribute its fair
share of property tax revenues to support City services and will fail to develop and/or
redevelop according to the goals of the City’s Comprehensive Plan.

The Plan conforms to the West Linn Comprehensive Plan and provides an outline for
accomplishing the projects proposed in the Plan.

No residential displacement will occur as a result of the acquisition and disposition of
land and redevelopment activities proposed in the Plan and therefore the Plan does not
include provisions to house displaced persons.

Adoption and carrying out the Plan is economically sound and feasible in that eligible
projects and activities will be funded by urban renewal tax revenues derived from a
division of taxes pursuant to section 1c, Article IX of the Oregon Constitution and ORS
457.440 and other available funding as more fully described in the Sections of the
Report.

Acquisition of property is necessary in the future to complete projects within the Plan.
The City shall assume and complete any activities prescribed it by the Plan.

Agency consulted and conferred with affected overlapping taxing districts prior to the
Plan being forwarded to the City Council.
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Section 2. The West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan is hereby
approved based upon review and consideration by the City Council of the Plan and Report, the
West Linn Planning Commission Recommendations, each of which is hereby accepted, and the
public testimony in the record.

Section 3. The City Manager shall forward forthwith to the Agency a copy of this Ordinance.

Section 4. The Agency shall thereafter cause a copy of the Plan to be recorded in the Records of
Clackamas County, Oregon.

Section 5: City Manager, in accordance with ORS 457.115, shall publish notice of the adoption
of the Ordinance approving the Plan including the provisions of ORS 457.135, in the West Linn
Tidings and the Oregonian no later than four days following adoption of this Ordinance.

The foregoing ordinance was first read by title only in accordance with Chapter VIII,
Section 33(c) of the City Charter on the 12th day of June, 2023, and duly PASSED and ADOPTED
this day of ,2023.

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. DEFINITIONS

“Agency” means the West Linn Redevelopment Agency (Agency). The Agency is responsible
for administration of the tax increment plan.

“Area” means the properties and rights-of-way located with the West Linn Willamette Riverfront
TIF area boundary.

“Blight” is defined in ORS 457.010(1)(A-E) and identified in the ordinance adopting the tax
increment plan.

“City” means the City of West Linn, Oregon.
“City Council” or “Council” means the West Linn City Council.

“Comprehensive Plan” means the City of West Linn comprehensive land use plan and its
implementing ordinances, policies, and standards.

“County” means Clackamas County, Oregon.

“Fiscal year ending” means the year commencing on July 1 and closing on June 30 of the next
year.

“Frozen base” means the total assessed value including all real, personal, manufactured, and
utility values within a tax increment area at the time of adoption. The county assessor certifies
the assessed value after the adoption of a tax increment plan.

“Increment” means that part of the assessed value of a taxing district attributable to any
increase in the assessed value of the property located in an tax increment area, or portion
thereof, over the assessed value specified in the certified statement.

“‘Maximum indebtedness” means the amount of the principal of indebtedness included in a plan
pursuant to ORS 457.190 and does not include indebtedness incurred to refund or refinance
existing indebtedness.

“ORS” means the Oregon Revised Statutes. Chapter 457 specifically relates to urban renewal,
also called tax increment in this document.

“Planning Commission” means the West Linn Planning Commission.

“‘Revenue sharing” means under-levying tax increment proceeds to effectively share a portion of
the revenue with the other taxing districts who levy permanent rate taxes in the tax increment
area as defined in ORS 457.470.

“Tax increment financing (TIF)” is a method of funding tax increment projects and programs
through incurring debt that is repaid by the division of taxes accomplished through the adoption
of a tax increment plan.

“Tax increment finance revenues” means the funds allocated by the assessor to a tax increment
area due to increases in assessed value over the frozen base within the area.

“UGB” means urban growth boundary.

“Tax increment area” (TIA) or “Tax Increment Finance Area” means a blighted area included in
an tax increment plan or an area included in an tax increment plan under ORS 457.160.



“Tax increment plan” or “Plan” or “Tax Increment Finance Plan” means a plan, as it exists or is
changed or modified from time to time, for one or more tax increment areas, as provided in ORS
457.085, 457.095, 457.105, 457.115, 457.120, 457.125, 457.135 and 457.220.

“Tax increment project” or “Tax Increment Project” or “Project” means any work or undertaking
carried out under ORS 457 in a tax increment or tax increment finance area.

“Tax increment report” or “Tax Increment Report” or “Report” means the official report that
accompanies the tax increment plan pursuant to ORS 457.087.



Il. INTRODUCTION
A. Plan Background

The Willamette Riverfront Area (Area) has been the subject of various planning, visioning, and
analysis over at least the previous 30 years. As part of the Waterfront visioning conducted by
the City of West Linn (City) in 2019, staff reviewed these previous efforts and used the common
themes to develop draft guiding principles for the master plan process. The draft guiding
principles in turn were evaluated against goal and policy statements in the City’s current
Comprehensive Plan. The Comprehensive Plan analysis is shown in Section XllII of this Plan.

Throughout the review of the planning for the Willamette Riverfront Area, the list of capital
projects has been consistent. Even with continued visioning for the Area, the capital projects are
not expected to change. If they do, the projects in the Plan can be changed through a minor
amendment to the Plan as specified in Section VIl of this Plan.

The West Linn Willamette TIF Area Plan Area (Area), shown in Figure 1, consists of
approximately 333.8 total acres: 197.41 acres of land in tax lots and 136.39 acres of public
rights-of-way. It is anticipated that the West Linn Willamette TIF Area Plan (Plan) will take thirty
years of tax increment collections to implement. The maximum amount of indebtedness that
may be issued for the Plan is not to exceed $76,100,000 (Seventy-Six million One Hundred
Thousand dollars). Detailed financial analysis is in the Report Accompanying the West Linn
Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Plan (Report).

Detailed principles developed for the Plan are intended to guide tax increment finance (TIF)
revenue investment in the Area over the life of the Plan. The project category descriptions and
list of projects are similarly intended to aid future decision makers when considering how best to
expend TIF revenue. The Plan is to be administered by the West Linn Redevelopment Agency
(Agency). Substantial amendments to the Plan must be approved by City Council as outlined in
Section VII. All amendments to the Plan are to be listed numerically on the inside of the front
page of the Plan and then incorporated into the Plan document and noted by footnote with an
amendment number and adoption date.

The relationship between the sections of the Plan and the Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS)
457.085 requirements is shown in Table 1. The specific reference in the table below is the
section of this Plan that primarily addresses the statutory reference. There may be other
sections of the Plan that also address the statute.

B. Ad Hoc Advisory Committee Input

The Advisory Committee (AC) met four times to review information on the proposed TIF Area
and to provide input on the planning for the Area.

Meeting one: The AC reviewed the proposed boundary and considered the pros and cons of the
entire boundary.

Meeting two: The AC, through an informal vote, voted unanimously to move forward with the
proposed boundary. The AC was briefed on the potential projects to be considered in the
proposed boundary and received information on diversity equity and inclusion provided by
ECONorthwest.

Meeting three: The AC reviewed the projects list again and several members stated they would
like to go through the list and get feedback from the communities they represent. The AC was
briefed on the financial assumptions used and the amount of potential TIF revenue.

Meeting four: The AC presented feedback from their meetings with their stakeholders The
communities providing input were:

List of community organizations which received briefings:

. Bolton Neighborhood Association

. Sunset Neighborhood Association

. Willamette Neighborhood Association

The boundary was confirmed. The project list was reviewed and approved. The AC also made
recommendations for:

e The projects should be reviewed under an equity lens. This often includes things such as
access to public spaces, parks, transit, affordable housing, preventing business
displacement.

¢ One of the goals or principles of the Plan should include the protection of natural
resources. This will also be addressed in the section of the Plan that deals with
conformance to the Comprehensive Plan as Goal 5, Section 2 of the Comprehensive
Plan applies to natural resource protection.

e The Plan should include requirements for financial review at set time frames i.e. 15
years, 20 years to understand whether the Area is performing as expected. This review
should be shared with the overlapping taxing districts.

C. Additional Public Outreach

Additional opportunity for public input and information was provided at the following:

. West Linn Redevelopment Agency (Agency) meeting on April 10, 2023

o West Linn Planning Commission briefing on August 3 and October 5, 2022 and the
hearing on May 3, 2023

o Clackamas County briefing on May 17, 2023

. West Linn City Council public hearing on June 12, 2023 and vote. The City Council
public hearing was noticed to utility customers of the City of West Linn.



D. Tax Increment Finance Overview

ORS 457 allows for the use of tax increment financing to fund its projects. Tax increment
revenues - the amount of property taxes generated by the increase in total assessed values in
the tax increment area from the time the tax increment area is first established - are used to
repay borrowed funds. The borrowed funds are used to pay for projects and cannot exceed the
maximum indebtedness amount set by the tax increment plan.

The purpose of tax increment financing is to improve specific areas of a city that are poorly
developed or underdeveloped, called blighted areas in (ORS) 457.010. These areas can have
streets and utilities in poor condition, a complete lack of streets and utilities altogether, or other
obstacles to development. In general, tax increment projects can include construction or
improvement of streets, utilities, and other public facilities; assistance for rehabilitation or
redevelopment of property; acquisition and re-sale of property (site assembly) from willing
sellers; and improvements to public spaces. This Area meets the definition of blight due to its
transportation system infrastructure deficiencies, utility infrastructure deficiencies, and
underdeveloped and undeveloped properties. These blighted conditions are specifically cited in
the ordinance adopting the Plan and described in detail in the Report.

The Report contains the information required by ORS 457.087, including:

. A description of the physical, social, and economic conditions in the area;

. Expected impact of the Plan, including fiscal impact in light of increased services;

. Reasons for selection of the Plan area;

. The relationship between each project to be undertaken and the existing conditions;

. The estimated total cost of each project and the source of funds to pay such costs;

. The estimated completion date of each project;

. The estimated amount of funds required in the Area and the anticipated year in
which the debt will be retired;

. A financial analysis of the Plan;

. A fiscal impact statement that estimates the impact of tax increment financing upon
all entities levying taxes upon property in the area; and

. A relocation report.

M. MAXIMUM INDEBTEDNESS

Maximum indebtedness is the amount of indebtedness secured by a pledge of tax increment
revenue that can be spent on projects, programs and administration throughout the life of the
Plan. The maximum amount of indebtedness that may be issued or incurred under the Plan,
based upon good faith estimates of the scope and costs of projects in the Plan and the schedule
for their completion is $76,100,000 (Seventy-Six Million One Hundred Thousand dollars). This
amount is the principal of such indebtedness and does not include interest or indebtedness
incurred to refund or refinance existing indebtedness or interest earned on bond proceeds. The
method of establishing the maximum indebtedness is shown in the Report.



IV.  PLAN GUIDING PRINCIPLES

The guiding principles were developed as part of the West Linn Waterfront Project in the
2018/19 update. The tax increment projects identified in Sections V and VI of the Plan are the
specific means of implementing the principles. The goals and objectives will be pursued as
economically as is feasible and at the discretion of the Agency. The guiding principles are not
listed in any order of importance or priority. A matrix of how the projects align with the goals and
objectives is shown in Table 2.

Much of the following is directly from the Guiding Principles developed for the West Linn
Waterfront Project in 2019 with some added specific language to address the Willamette Main
Street and adjacent commercial/mixed use areas and deleted language if not relevant to this
Area.

A. Guiding Principle: River Access

The community and visitors will have enhanced visual and physical opportunities to enjoy the
river and falls through trails, open spaces both natural and within the built environment, and
aquatic recreation.

Key Elements

. Views of the Willamette River and Falls

. Continuous trail network

. Physical access to the river's edge

B. Guiding Principle: Historic Character

The community and visitors will experience a revitalized and vibrant waterfront area, while
experiencing and celebrating the working and historic industrial uses and important natural,
historic, and cultural resources of the area.

Key Elements

. Natural, historic, and cultural values and resources are protected and embraced

. Collaboration with other regional efforts

. Support business viability and vitality

. Maximize economic connections to Willamette Main Street

. Respect Native American rights and traditions along the Willamette River and Falls

C. Guiding Principle: Reinvestment Opportunity

The area will maintain its long history of a working waterfront, while creating opportunities for
reinvestment in the historic heart of the community. The Willamette Main Street and adjacent
commercial/mixed use areas will be supported as a vital part of community services and small
business opportunities. Projects should be reviewed with a diversity, equity and inclusion lens to
ensure that all communities are included and to prevent displacement.

Key Elements

. Provide opportunities for reinvestment in the three planning districts identified in the
West Linn Waterfront Project in 2019.

D. Guiding Principle: Transportation Improvements

TAX INCREMENT PROJECTS

Tax increment projects authorized by the Plan are described below. They are not listed in any
priority order. The Agency will determine the order of the projects and may add projects in the
future through the amendment process defined in Section VII of this Plan.

Transportation

3. Willamette River Fishing Dock/Ladder
Provide public access to the river near Historic City Hall

4. Riverfront Park
Design and construct a new park with non-motorized boat and swimming access,
interpretive signage, parking, trail access, and restoration

D. Land Acquisition/Disposition

Acquisition/Disposition are allowed in the Plan. Based on sales comparables of notable vacant
land, these will be used in accordance with land acquisition to assist with targeted development
based on submitted request for proposals.

E. Developer Incentives And Rebates

Facilitate development and redevelopment on sites in the Area, stimulating growth and
providing new employment opportunities and additional mixed use and commercial growth in
the Area.

F. Administration

Authorizes expenditures for the administrative costs associated with managing the Area
including budgeting and annual reporting, planning and the implementation of projects in the
Area.
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VI. AMENDMENTS TO PLAN

The Plan may be amended as described in this section. Adding other properties to the
Developer Incentives Program does not require an amendment to the Plan.

A. Substantial Amendments

Substantial Amendments, in accordance with ORS 457.085(2)(i), shall require the same notice,
hearing, and approval procedure required of the original Plan, under ORS 457.095, including
public involvement, consultation with taxing districts, presentation to the Agency, the Planning
Commission, the County and adoption by the City Council by non-emergency ordinance after a
hearing.

Notice of such hearing shall be provided to individuals or households within the City of West
Linn, as required by ORS 457.120.

Notice of adoption of a Substantial Amendment shall be provided in accordance with ORS
457.095 and 457.115.

Substantial Amendments are amendments that:

1. Add land to the tax increment area, except for an addition of land that totals not more
than a cumulative 1% of the existing area of the tax increment area; or

2. Increase the maximum amount of indebtedness that can be issued or incurred under the
Plan.

B. Minor Amendments

Minor Amendments are amendments that are not Substantial Amendments as defined in this
Plan and in ORS 457. Minor Amendments require approval by the Agency by resolution.

C. Amendments to the West Linn Comprehensive Plan and/or West Linn Municipal
and Community Development Code.

Amendments to the West Linn Comprehensive Plan and/or West Linn Municipal and
Community Development Code that affect the Plan and/or the Area shall be incorporated
automatically within the Plan without any separate action required by the Agency or City
Council. If a Substantial Amendment is prepared, the Section of this Plan on Relationship to
Local Objectives should be updated at that time.
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VIII. PROPERTY ACQUISITION AND DISPOSITION

The Plan authorizes the acquisition and disposition of property as described in this section.
Property includes any and all interests in property, including fee simple ownership, lease,
easements, licenses, or other rights to use. If property is acquired it will be identified in the Plan
through a Minor Amendment, as described in Section VII. Identification of property to be
acquired and its anticipated disposition is required by ORS 457.085(qg). If property acquisition
includes a public building, how that public building serves and benefits the Area must be
identified per ORS 457.085(2)(j).

A. Property acquisition for public improvements

The Agency may acquire any property within the Area for the public improvement projects
undertaken pursuant to the Plan by all legal means.

B. Property acquisition from willing sellers

The Plan authorizes Agency acquisition of any interest in property within the Area that the
Agency finds is necessary for private redevelopment, but only in those cases where the property
owner wishes to convey such interest to the Agency. The Plan does not authorize the Agency to
use the power of eminent domain to acquire property from a private party to transfer property to
another private party for private redevelopment. Property acquisition from willing sellers may be
required to support development of projects within the Area.

C. Land disposition

The Agency will dispose of property acquired for a public improvement project by conveyance to
the appropriate public agency responsible for the construction and/or maintenance of the public
improvement. The Agency may retain such property during the construction of the public
improvement.

The Agency may dispose of property acquired under Subsection B of this Section VIII by
conveying any interest in property acquired. Property shall be conveyed at its fair reuse value.
Fair reuse value is the value, whether expressed in terms of rental or capital price, at which the
Agency, in its discretion, determines such land should be made available in order that it may be
developed, redeveloped, cleared, conserved, or rehabilitated for the purposes specified in the
Plan. Because fair reuse value reflects limitations on the use of the property to those purposes
specified in the Plan, the value may be lower than the property’s fair market value.

Where land is sold or leased, the purchaser or lessee must agree to use the land for the
purposes designated in the Plan and to begin and complete the building of its improvements
within a period of time that the Agency determines is reasonable.

D. Properties to be acquired

This Plan must provide an indication of which real property may be acquired and the anticipated
disposition of said real property whether by retention, resale, lease or other legal use, together
with an estimated time schedule for such acquisition and disposition. This may be added at a
date when the property is identified and may be added through a Minor Amendment.
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IX. RELOCATION METHODS

When the Agency acquires occupied property under the Plan, residential or commercial
occupants of such property shall be offered relocation assistance, as required under applicable
state law. Prior to such acquisition, the Agency shall adopt rules and regulations, as necessary,
for the administration of relocation assistance. The Agency will comply with all applicable state
law in providing these potential benefits.

X. TAX INCREMENT FINANCING OF PLAN

Tax increment financing consists of using annual tax increment revenues to make payments on
debt, usually in the form of bank loans or revenue bonds. The proceeds of the debt are used to
finance the tax increment projects authorized in the Plan. Debt may be either long-term or short-
term.

Tax increment revenues equal most of the annual property taxes imposed on the cumulative
increase in assessed value within an tax increment area over the frozen base value (i.e., total
assessed value at the time an tax increment plan is adopted). The property taxes for general
obligation (GO) bonds and local option levies approved after October 6, 2001 are not part of the
tax increment revenues.

A. General description of the proposed financing methods

The Plan will be financed using a combination of revenue sources. These include:

. Tax increment revenues;

. Advances, loans, grants, and any other form of financial assistance from federal,
state, or local governments, or other public bodies;

. Loans, grants, dedications, or other contributions from private developers and
property owners, including, but not limited to, assessment districts; and

. Any other public or private source.

Revenues obtained by the Agency will be used to pay or repay the costs, expenses,
advancements, and indebtedness incurred in (1) planning or undertaking project activities, or (2)
otherwise exercising any of the powers granted by ORS Chapter 457 in connection with the
implementation of this Plan, including costs associated with the preparation of the Plan.

B. Tax increment financing

The Plan may be financed, in whole or in part, by tax increment revenues allocated to the
Agency, as provided in ORS Chapter 457. The ad valorem taxes, if any, levied by a taxing
district in which all or a portion of the Area is located, shall be divided as provided in Section 1c,
Article I1X of the Oregon Constitution, and ORS 457.440. Amounts collected pursuant to ORS
457.440 shall be deposited into the unsegregated tax collections account and distributed to the
Agency based upon the distribution schedule established under ORS 311.390.

C. Duration

The Agency intends not to collect tax increment revenues for the Area after thirty years of tax
increment collections. The Agency shall not initiate any Projects in the Area unless the Agency
reasonably projects it will be able to pay for those Projects from the proceeds of indebtedness
issued on or before FYE 2054, and from other funds available to the Agency. Except as
provided in the next sentence, all indebtedness that is secured by the tax increment revenues of
the Area shall mature no later than FYE 2054, and the Agency shall structure all its
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indebtedness so that it can be paid in full from the tax increment revenues of the Area that the
Agency reasonably projects it will receive on or before FYE 2054. The Agency may issue
refunding indebtedness that matures after FYE 2054, only if issuing that refunding indebtedness
is necessary to avoid a default on previously-issued indebtedness.

Xl.  VALIDITY

Should a court of competent jurisdiction find any work, clause, sentence, section or part of this
Plan to be invalid, the remaining words, clauses, sentences, sections or parts shall be
unaffected by such findings and shall remain in full force and effect for the duration of this Plan.

Xll.  ANNUAL REPORT AND FINANCIAL REVIEW

The Agency shall file an Annual Report in compliance with ORS 457.460. Along with the Annual
Report, the Agency will undertake a financial analysis of the Plan, including updated projections
in years 15 and 20 for tax increment finance revenues and evaluating the ability of the revenues
to achieve or exceed the Plan's maximum indebtedness by the anticipated expiration date in
FYE 2053. The Agency shall also review the project list for potential changes. The Agency shall
consult and confer with affected taxing districts regarding the results of this financial and project
update and will consider revenue sharing or shortening the time frame of the Plan if revenues
are exceeding projections.

The following section describes the purpose and intent of these plans, the main applicable goals
and policies within each plan, and an explanation of how the Plan relates to the applicable goals
and policies. The analysis covers the most relevant sections of the documents but may not
cover every section of the documents that relate to the Plan.

The numbering of the goals and policies within this section reflects the numbering that occurs in
the original document. ltalicized text is text that has been taken directly from an original
document and therefore cannot be changed. Some verbiage may say “complies with”, which, in
this document is synonymous with “conforms to” as stated in ORS 457.095.

Comprehensive Plan designations for all land in the Area are shown in Figure 2. All proposed
land uses conform to Figure 2. Maximum densities and building requirements for all land in the
Area are contained in the West Linn Municipal Code.

A. West Linn Comprehensive Plan

Goal 1: Citizen Involvement
GOALS

1. Provide the opportunity for broadly based, ongoing citizen patrticipation, including
opportunities for two-way dialogue between citizens and City elected and appointed officials.

2. Provide opportunities for citizens to shape City government and other West Linn institutions
info exemplary organizations that foster trust, respect, courage, and honor.

4. Provide clear, simple, user-friendly information about how the planning process works and
how citizens can be involved in land use and other City policy decisions.

FINDING: An ad Hoc Advisory Committee was formed to guide the development of the Plan.
They met four times and recommended the boundary, projects and financing to the Agency.
Committee members who represented specific organizations like neighborhoods met with those
groups to receive input on the Plan and reported that input back to the full committee. The
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committees specifically voted on whether the Plan or issuing debt for implementation of the Plan
should be referred to voters and did not make that recommendation for either issue.

Land Use Goal 2: Land Use Planning
SECTION 1: RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT
GOALS

1. Maintain land use and zoning policies that continue to provide for a variety of living
environments and densities within the city limits.

2. Allow a mix of residential and commercial uses in Commercial Districts and ensure
compatibility of these districts with the residential character of existing neighborhoods and
adopted neighborhood plans.

3. Consideration of the concept of carrying capacity should also include the transportation
network, storm water management, air quality, and overall quality of life.

4. Encourage energy efficient-housing (e.g., housing with solar energy, adequate insulation,
weatherproofing, etc.).

FINDING: The TIF Plan does not change any existing zoning in the Area. The Planning
Commission and City Council will still retain their full authority regarding zoning changes. The
Plan will provide infrastructure and public spaces that will encourage the development of new
residential units and commercial spaces that provide services for those residents in the Area.
The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Residential Development section.

SECTION 2: NEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT
GOAL

Provide convenient shopping opportunities and services adjacent to, or within residential
neighborhoods, reducing the need to travel by automobile and increasing opportunities to walk
to shopping for frequently needed items.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure and public spaces that will encourage the
development of new mixed use and commercial spaces and provide assistance to existing
neighborhood commercial businesses in the Area. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the
Neighborhood Commercial Development section.

SECTION 3: MIXED USE/COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT
GOALS

1. Develop/redevelop commercial areas as mixed use/commercial districts that blend housing
and commercial uses to: enhance the community’s identity; encourage strong neighborhoods;
increase housing choices; promote socioeconomic diversity; promote alternative modes of
transportation; promote civic uses; and improve community interaction and involvement.

2. Consider the development of commercial and office facilities in West Linn that will increase
employment opportunities, reduce dependence on services outside of the City, and promote
energy-efficient travel and land use patterns, while recognizing that there will be limits imposed
by West Linn’s topography and limited available land.

3. Encourage retail commercial uses to be located in centers that facilitate one-stop shopping
and discourage strip commercial development.
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6. Provide for multi-modal connections to, and interconnections between, mixed use/commercial
centers via automobile, transit, bicycle and pedestrian facilities, or other means.

7. Require standards for mixed-use commercial districts to promote safe access into and within
these areas for walking, biking, and transit use from surrounding neighborhoods and that also
create livable areas compatible with existing neighborhood character.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure and public spaces that will encourage the
development of new mixed use and commercial spaces and provide assistance to existing
neighborhood commercial businesses in the Area. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the
Mixed Use/Commercial Development section.

Land Use Goal 5: Open Spaces, Scenic and Historic Areas, and Natural Areas
SECTION 1: SCENIC AND HISTORIC AREAS

GOAL

Identify and preserve the historic and archaeological resources of West Linn.

Historic Areas Policy 2. Protect the historic quality of the Willamette Falls Locks through design
review of all new developments proposed for that area.

GOAL
Preserve and enhance scenic views and sites.

Scenic Environment Policy 2. Preserve prominent scenic views as seen from public streets,
parks, and open spaces in a manner consistent with other goals and policies to protect natural
resources.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented with respect for the scenic and historic areas as
required by the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s review of any new
development will require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the
Scenic and Historic Areas section.

SECTION 2: NATURAL RESOURCES
GOALS

1. Encourage and assist in the preservation of permanent natural areas for fish and wildlife
habitat in suitable, scientific/ecological areas.

2. Protect sensitive environmental features such as steep slopes, wetlands, and riparian lands,
including their contributory watersheds.

3. Preserve trees in park lands, natural areas, and open space wherever possible.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented with respect for the natural resources as required by
the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s review of any new development will
require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Natural
Resources section.
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GOAL 6: AIR, WATER, AND LAND RESOURCES QUALITY
SECTION 1: AIR QUALITY

GOAL

Maintain or improve West Linn's air quality.

Goal 6: Air, Water, and Land Resources Quality AWL-3

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented in conformance with air quality standards as required
by the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s review of any new development will
require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Air Quality
section.

SECTION 2: WATER QUALITY
GOAL
Maintain or improve the quality of West Linn's water resources.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented in conformance with water quality standards as
required by the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s review of any new
development will require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the
Water Quality section.

SECTION 3: LAND RESOURCES (SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT)
GOALS
1. Decrease the amount of solid waste that is discarded and put in a landfill.

2. Provide cost-effective solid waste and recycling services to the City's residents, businesses,
and public facilities.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented in conformance with land resources (solid waste
management) standards as required by the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s
review of any new development will require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in
conformance with the Land Resources( Solid Waste Management) section.

SECTION 4: NOISE CONTROL
GOAL
Maintain and promote a quiet and healthful environment for the citizens of West Linn.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented in conformance with noise standards as required by the
Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s review of any new development will require
conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Noise Control section.

GOAL 7: AREAS SUBJECT TO NATURAL DISASTERS AND HAZARDS
GOAL

Protect life and property from flood, earthquake, other geological hazards, and terrorist threats
or aftacks.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented in conformance with natural disasters and hazards goal
as required by the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s review of any new
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development will require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the
Areas subject to Natural Disasters and Hazards section.

GOAL 8: PARKS & RECREATION

GOALS

1. Provide all citizens with a range of recreational facilities.

2. Provide park and recreational areas convenient to each of West Linn's neighborhoods.

3. Assure the availability and the reasonable accessibility of recreational lands and facilities to
all West Linn residents.

4. Promote connections between parks and recreation areas throughout the City.
5. Use recreation areas as non-motorized connections between streets and neighborhoods.

6. Encourage the use of non-City owned community resources (e.qg., churches, schools, etc.) for
recreational uses through cooperative arrangements and joint use agreements.

FINDING: The Plan contains specific funding for a riverfront park and trails and trail amenities
within the area. The Plan will be implemented in conformance with parks and recreation goals
as required by the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s review of any new
development will require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the
Parks and Recreation section.

GOAL 9: ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

Goal 1: Encourage the recruitment, retention, expansion, and economic viability of West Linn
business and industry.

Policy 6. Adopt City regulations that are easy to understand and contain development standards
that can be uniformly applied.

Policy 7. Consider, when appropriate, encouraging economic development through streamlined
permitting processes and development fees.

Policy 10. Consider incentives such as reduced system development charges (SDCs) and
shared parking districts to encourage commercial and mixed-use development.

Goal 2. Support tourist-related business and services.
Policy 1. Support efforts and programs that promote tourism in the City.

Policy 2. Enhance recreation based tourism in the City focused on parcels constrained by the
Willamette River floodplain or other environmental constraints.

Policy 3. Work with interested property owners to attract and accommodate and to attract a
significant new hotel(s).

Goal 3. Promote the efficient use of commercial and industrial land adequate to serve a range of
employment opportunities in the City.

Policy 1. Preserve employment (commercial and industrial) land to ensure an appropriate mix of
uses and jobs-housing balance.

Policy 2. Inventory and maintain a list of vacant and redevelopable sites for new or expanding
businesses.
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Policy 3. Ensure the City has adequate public facilities and infrastructure to support economic
activities, especially transportation. Maximize the use of regional, state, and federal funding for
infrastructure planning and development. Work with ODOT to realize the full potential of the I-
205 maintenance parcel.

FINDING: The Plan is intended to provide infrastructure and amenities to help support
development on parcels within the Area. The Plan also contains programs for assistance to
small, existing businesses in the Area. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Economic
Development section.

GOAL 10: HOUSING
GOALS
1. Preserve the character and identity of established neighborhoods.

2. Assure good functional and aesthetic design of multi-family and clustered single-family
developments.

3. Encourage the development of affordable housing for West Linn residents of all income
levels.

Policy 8. Adhere to clear and objective standards to promote timely and predictable plan review.

FINDING: The Plan is intended to provide infrastructure and amenities to help support
development including housing development on parcels within the Area. The TIF Plan is in
conformance with the Housing section.

GOAL 11: PUBLIC FACILITIES & SERVICES
GOAL

Require that essential public facilities and services (transportation, storm drainage, sewer, and
water service) be in place before new development occurs and encourage the provision of other
public facilities and services.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure that will encourage the development of new mixed
use and commercial spaces in the Area. All new development will be reviewed through the City
of West Linn established protocol. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Public Facilities and
Services section.

SECTION 1: SEWER SYSTEM
GOAL

Provide adequate, environmentally sound wastewater collection and treatment for all West Linn
residents and businesses.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure that will encourage the development of new mixed
use and commercial spaces in the Area. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Public
Facilities and Services Section 1 Sewer System.
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SECTION 2: WATER SYSTEM
GOAL

Provide municipal potable water service for public, commercial, and domestic uses within the
city limits of West Linn.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure that will encourage the development of new mixed
use and commercial spaces in the Area. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Public
Facilities and Services Section 2 Water System.

SECTION 3: STORM DRAINAGE
GOAL

Create and maintain a drainage management system that manages the amount and rate of
surface water runoff; eliminates interbasin transfers of storm drainage; minimizes property
damage from runoff; and controls pollution entering receiving streams.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure that will encourage the development of new mixed
use and commercial spaces in the Area. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Public
Facilities and Services Section 3 Storm Drainage System.

SECTION 4: FIRE AND POLICE
GOAL

Provide a high level of fire, emergency, and police services to protect life and property within the
City.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure that will allow for more safe and efficient
transportation routes within the Area and improved water supplies for firefighting. The TIF Plan
is in conformance with the Public Facilities and Services Section 4 Fire and Police.

SECTION 7: SCHOOLS
GOAL

Coordinate with the West Linn-Wilsonville School District and Clackamas County to provide
school services and related recreational facilities for West Linn residents.

FINDING: The West Linn/Wilsonville School District was represented on the Advisory
Committee that provided input on the development of the Plan. If new students live in any of the
newly creating housing, this will supply increased funding for the schools as they are funded on
a per pupil basis. In addition. Local option levies and bonds are not impacted by TIF Plans, so
any increased assessed value will add to the capacity to pay for any local option levies or bonds
approved for the school district. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Schools section.

SECTION 8: PRIVATE UTILITIES AND TELECOMMUNICATIONS
GOALS

1. Coordinate land use planning for the City with private utility companies to assure the
availability of services when needed.
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2. Coordinate construction and maintenance of private utilities and public infrastructure to
minimize disruption and improve efficiency and cost-effectiveness.

3. Ensure that utility companies do the following:

a. Provide services as needed to all classes of customers.

b. Maintain and update, as required, a long range system plan as a condition of
franchise.

c¢. Provide preventive maintenance practices.

d. Compensate the City for use of the public right-of-way.

4. Be one of the leading cities in Oregon with respect to state-of-the-art communications
infrastructure.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented in conformance with Private Utilities and
Telecommunications goal as required by the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s
review of any new development will require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in
conformance with the Private Utilities and Telecommunications section.

GOAL 12: Transportation
GOALS
1. Provide a transportation system for the City of West Linn that:

a. Provides for maximum mobility while encouraging modes of transportation other than the
automobile.

b. Provides for connectivity within and between neighborhoods, developments and community
centers, using new and existing transportation services consistent with Metro’s street and
walkway spacing standards, the 2008 West Linn Transportation System Plan and 2013 West
Linn Trails Plan.

c. Is convenient, safe, and efficient.

d. Maintains the cohesiveness of the City’s neighborhoods.

e. Is built with consideration for community priorities and affordability.

f. Respects and preserves the natural environment on both a neighborhood and City-wide basis.

2. Provide a cost-effective balanced transportation system, incorporating all modes of
transportation (including motor vehicle, bicycle, pedestrian, transit, and other modes).

3. Develop transportation facilities that are accessible to all members of the community and
minimize out-of-direction travel.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure that will encourage the development of new mixed
use and commercial spaces in the Area. Many of the projects identified in the Plan are
transportation projects that will enhance the ability of the Area to develop in the future. The TIF
Plan is in conformance with the Public Facilities and Services section.

Goal 13: Energy Conservation
GOALS
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1. Promote energy efficient provision of public facilities and services.
2. Promote the retrofitting of homes, businesses, and industry for energy conservation.
3. Promote the use of renewable energy sources.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented in conformance with Energy Conservation goal as
required by the Comprehensive Plan. There is a program included in the Plan for business
assistance that could include retrofitting of businesses In addition, this much of this Area is in
the city limits and is largely undeveloped. Providing public services to the Area will help promote
more intense development using the upgraded infrastructure and the adjacent business district
to provide services.

The Planning Commission’s review of any new development will require conformance with
these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Energy Conservation section.

GOAL 14: URBANIZATION
GOALS

Promote an orderly growth pattern within the UGB to preserve and enhance the natural and
developed character of West Linn.

FINDING: The Plan will be implemented in conformance with Urbanization goal as required by
the Comprehensive Plan. By providing infrastructure within the city limits, the city is promoting
orderly growth within the existing UGB. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Urbanization
section.

Goal 15: Willamette River Greenway
GOALS

1. Protect and enhance the valuable natural resource provided by the Willamette River, its
islands, shores, and natural habitat.

2. Continue to improve public access and recreation opportunities along the Willamette River
Greenway.

3. Promote creation of a Willamette River Greenway trial paralleling the river through West Linn.
Policy 7. Preserve identified scenic qualities and views.
Policy 8. Protect the natural vegetative fringe along the river.

FINDING: The Plan contains specific funding for a riverfront park, trails and trail amenities within
the Area. The Plan will be implemented in conformance with Willamette River Greenway goals
as required by the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission’s review of any new
development will require conformance with these goals. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the
Willamette River Greenway section.
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B. West Linn Transportation Systems Plan Update 2016

The Transportation Systems Plan was updated in 2016 to incorporate the recommendations
from the West Linn Willamette Falls Concept Plan. Those recommendations are for the projects
for which funding is allocated in the TIF Plan. Specific deficiencies were identified in the

e Pedestrian system including no or gaps in sidewalks (Figure 5 of the TSP), proposed
trails, (Figure 6 of the TSP), with Willamette Falls Drive identified as a high priority
pedestrian project (Figure 7 of the TSP)

e Bicycle system including no bike lane on Willamette Falls Drive (Figure 9 of the TSP),
the bike lane on WFD and 12" Street identified as a high priority project (Figure 10 of the
TSP)

e Motor Vehicle system including Tannler Street Realignment, Willamette Falls Drive Falls
traffic signal at 12" and at 14" Streets.(Table 24 of the TSP)

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure that will encourage the development of new mixed
use and commercial spaces in the Area. Many of the projects identified in the Plan are
transportation projects which come from the TSP and will enhance the ability of the Area to
develop in the future. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the TSP.

C. West Linn City Center and Waterfront Development Report (1986)

Goals:

1. To develop a strong City image through a clear definition of its center, reflecting an
orientation toward the river and other natural features.

2. To take advantage of the economic, social and aesthetic opportunities of the City’s
waterfront.

3. To capitalize on an opportunity to expand the City’s commercial tax base.

Design Concepts:

1. Create public focal points and spaces on the hilltop and riverfront.

2. Establish pedestrian and visual links with the river.

3. Reduce the dominance of the automobile and highway system on this area of the City.
4. Resolve or lessen existing traffic conflicts and hazards.

5. Expand the buildable area along the waterfront.

6. Respond to existing and proposed features and landmarks on the Oregon City side of the
river.

7. Create an architectural landmark that conveys town center and has freeway visibility.
8. Provide a mixed use development with many activities.
9. Encourage diversity in architectural styles, materials, forms and colors.

10. Recognize and enhance natural features on the site (i.e. basalt rock outcroppings, mature
oak trees).

11. Provide transitions into surrounding development in terms of scale, use and design.
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12. Provide space and facilities for public market activities (i.e. produce, food, crafts, etc.).

FINDING: The Plan’s focus is on providing a vibrant mixed-use community and asset to the city
along the Willamette Riverfront and adjacent neighborhoods. The projects include infrastructure
to help provide a development atmosphere taking advantage of the economic, social and
aesthetic opportunities of the waterfront and expand the commercial tax base in the city. There
are projects identified to provide riverfront amenities and trails and assistance for existing
businesses and business development. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the West Linn City
Center and Waterfront Development Report.

This document is incorporated into the West Linn Comprehensive Plan and is included in the
transportation section above.

D. West Linn Parks, Recreation and Open Space Plan (2007)

Proposed Primary Trails:

Willamette River Greenway — follows the river from its confluence with the Tualatin River to the
West Linn — Lake Oswego city limits. Significant pieces are in place, but acquisition of the
remaining mileage will require time, patience, and funding.

FINDING: The Plan’s focus is on providing a vibrant mixed-use community and asset to the city
along the Willamette Riverfront and adjacent neighborhoods. There are projects identified to
provide a riverfront park, riverfront amenities and trails in the Area. The TIF Plan is in
conformance with the West Linn City Center and Waterfront Development Report.

E. West Linn Willamette Falls Drive Concept Plan

The West Linn Willamette Falls Drive (WFD) 2021 Conceptual Design Plan is an outcome of a
multimodal corridor planning effort to develop continuous bicycle and pedestrian facilities along
the Lake Oswego Highway (OR 43) and Willamette Falls Drive (WFD). The Concept Plan made
changes to the TSP as identified in the TSP analysis in Sub-Section B of this Section.

FINDING: The Plan will provide infrastructure that will encourage the development of new mixed
use and commercial spaces in the Area. Many of the projects identified in the Plan are
transportation projects which come from the TSP which were incorporated as a result of the
WFD Concept Plan and will enhance the ability of the Area to develop in the future. The TIF
Plan is in conformance with the West Linn Willamette Falls Drive Concept Plan.

F. City of West Linn Economic Strategic Plan 2014 Update

The changes made in this document were incorporated into the West Linn Comprehensive Plan
and are included in the economy section above.

G. Imagine West Linn Update

Preferred Future With A Vision (excerpt):

Through a patrticipatory process that includes the property owners, the surrounding neighbors
and the City, a master plan was created for the mill site that supports the existing business and
provides for effective transitions to the surrounding uses. As a result, the site is now a
successful gathering place with offices, civic facilities, commercial buildings and multifamily
housing, known as the “Willamette Falls Center”. The Center houses City Hall, several large
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meeting spaces and exhibit halls and a large public plaza, opening out to the activities and
beauty of the river. The Center also features river taxis which link Portland and Salem via the
Willamette River. Trailheads radiate out from the center and along the river. The new center
coincides with the old West Linn downtown that existed before the I-205 construction.

Sense of Community Action Items:

2. Continue to build on the network of parks, natural areas, walkways and bike paths in the
community, and create a river walkway or promenade, a town square, community center, a
permanent farmer’s market space, community gardens, and amphitheater and a multitude of
parks connected by greenways.

4. Implement the Comprehensive Pathway and Trails Master Plan to assure all eleven
neighborhoods, schools, city parks, neighborhood centers and the Willamette Falls Center are
all interconnected by safe pedestrian and bicycle pathways.

Housing Action Items:

1. Periodically update the City’s Comprehensive Plan and Development Code to ensure an
adequate supply of appropriately zoned land for needed housing.

2. Respond to increasing housing costs with proactive land use planning and regulatory tools,
as well as incentives to meet the full range of housing needs in the community.

4. Adopt land use policies and regulations that allow for flexibility in housing types to meet the
needs of the elderly with alternative lifestyle needs. These policies should provide for affordable
housing, close to needed services and should encourage modes of transportation beyond the
single occupancy vehicle.

7. Consider adopting land use policy and code amendments supporting an incentive or
performance based approach to housing density bonuses and affordable housing.

Commercial Development Action ltems:

1. Periodically update the City’s Comprehensive Plan and Development Code to ensure an
adequate supply of appropriately zoned land for employment uses.

2. Continue to plan for mixed use development and increased development densities along
transit corridors.

Historic Resources Action ltems:

3. Work jointly with Oregon City in promoting the Willamette Falls Heritage Site; pursue
landmark status for the property.

Recreation Action ltems:

3. Continue requiring dedication of trail corridors in an aggressive fashion. Developers should
be required to construct the trails in those corridors and obtain UO easements from existing
property owners. Trails along Willamette and Tualatin Rivers in the Master Plan should be a
priority.

FINDING: The Plan’s focus is on providing a vibrant mixed-use community and asset to the city
along the Willamette Riverfront and adjacent neighborhoods in the historic heart of the city. The
projects include infrastructure to help provide a development atmosphere in the Area, including
mixed-use, residential and commercial development. There are projects identified to provide
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safe pedestrian routes including riverfront amenities and trails and assistance for existing
businesses and business development. The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Imagine West
Linn Update

H. Blue Heron Pond Redevelopment Analysis (2013)

There are
projects identified to provide safe pedestrian routes including riverfront amenities and trails and
assistance for existing businesses and business development. The TIF Plan is in conformance
with the Sunset Neighborhood Plan.

K. Arch Bridge/Bolton Concept Plan (2014)

Objectives:

1. Build on the rich natural and cultural history of West Linn and its relationship to the
environment, particularly the Willamette River.
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2. Create a town center that serves as a focus of community activity, commerce, recreation, and
housing opportunities.

3. Ensure that the evolving town center respects the scale and character of the community while
introducing any increased density and height and new building forms.

4. Establish the alignment of the trail from Willamette Park.

5. Improve the street network and waterway connections to provide for better and safer
pedestrian access, bicycle and transit use, and to establish a strong, clear identity for the town
center.

Principles:
1. Recognize regional planning efforts to create mixed-use centers connected by transit.

2. Build upon the vision and directions set forth in the City’s planning and vision documents,
including the Comprehensive Plan.

3. Encourage the attraction of new forms of commercial and residential development that will
provide positive economic benefits to the City and broader choices to residents and visitors.

4. Develop a town center that serves the residents of West Linn and welcomes visitors to enjoy
the place and its natural and cultural features.

5. Examine traffic calming methods that can make the arterial streets safer, more attractive and
accommodating to transit, pedestrians, and other forms of movement.

6. Enhance the network of parks, trails, public spaces and natural areas that contribute to the
unique, verdant character of West Linn.

7. ldentify strategic public investments, regulatory changes and market strategies that can
strengthen the town center as a place and attract corresponding private investment.

8. Work with ODOT to determine whether the 1-205 on/off ramps or right-of-way as well as
Highway 43 could be reconfigured in order to open up land for development while making traffic
flow smoothly.

9. Explore catalyst development sites that could convey opportunities for infill and
redevelopment that is sensitive to the community context.

10. Coordinate the planning of the town center with the Willamette Falls Legacy Project to adapt
the former Blue Heron mill site to new uses.

11. Employ multiple ways of informing and engaging the community throughout this planning
process.

12. Instill an enthusiasm for the future of the town center among the public and existing and
potential private sector partners.

13. Examine ways of visually and functionally connecting portions of the town center together,
particularly the parts north and south of the freeway.

14. Create a gateway from the Arch Bridge and [-205 into the heart of the town center.

15. Future development in the area is to consider and take appropriate measures to enhance
and honor the cultural and historic value of the area.
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Recommendations for the South Village Area:
1. Create a new urban intersection

2. Convert the right-of-way of Broadway into a terraced park with parking underneath

3. The City should partner with a nonprofit to build workforce/senior housing on publicly owned

property
4. Create a new Mill Street
5. Build a new central “Market Square”

6. Encourage multi-story, mixed-use development in the core, including higher density
residential development

7. Encourage residential development of moderate density outside the core
8. Construct multi-use trails

FINDING: The Plan Area intersects the eastern edge of the Bolton Neighborhood. There are
identified proejcts in the Plan specific to this neighborhood:

. developer incentives to promote multi-story mixed-use development

. historic city hall structured parking

. historic city hall public plaza

. park and trail projects throughout the Area in proximity to the Bolton neighborhood

The TIF Plan is in conformance with the Arch Bridge/Bolton Concept Plan.
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L. West Linn Municipal & Community Development Code

The land uses in the Area will conform to the zoning designations in the West Linn Municipal &
Community Development Code (CDC), including the maximum densities and building
requirements, and are incorporated by reference herein. The existing zoning is shown in Figure
3.

The development is expected to conform to the zoning requirements. As the Municipal Code is
updated, this document will be automatically updated. If a substantial amendment is completed
in the future, this section will be updated to match the current zoning designations.

The zoning categories at the time of the West Linn Willamette TIF Area Plan preparation follow.
They are in the order that they occur in the Development Code.

Existing Zoning Categories
R10 Residential 10

The purpose of this zone is to provide for urban development at levels which relate to the site
development limitations, proximity to commercial development and to public facilities and public
transportation. This zone is intended to implement the Comprehensive Plan policies and
locational criteria, and is applicable to areas designated as Low Density Residential on the
Comprehensive Plan Map and Type | and Type Il lands identified under the Buildable Lands
Policy.

R2.1 Residential R 2.1

The purpose of this zone is to provide for urban development at levels which relate to the site
development limitations, proximity to commercial development and public facilities and public
transportation, and to the surrounding development pattern. This zone is intended to carry out
the intent of the Comprehensive Plan which is to provide for a choice in housing types and is
intended to implement the policies and locational criteria in the Comprehensive Plan for high
density residential housing.

GC General Commercial

The purpose of this zone is to provide for the concentration of major retail goods and services at
centers. The intent is to provide for the provision of a variety of goods and services and for
comparison shopping, to accommodate new businesses and employment opportunities, to
promote a suitable mix of commercial uses, to contribute to community identity and to assure
that the commercial development is scaled to blend with nearby residential areas, and that the
residential areas are protected from noise, glare of lights, traffic congestion and other possible
adverse effects. This zone is intended to implement the policies and locational criteria set forth
in the Comprehensive Plan.

OBC Office Business Center

The purpose of this zone is to provide for manufacturing, processing and assembling uses
which are of a size and scale which makes them generally incompatible with other adjoining
non-industrial uses. The uses included in this zone are generally characterized by large
buildings and large storage areas and have off-site effects from smoke, odor, noise, dust, lights
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or other externalities. The zone is intended to implement the policies and locational criteria in
the Comprehensive Plan.

Cl

The purpose of the Campus Industrial zoning district is to provide a mix of clean, employee
intensive industries, offices, and retail commercial uses which have no off-site impacts in terms
of noise, odor, glare, lights, vibration, smoke, dust or other types of off-site impacts. The zone
provides for combining parking, landscaping and other design features which physically and
visually link structures and uses within one development.

Gl General Industrial

The purpose of this zone is to provide for manufacturing, processing and assembling uses
which are of a size and scale which makes them generally incompatible with other adjoining
non-industrial uses. The uses included in this zone are generally characterized by large
buildings and large storage areas and have off-site effects from smoke, odor, noise, dust, lights
or other externalities. The zone is intended to implement the policies and locational criteria in
the Comprehensive Plan.

MU Willamette Neighborhood Mixed Use Transition Zone

The purpose of the mixed use/transitional zone is to provide for a transitional area between
commercial and residential zones with a desirable mix of residential land uses with limited
commercial land uses. The limited commercial uses allowed in this district are selected for their
compatibility with residential uses and their ability to meet the needs of the neighborhood. Uses
in this district are intended to be compatible with the design and aesthetic qualities of the
adjacent neighborhood. This zone is intended to implement the Willamette neighborhood plan
as authorized by the policies set forth in the Comprehensive Plan.

Overlay zones
Historic

A. Foster community and neighborhood pride and sense of community identity based on
recognition and use of historic and cultural resources.

B. Identify, protect, repair and maintain the City’s historic resources (see Chapter 2 CDC,
Definitions), including the diverse architectural styles that reflect the phases of the City’s history.

C. Encourage preservation and use of historic sites, structures, and districts within the City that
reflect special elements of its historical, architectural, archaeological, artistic, cultural, and
engineering heritage.

D. Provide procedures and establish approval criteria for all reviews of proposed alterations to
the exterior of historic structures and sites and other development in historic districts.

E. Increase economic and financial benefits to historic property owners and the community.

F. Ensure that changes to designated historic resources protect the integrity of the resource
and the significant aspects of the area’s heritage.
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G. Provide regulations that will ensure the preservation of the quality and historic integrity of
historic resources and their sites and, if applicable, ensure compatibility and consistency with
the qualities of the respective historic district its nomination was intended to preserve.

H. Provide for creation of new historic districts and designation of new landmarks, as
appropriate, and to allow removal of such designations if they are no longer appropriate.

I.  Provide a process to enable thoughtful consideration of the proposed demolition of historic
structures.

FINDING: The TIF Plan contains the zoning districts identified above and is in conformance with
the Community Development Code. .

“Comprehensive Plan” means the City of West Linn comprehensive land use plan and its
implementing ordinances, policies, and standards.

“County” means Clackamas County, Oregon.

“Fiscal year ending” means the year commencing on July 1 and closing on June 30 of the next
year.

“Frozen base” means the total assessed value including all real, personal, manufactured, and
utility values within a tax increment area at the time of adoption. The county assessor certifies
the assessed value after the adoption of a tax increment plan.

“Increment” means that part of the assessed value of a taxing district attributable to any
increase in the assessed value of the property located in an tax increment area, or portion
thereof, over the assessed value specified in the certified statement.

“‘Maximum indebtedness” means the amount of the principal of indebtedness included in a plan
pursuant to ORS 457.190 and does not include indebtedness incurred to refund or refinance
existing indebtedness.

“ORS” means the Oregon Revised Statutes. Chapter 457 specifically relates to urban renewal,
also called tax increment in this document.

“Planning Commission” means the West Linn Planning Commission.

“‘Revenue sharing” means under-levying tax increment proceeds to effectively share a portion of
the revenue with the other taxing districts who levy permanent rate taxes in the tax increment
area as defined in ORS 457.470.

“Tax increment financing (TIF)” is a method of funding tax increment projects and programs
through incurring debt that is repaid by the division of taxes accomplished through the adoption
of a tax increment plan.

“Tax increment finance revenues” means the funds allocated by the assessor to a tax increment
area due to increases in assessed value over the frozen base within the area.

“UGB” means urban growth boundary.



“Tax increment area” (TIA) or “Tax Increment Finance Area” means a blighted area included in
an tax increment plan or an area included in an tax increment plan under ORS 457.160.

“Tax increment plan” or “Plan” or “Tax Increment Finance Plan” means a plan, as it exists or is
changed or modified from time to time, for one or more tax increment areas, as provided in ORS

The
Agency may allocate budgets differently, adjust the timing of the projects, decide to incur debt at
different timeframes than projected in this Report, and make other adjustments to the financials
as determined by the Agency. The Agency may also make changes as allowed in the
Amendments section of the Plan. These adjustments must stay within the confines of the overall
maximum indebtedness of the Plan.

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lll. THE PROJECTS IN THE AREA AND THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN URBAN

The projects identified for the Area are described below, including how they relate to the
existing conditions in the Area.

A. Transportation
Multi-modal transportation improvements in the Area including but not limited to:

1. Willamette Falls Drive (WFD)10th Street to Sunset Avenue
Provide WFD improvements including enhanced pedestrian and bicycle facilities per the
Willamette Falls Drive Conceptual Design Plan

2. WFD Sunset Avenue to I-205
Provide WFD improvements including enhanced pedestrian and bicycle facilities per the
Willamette Falls Drive Conceptual Design Plan

Existing conditions:

“WFD is currently an automobile-focused roadway. It is missing many pieces to be fully
pedestrian connected. One of the primary changes associated with the 2021 Plan is to
implement a consistent pedestrian walkway from the Tualatin River to I- 205.
Pedestrian and bike facilities in the project area are defined as substandard or
completely lacking in the 2014 Metro Regional Transportation Plan and deficiencies are
also noted in the City’s TSP.”"

Existing Traffic Conditions

“The existing traffic conditions analysis identifies the current physical and operational
characteristics of the study intersections. The analysis is based on data collected in
June 2019 when school was in session and no inclement weather was present that
affected typical traffic patterns. The results of the analysis indicate the following:

¢ All the study intersections currently operate acceptably (below capacity with
relatively low delay) during the weekday AM and PM peak hours except the
West A Street/WFD and OR 43/WFD intersections.

e The southbound approach to the West A Street/WFD intersection currently
operates at LOS F during the weekday AM peak hour due to delay; however,
the intersection operates below capacity and does not meet signal warrants.

e The eastbound approach to the OR 43/WFD intersection currently operates at
LOS F during the weekday AM and PM peak hours due to delay and above
capacity during the weekday PM peak hour. The intersection currently meets
signal warrants.”?

Include
attractive plazas, a swimming dock, a non-motorized boat launch, a boathouse, a
reservable shelter with gathering and social spaces and connect to nearby parks via a
riverfront esplanade. This park will connect to the portion of the waterfront that is currently
owned by PGE.”

“Design and develop new trailheads and support facilities as gateways to popular or
prioritized future land and water trails. Focus on the new Riverfront Park, as well as
existing Special Use and Multi-Use Parks with the largest demand or need for improved
access, including the future Riverfront Trail.”®

D. Land Acquisition/Disposition
Acquistion/Dispostion are allowed in the Plan. Based on sales comparables of notable
vacant land, these will be used in accordance with land acquisition to assist with targeted
development based on submitted request for proposals.

Existing conditions:

There is not presently a funding source for land acquisition. This will allow for parcels to be
acquired and grouped together for future development. Acquisitions for future private
development will be from willing sellers only.

E. Developer Incentives and Rebates
Facilitate development and redevelopment on sites in the Area, stimulating growth and
providing new employment opportunities and additional mixed use and commercial growth
in the Area.

Existing conditions:

This program does not exist. This is an undeveloped area because the infrastructure is not
complete and the cost of development include additional land preparation costs. The ability
of the Agency to provide incentives will help spur development.

F. Administration
Authorizes expenditures for the administrative costs associated with managing the Area
including budgeting and annual reporting, planning and the implementation of projects in
the Area.

Existing conditions:

This Area does not presently exist. Once formed, the Agency needs to allocate
sufficient resources to the administration of the Area to allow for implementation of the
projects and administration of the Area.

IV. THE ESTIMATED TOTAL COST OF EACH PROJECT AND THE SOURCES OF

MONEYS TO PAY SUCH COSTS

The total cost estimates for projects are shown in Table 2 below. Table 2 presents the
estimated costs of the projects today (FYE 2023 constant dollars) and the estimated cost of
those projects in the future (year of expenditure dollars). The year of expenditure dollars
assumes annual 3% inflation rates. These are all estimates acknowledging that the urban
renewal portions of these project activities must fit within the maximum indebtedness. If the
City is able to jumpstart the Area by providing alternative funding sources which are repaid
when tax increment revenues are available, the timing on projects can be moved up.

The Plan assumes that the Agency/City will use other funds to assist in the completion of the
projects within the Area. The Agency/City may pursue regional, county, state, and federal
funding, private developer contributions, and any other sources of funding that may assist in
the implementation of the projects or programs.

The Agency will be able to review and update fund expenditures and allocations on an annual
basis when the annual budget is prepared.

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V. FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF THE PLAN
The estimated tax increment revenues through FYE 2054 are calculated based on projections of
growth in assessed value due to new development and appreciation within the Area and the
consolidated tax rate that will apply in the Area.

The long-term projections for FYE 2025 and beyond assume an annual growth rate of 4.0% for real,
personal and utility assessed value in the Area (equal to 3% maximum annual appreciation for existing
property plus 1% exception value from new development). These projections of growth are the basis
for the projections in the Area.

These projections of growth were informed by conversations with City staff and City Council, based on
the amount of development potential within the Area. If actual assessed value growth is less than
forecast, then it would reduce the financial capacity of the URA to fund projects listed in the Plan.

Table 3 and Figure 2 show the incremental assessed value, tax rates, and tax increment revenues
each year, adjusted for discounts, and delinquencies.

The first year of tax increment collections is anticipated to be fiscal year ending (FYE) 2025. Gross tax
increment financing (TIF) " is calculated by multiplying the tax rate times the assessed value used.
The tax rate is per thousand dollars of assessed value, so the calculation is “tax rate times assessed
value used divided by one thousand.” The consolidated tax rate includes permanent tax rates only,
and excludes general obligation bonds and local option levies, which will not be impacted by this Plan.

Figure 2 shows expected TIF revenues over time and the projected tax revenues after termination of
the Area. Definitions for Table 4 are shown below:

e Gross tax increment financing revenue (TIF)' is calculated by multiplying the tax rate
times the assessed value used. The tax rate is per thousand dollars of assessed value,
so the calculation is “tax rate times assessed value used divided by one thousand.” The
consolidated tax rate includes only permanent tax rates. General obligation bonds and
local option levies are excluded, and will not be impacted by this Plan. Total AV is the
projected total assessed value.

e Frozen base is the estimate of the assessed value of the Area at its formation.

e Increment used is the total assessed value minus the frozen base.

e Increment shared is the amount that will be distributed to all taxing districts according to
their permanent rate due to revenue sharing.

o Tax rate is the total permanent rate levy for the Area.

e Gross tax increment financing revenue (TIF)is calculated by multiplying the tax rate
times the assessed value used. The tax rate is per thousand dollars of assessed value,
so the calculation is “tax rate times assessed value used divided by one thousand.”

e Adjustments are calculated at 5% of the Gross TIF and are for discounts,
delinquencies, and rate truncation.

e TIF Current Year reflects subtracting the 5% adjustment factor from Gross TIF.

° TIF is also used to signify tax increment revenues

o TIF Prior Years is the tax increment revenue that was delinquent the prior year and is

paid by the assessor’s office once it is received. It is estimated that this amount is 1.5%
of total TIF.

Net TIF is the amount of tax increment revenues estimated to be received by the
Agency.

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VI. THE ESTIMATED AMOUNT OF TAXINCREMENT REVENUES REQUIRED

AND THE ANTICIPATED YEAR IN WHICH INDEBTEDNESS WILL BE RETIRED
Table 4 shows a summary of the financial capacity of the URA, including how the total TIF revenue
translates to the ability to fund urban renewal projects in constant FYE 2023 dollars in five-year
increments. Table 6, Table 7, Table 8 and Table 9 show more detailed tables on the allocation of tax
revenues to projects, programs, and administration over time.

The Area is anticipated to complete all projects and have sufficient tax increment finance revenue to
terminate the URA in FYE 2054, a 30-year urban renewal plan. The time frame of urban renewal is
not absolute; it may vary depending on the actual ability to meet the maximum indebtedness. If
growth in assessed value is slower than projected, the Agency may take division of taxes for a
longer time period. If growth in assessed value is more robust than the projections, the Agency may
take division of taxes for a shorter time period. These assumptions show one scenario for financing
and that this scenario is financially feasible.

The maximum indebtedness is $76,100,000 (Seventy Six Mllion One Hundred Thousand dollars).
The estimated total amount of tax increment revenues required to service the maximum
indebtedness of $76,100,000 is rounded to $88,600,000 in the table below and is from permanent
rate levies. The increase over the maximum indebtedness is due to the projected cost of the interest
on borrowings. The financial capacity shows zero dollars in the initial five years. That is because
those funds are expected to be “banked” until there are sufficient funds to undertake the Willamette
Falls Drive project.

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This financial analysis shows borrowings as identified in Table 5. This is only one scenario for how
the Agency may decide to implement this Plan, and this scenario is financially feasible. The Agency
may decide to do borrowings at different times or for different amounts, depending on their analysis
at the time. The timeframes on these borrowings are designed to have all borrowings repaid at the

termination of the Area in FYE 2054. The amounts shown are the principal amounts of the

borrowings. The total amounts, including interest, are shown in the second column of Table 6.

VIl. THE ANTICIPATED COMPLETION DATE FOR EACH PROJECT
The schedule for construction of projects will be based on the availability of funding. The projects
will be ongoing and will be completed as directed by the Agency. Annual expenditures for program
administration are also shown, and are predicated on the fact that urban renewal activities will start
off slowly in the beginning years and increase in the later years of the Area.

The Area is anticipated to complete all projects and have sufficient tax increment finance revenue to
terminate the Area in FYE 2054, a 30-year program.

The amount of money available for projects in 2023 constant dollars for the Area is $42,088,005
See Table 2 for the individual project analysis. This is calculated by reflecting the maximum
indebtedness of $76,100,000 in constant 2023 dollars. This is done as the Agency’s cost estimates
are typically in constant dollars, so understanding how that relates to the overall Ml over 30 years is
important to help the Agency to make projections on the allocation of funds throughout the life of the
Area.

Table 10, Table 11, Table 12 and Table 13 show the $42,088,005 of 2023 project dollars inflated
over the life of the Area including administrative expenses. All costs shown in Table 10, Table 11,
Table 12 and Table 13 show are in year-of-expenditure dollars, which are adjusted by 3.0%
annually to account for inflation. The projected year of expenditure total cost is $74,293,444.

The 3% inflation rate is the rate to use in the future if any amendment to increase maximum
indebtedness is pursued in accordance with ORS 457.470.The Agency may change the completion
dates in their annual budgeting process or as project decisions are made in administering the Plan.
The following tables are prepared to show that the Area is financially feasible as required by ORS
457. It assumes completion of projects as funding becomes available.

Vill. REVENUE SHARING

Revenue sharing thresholds are expected to begin as the threshold set in ORS 457 (annual
tax increment revenues in excess of 10 percent of the maximum indebtedness) is not
expected to be met during the life of the Plan.

Revenue sharing means that at thresholds defined in ORS 457.470, the impacted taxing
jurisdictions will receive a share of the incremental growth in the Area. The first threshold is
when annual tax increment finance revenues exceed 10% of the original maximum
indebtedness of the Plan ($7,610,000). At the 10% threshold, the Agency will receive the full
10% of the initial maximum indebtedness plus 25% of the increment above the 10%
threshold, and the taxing jurisdictions will receive 75% of the increment above the 10%
threshold.

The second threshold is set at 12.5% of the maximum indebtedness ($9,512,500). If this
threshold is met, revenue for the area would be capped at 12.5% of the maximum
indebtedness, with all additional tax revenue being shared with affected taxing districts.

If assessed value in the Area grows more quickly than projected, the revenue sharing
thresholds could be reached earlier. If assessed value grows more slowly, they could be
reached later.

IX. IMPACT OF THE TAX INCREMENT FINANCING

This section describes the impact of tax increment financing of the maximum indebtedness,
both until and after the indebtedness is repaid, upon all entities levying taxes upon property
in the Area.

The impact of tax increment financing on overlapping taxing districts consists primarily of the
property tax revenues foregone on permanent rate levies as applied to the growth in
assessed value in the Area. These projections are for impacts estimated through FYE 2054
and are shown in Table 14 and Table 15.

The West Linn/ Wilsonville School District and the Northwest Regional Education Service
District are not directly affected by the tax increment financing, but the amounts of their
taxes divided for the urban renewal plan are shown in the following tables. Under current
school funding law, property tax revenues are combined with State School Fund revenues to
achieve per-student funding targets. Under this system, property taxes foregone, due to the
use of tax increment financing, are substantially replaced with State School Fund revenues,
as determined by a funding formula at the state level.

Table 14 and Table 15 show the projected impacts to permanent rate levies of taxing
districts as a result of this Plan. Table 14 shows the general government levies, and Table
15 shows the education levies.

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X. COMPLIANCE WITH STATUTORY LIMITS ON ASSESSED VALUE AND SIZE

OF URBAN RENEWAL AREA

State law limits the percentage of both a municipality’s total assessed value and the total

land area that can be contained in an urban renewal area at the time of its establishment to

25% for municipalities under 50,000 in population. As noted below, the frozen base

(assumed to be FYE 2023 values), including all real, personal, personal, manufactured, and

utility properties in the Area, is projected to be $170,055,875. The Clackamas County
Assessors will certify the frozen base once the urban renewal plan is adopted.

The total assessed value of the City of West Linn in FYE 2023 is $4,308,325,558. The
percentage of total City assessed value in the urban renewal area is 3.9%, below the 25%

threshold.

The Area contains 333.8 acres, including public rights-of-way, and the City of West Linn

contains 5,184 acres. This puts 6.4 % of the City’s acreage in an urban renewal area, which

is below the 25% threshold.

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XI. EXISTING PHYSICAL, SOCIAL, AND ECONOMIC CONDITIONS AND
IMPACTS ON MUNICIPAL SERVICES

This section of the Report describes existing conditions within the West Linn Riverfront TIF
Area and documents the occurrence of “blighted areas,” as defined by ORS 457.010(1).

A. Physical Conditions
1. Land Use

The Area is 333.8 acres, which is composed of 161 individual parcels encompassing 197.41
acres, and an additional 136.30 acres in public rights-of-way. An analysis of FYE 2023
property classification data from the Clackamas County Assessor’s Office were used to
determine the land use designation of parcels in the Area. By acreage, Industrial accounts
for the most prevalent land use within the area (44%) . This was followed by Commercial
(29%). Detailed land use designations in the Area are shown in Table 18.

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D. Economic Conditions
1. Taxable Value of Property within the Area

The estimated total assessed value of the Area calculated with data from the
Clackamas County Departments of Assessment and Taxation for FYE 2023, including
all real, personal, manufactured, and utility properties, is estimated to be
$179,055,875.The County Assessor will certify the frozen base if the ordinacce for the
approval of the Plan is adopted by the City Council.

2. Building to Land Value Ratio

An analysis of property values can be used to evaluate the economic condition of real
estate investments in a given area. The relationship of a property’s improvement value
(the value of buildings and other improvements to the property) to its land value is
generally an accurate indicator of the condition of real estate investments. This
relationship is referred to as the “Improvement to Land Value Ratio," or “I:.L.” The values
used are real market values. In urban renewal areas, the I:L is often used to measure
the intensity of development or the extent to which an area has achieved its short- and
long-term development objectives.

Table 26 shows the improvement to land ratios (I:L) for properties within the Area.
Seven percent of the tax lots are exempt, which means they do not pay taxes. These
are typically government, utility or non-profit owned properties. Forty-two tax lots
representing 42% of the acreage have no improvement value. For properties with
improvements, fifty-two percent have I:L ratios less than 1.0. In other words, the
improvements on these properties are worth less than the land they sit on. A
reasonable [:L ratio for properties in the Area is 2.0. Only 46 of the 161 tax lots in the
Area, totaling 37% of the acreage have I:L ratios of 2.0 or more in FYE 2023. In
summary, the area is underdeveloped and not contributing significantly to the tax base
in West Linn.

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E. Impact on Municipal Services
The fiscal impact of tax increment financing on taxing districts that levy taxes within the Area
(affected taxing districts) is described in Section VIl of this Report. This subsection
discusses the fiscal impacts resulting from potential increases in demand for municipal
services.

The projects being considered for future use of urban renewal funding are for blight
remediation and include transportation improvements, facilitating development of properties
including mixed use and housing development, recreational improvements, economic
development assistance to local businesses and plan administration. The use of tax
increment allows the City to add an additional funding source to the City of West Linn
general fund or system development charges funds to allow these projects to be completed.

It is anticipated that these improvements will catalyze development on the undeveloped and
underdeveloped parcels in the Area. This development will require city services. However,
as the property is within the city limits, the city has anticipated the need to provide services
to the Area. As the development will be new construction or rehabilitation, it will be up to
current building code which will aid in any fire protection needs. The transportation projects
will also assist in fire protection needs in the Area.

The financial impacts from tax increment collections will be countered by future economic
development, and, in the future, adding increases in assessed value to the tax base for all
taxing jurisdictions, including the City. The Area encompasses 3.9% of the City of West
Linn’s assessed value. There will be an impact on the city budget as shown in Table 14. The
City will need to address the impact as they do future budgets and revenue forecasting.

XIl. REASONS FOR SELECTION OF EACH URBAN RENEWAL AREA IN THE
PLAN

The reason for selecting the Area is to provide the ability to fund projects and programs
necessary to cure blight within the Area. There are large parcels within the Area that are
undeveloped or underdeveloped. There are also transportation deficiencies which impact
the residents in West Linn.

The outcome of implementing these projects is anticipated to be substantial increase to the
economic growth in West Linn by providing improved multi modal transportation access,
new mixed used and housing development, additional recreational opportunities and
providing tools inside the Area to assist with economic development.

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on May 3, 2023, to make a recommendation to the City
Council on the proposed West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan (TIF Plan)
conformance with the West Linn Comprehensive Plan.

The Commission did not receive any written testimony. One community member testified at the public
hearing. The primary topics of the testimony included:

Concern that the 2017 Comprehensive Plan and other planning documents needed to be
updated more frequently in order to proceed with the TIF Plan,

The need for a waterfront plan.

The difficulty of developing portions of the waterfront area.

Refocusing TIF area commerclal development from office space to small start-up and emerging
product and manufacturing companies. In testimony it was noted that the Portland Metro area
lacks adequate Incubator space for small businesses and manufacturers that can make
communities more vibrant.

After closing the public hearing, Commissioners deliberated on the following topics:

The revenue impact on existing government services, the City’s general fund, and the
community located outside of the TIF area.

The identified transportation projects for the TIF Plan and Willamette Falls Drive Concept Plan.
TIF Plan considerations surrounding potentially contaminated soil on proposed redevelopment
costs.

The Commission voted five in favor (Boggess, Carr, Metien, Walvatne, Watton) and one opposed
{Mathews} that the TIF Plan conforms with the West Linn Comprehensive Plan and recommended City
Council adopt the proposed West Linn Willamette Riverfront Tax Increment Finance Area Plan,

Purpose: To address the new state law (ORS 195.530) regarding camping on public property, which
requires municipalities to change existing municipal code by July 1, 2023.

Question(s) for Council: Should City Council change Municipal Codes 5.115, 5.120, and 5.565 by taking
out language about camping on public property and the removal of campsites to be compliant with
House Bill 3115 and House Bill 3124 (ORS 195.530) by July 1, 2023?

Public Hearing Required: None required. City Council held public work session discussions with
extensive community input received on May 8 and May 15.

Background & Discussion:

In 2021, to comply with federal rulings (Martin v. Boise and Blake v. Grants Pass), the State of Oregon
enacted House Bills 3115 and 3124, which change how cities may regulate camping and homelessness.
Aimed at providing increased compassionate protections for those experiencing homelessness, these
rulings and laws require any Camping on Public Property Ordinances in City code to be modified to
comply with new standards. West Linn’s code currently prohibits camping on public property, so it must
be brought into legal compliance with the new standards before July 1, 2023. Camping ordinances are
local rules about camping. They are part of municipal code in many cities, including West Linn.
“Camping” can refer to persons experiencing homelessness who may sleep outside on public property.
West Linn’s City codes which address and prohibit camping on public property without a permit

in Chapter 5 (5.115, 5.120, 5.565) must be modified or removed in accordance with new state law (ORS
195.530).

Budget Impact: TBD- With Council direction from the June 6%, 2023, meeting to change the language of
the present codes that are now deemed illegal as of July 1, 2023 the budget impact will be minimal.
When and if Council decides to put in time, place, and manner restrictions there will be budgetary
implications depending on chosen site(s) and amenities needed. No budget has been identified for
resources.

Sustainability Impact: TBD- Depending on the location and amenities provided — this will impact the
sustainability aspects.
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Council Goal/Priority. N/A

Council Options:

To adhere to State Laws, the City must revise or take out the city code referencing camping. West Linn’s
City code currently prohibits camping on public property without a permit in Chapter 5.115 & 5.565, and
must be modified in accordance with new state law. There are two potential options for Council to
consider: 1) removal of any reference to camping in the municipal code (5.115) with no regulation in
place for camping, or 2) revise Municipal Code 5.115 with legal advised draft proposal 5.116 to include
regulations on use of City properties with intended purposes while also providing objectively reasonable
regulations concerning the time, place, and manner for shelter and sleeping by people without any
other options for shelter or sleeping. (See redline version of 5.116 which will replace 5.115 in its
entirety, if adopted.)

If adopting new Municipal Code with regulations regarding camping, Municipal Code 5.120 will also
need to be revised. (See attached redline version of 5.120.) Decisions will need to be made in this
revision regarding spacing between campsites, as some jurisdictions have created code to stipulate
there may not be more than 3 campsites per block or within 150 feet of each other. Others have
included language of not permitting campsites within 50 ft of a waterway; within 15 ft of railroad tracks;
or within 20 ft of residential structures. Municipal Code 5.565 will also have to be removed.

On June 62023, Council requested that the City Attorney and Staff compose an ordinance around
option 1) removal of any reference to camping in the municipal code (5.115) with no regulation in place
for camping.

Staff Recommendation: Modification of Municipal Codes 5.115, 5.120, and 5.565 needed to follow new
state law by removing all restrictions and language around camping from the Municipal Code, to adhere
to new state legal regulations by July 1, 2023. Creating a community involved camping ordinance task
force to help us going forward with time, place and manner regulations is imperative. Staff suggests
inviting key community leaders from Civic, Faith, and Schools, some NA Presidents, impacted residents,
and other key community stake holders to work on this issue. This will show our community that we
want to work together and look for the best possible outcomes for the City of West Linn and all our
community.

1. | move to approve First Reading for Ordinance 1744 relating to repeal of camping provisions in
municipal code sections 5.115, 5.120, and 5.565 and set the matter for Second Reading.

2. I move to approve Second Reading for Ordinance 1744 relating to repeal of camping provisions
in municipal code sections 5.115, 5.120, and 5.565 and adopt the ordinance.

WHEREAS, Chapter I, Section 4, of the West Linn City Charter provides:

Powers of the City. The City shall have all powers which the Constitution, statutes and
common law of the United States and of this State now or hereafter expressly or implied
grant or allow the City, as fully as though this Charter specifically enumerated each of
those powers;

WHEREAS, in Martin v. City of Boise, a 2018 decision by the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Ninth
Circuit, the court held that the Eighth Amendment to the U.S. Constitution precludes a local
government from enforcing anti-camping ordinances (those which criminalize the sitting,
sleeping, or lying outside in public places) when there are no shelters available for the homeless
individuals.

WHEREAS, in its 2022 decision in Johnson v. City of Grants Pass (formerly Blake v. City of Grants
Pass), the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit affirmed and expanded its decision in
Martin v. Boise, holding that the Martin decision also applied to civil citations where the civil
and criminal punishments were closely intertwined.

WHEREAS, in response to the Martin and Johnson decisions, the State of Oregon enacted
House Bill 3115 (ORS 195.530), effective as of July 1, 2023, requiring any city or county laws
regulating the acts of sitting, lying, sleeping, or keeping warm and dry outside on public
property be objectively reasonable as to time, place and manner with regards to persons
experiencing homelessness.

WHEREAS, the State of Oregon also enacted House Bill 3124 which updates ORS 195.505 by
requiring cities to revise any policies concerning the removal of homeless individuals from an
established campsite to provide written notice at least 72 hours before such removal.

WHEREAS, West Linn’s code currently prohibits camping on public property and provides the
process by which the City must follow to remove a campsite.

WHEREAS, West Linn’s City Council and Staff have undertaken certain measures and actions
over the past several months to gather information from the residents of West Linn in order to
develop objectively reasonable regulations as to time, place and manner with regards to
persons experiencing homelessness.
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WHEREAS, West Linn’s City Council has been unable to fully develop such objectively
reasonable regulations prior to the effective date of ORS 195.530.

WHEREAS, West Linn’s City Council desires to revise its municipal code to remove regulations
concerning camping on public property while it continues to consider potentially objectively
reasonable regulations.

WHEREAS, West Linn’s Council further desires to replace the existing code provisions applying
to the removal of a campsite with a policy that complies with ORS 195.505.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF WEST LINN ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Repeal Section 5.115. West Linn Municipal Code Section 5.115 Overnight Camping
on Public Property Prohibited is repealed in its entirety. Any municipal code provisions in
conflict with the provisions in this ordinance are also repealed.
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SECTION 2. Repeal Section 5.120. West Linn Municipal Code Section 5.120 Removal of
Campsite is repealed in its entirety. Any municipal code provisions in conflict with the
provisions in this ordinance are also repealed.
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SECTION 3. Repeal Section 5.565. West Linn Municipal Code Section 5.565 Camping
Prohibited is repealed in its entirety. Any municipal code provisions in conflict with the
provisions in this ordinance are also repealed.

SECTION 4. Severability. The sections, subsections, paragraphs and clauses of this ordinance
are severable. The invalidity of one section, subsection, paragraph, or clause shall not affect the
validity of the remaining sections, subsections, paragraphs and clauses.

SECTION 5. Codification. Provisions of this Ordinance shall be incorporated in the City Code and
the word “ordinance” may be changed to “code”, “article”, “section”, “chapter” or another

word, and the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered, or re-lettered, provided however
that any Whereas clauses and boilerplate provisions need not be codified and the City Recorder

or the designee is authorized to correct any cross-references and any typographical errors.
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SECTION 6. Emergency Clause. Although the city has undertaken an extensive community
process to address changes in state law relating to camping regulations, this ordinance is
necessary to comply with operation of ORS 195.530, and, as a result, an emergency is declared
to exist to have a code in effect by July 1, 2023 that conforms to state law, and this ordinance
shall take effect upon its passage.

The foregoing ordinance was first read by title only in accordance with Chapter VIII,
Section 33(c) of the City Charter on the 12th day of June, 2023, and duly PASSED and ADOPTED
this day of ,2023.
